(R) John Kenneth Williams: Thank you
Mr. Chairman. On the 15" May, 2016, India tested it
supersonic interceptor missile at a test range off the
Odisha coast in Eastern India. The test involved the
launch of the single stage advance defence interceptor
missile from a mobile launcher, mobile has certain
advantages. This successfully destroyed an incoming
nuclear capable ballistic missile at an altitude of 20 to 40
kilometers. In addition to this India has also procured 6
regiments of Russian S-300 nuclear air defence systems
and he is further negotiating the acquisition of 5
regiments of more advanced air defence systems with
Russia. These regiments are meant as a total antiballistic
cover for India until they develop their own.
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Pakistan, in response to the test has raised great
concern over the potential imbalance of power in the
region. The Government should be most specific and its
concern for maintaining balance and keep India at bay by
all means and measures at our disposal. The United
States has also expressed concern over the intercept
ballistic missile test by India. Due to these developments
India will have air of arrogance and tend to be belligerent
and preemptive in its nuclear adventures. India should
understand that as per the environment total defence
from a nuclear attack may not be possible.

Mr. Sartaj Aziz (Advisor on Foreign Affairs): Thank

you Mr. Chairman. As you recall, this issue was discussed

in the Senate on the 19™ of May, 2016. | made a

statement and some of the items are repeated, because

they answered some of the questions raised. The first is

that Indian’s air defence missile that they have tested,

reportedly the effectiveness of the system has not been

fully demonstrated so far, since their success depends on

time interval that is available and the precise data about

the exact trajectory of the incoming, so we should not

take it as too much of a concern, but certainly we have
taken it into account.
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Similarly, India has now employing K4 ballistic
missiles and nuclear capable submarines and, therefore,
as a part of the startle strike capability and these two
developments are a part of massive conventional nuclear
and missile development programme being pursued by
India, which are now leading to the nuclearization of the
Indian Ocean. The deployment of these nuclear part and
nuclear missile in Indian Ocean will not only upset the
strategic balance in South Asia, but it also affects the
maritime security of all the 32 lateral states around the
Indian Ocean. The development of anti-ballistic missiles
system may give India a false sense of security, leading to
unexpected complication. Such actions are also contrary
to a policy of peaceful and friendly neighbourhood which
our Prime Minister has repeatedly espoused.

During the composite dialogue Pakistan has
offered discussion on the ABM free zone in South Asia as
a part of nuclear conference building measures,
however, India has not so far responded positively. |
think making the comments made so far, we have
expressed serious concerns on these developments and
we will take all measures to augment our defence
capability. We are not oblivious to our defence needs
and will have to upgrade our defence capabilities through
suitable technologies without entering into an arms race.
Our efforts for peace and friendship must not be
interpreted as a sign of weakness. Pakistan is fully
capable of defending its people and its borders.

As this House is aware, Pakistani scientists and
defence experts constantly monitor and evaluate the
strategic threats that India’s evolving nuclear doctrine
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can pose to Pakistan security and accordingly all Pakistan
strategic respond to these threats. Despite limitation of
resources, as many members pointed out, Pakistan has
developed a robust nuclear deterrence, which is
constantly updated. At the same time Pakistan’s
successful efforts to ensure the safety and security of his
nuclear missiles assets have been widely acknowledged.
Coming to the diplomatic side, we are planning to
highlight the dangerous implications of Indian’s plan to
nuclearize the Indian Ocean in all the International
relevant fora and one specific proposal under
consideration is to move a resolution in the next session
of the General Assembly to declare the Indian Ocean a
nuclear free zone. We will approach all the 32 lateral
states that straddle the Indian Ocean to cosponsor this
resolution. Succeed in this effort, this will be very
important initiative.

Coming to the broad other four issues highlighted
on the nuclear suppliers group, Pakistan has undertaken
a very active diplomatic offensive in all the 49 countries,
which are members of the Nuclear Suppliers Group. You
saw the ‘New York Time’ editorial, saying India does not
deserve to have this membership on lateral basis. Our
basic argument is that one exception was made for non
NPT State in 2008, that cannot be repeated now and,
therefore, | am sorry to mention that at that time
Pakistan requested China to withdraw its objection to
this particular relaxation of the Nuclear Suppliers Group.
We are not going to repeat this mistake and | am quite
hopeful that day after tomorrow when the extra ordinary
meeting and later in the Seoul the actual plenary which is
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to be held on 22" of June, 2016, we will succeed in our
basic approach that we need a criteria base approach for
all NPT States and no exceptions can be allowed in this
case and | hope that our efforts will prevail.

As far as our lobbying in other areas are
concerned, | think, it is quite active, but we have now
gone ahead and short listed several lobbying firms for
strengthening our capacity. Our missions have been very
active, these editorials protesting against India, the
Indian human rights violations particularly Muslim rights
are not something that can happen like this, we have
played a role in achieving this result. Our relations with
Iran and Afghanistan have several dimensions and as
members are aware we are constantly making efforts,
but there are bigger issues involved. When we meet on
Monday in the joint meeting of the Foreign Affairs and
the Defence Committee, these issues will come up. |
think the idea of revamping and reviewing policy is
something that has happened constantly. This morning, |
and few of my colleagues i.e. Finance Minister, Defence
Minister and the Special Assistant of the Prime Minister
on Foreign Affairs spent three and a half hours in GHQ to
receive briefing on the drone attack. The consequences
of this thing will continue in the coming few days. | think
we are very thorough in evaluation of our relationship
with U.S.A, India, Iran and Afghanistan. | hope, by the end
of this month, we will have achieved a considerable
clarity in how we are going to proceed on these issues.

Further discussion on the Finance Bill, 2015
Senator Ayesha Raza Farooq

Senator Ayesha Raza Farooqg: Thank you Mr.
Chairman! Sir, if you look at the budget that’s been
presented for the fiscal year 2016-17, we seat rightly
shifting gears. It's concentrating now from macro
economic stabilization to growth. We are all very well
aware Mr. Chairman, the precarious macro-economic
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and fiscal situation that this Government inherited in
2013, things looked very dismal and the country was
literally on the verge of a default. Nevertheless, the
present Government has been very successful in staring
the economy towards macro-economic stabilization. This
is where the entire finance team headed by honourable
Senator Mohammad Ishaqg Dar deserves appreciation.

Mr. Chairman, to mention just a few macro-
economic indicators that are pointing in a right direction.
We have recorded high level of foreign reserves. Our
fiscal deficit has fallen to 4.3% of GDP, the policy rate as a
multi decade low of 5.75%, inflation lowest in ten years,
a stable exchange rate and a current account deficit of
less than 1%. We have today the highest economic
growth rate in eight years of 4.7%. Yet, Mr. Chairman, we
continue dreaming of better, we continue asking for
more and why shouldn’t we? | also feel that the target
that we set for economic growth should be ambitious
because we are a capable nation. We are resilient. We
have a large youth bulge that we can exploit and thus, we
can deliver.

Mr. Chairman, | also wonder at the same time
what is better; to set targets that are overly ambitious
and thus unrealistic or to set targets that are based on
pragmatic economic realities. With this thought, |
wonder and like to ask all my friends here who wish for
double economic growth rate, have you considered this?
All those who are comparing Pakistan’s economic growth
rate with those of other economies in the region, |
wonder if you have done an analysis of the economic
realities on the ground.
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Mr. Chairman, this particular budget correctly
focuses on boosting growth in agriculture, in exports and
textiles. In a country where agriculture accounts for
almost 20% of GDP and is by far the largest employer
absorbing 42.3% of the country’s labour force, it certainly
is a vital component of Pakistan’s economy and deserves
to be the focus here, especially, when we have seen in
fiscal year 2016 a negative growth rate of 0.19% which
we all know Mr. Chairman, is largely due to a decline in
Cotton crop production. This decline in Cotton crop
production is not being faced by Pakistan alone. This is
the phenomenon that was seen worldwide including in
countries like the United States of America, China,
Turkey, even India. However, in our country, adverse by
the conditions in the form of prolonged torrential rains,
pest outbreaks, globally depressed Cotton prices and
high cost of inputs to the farmers, did create and
compounded the problem and created more worries for
our farmers. Thus in the wake of these figures, | do think
that the recommendations and the incentives provided
to the farmers which are going to substantially reduce
the cost of inputs are surely a welcome relief. Just to
mention a few:

9 The subsidies provided to the farmers over here on
fertilizer which will cost the Government Rs.36
billion.

9 We have reduced price of DAP at the cost of Rs.10
billion to be shared by both federal and provincial
governments.
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9 Off peak rates of electricity, for agriculture tube-
well reduced from Rs.8.85/unit to 5.35; again that
will cost a total subsidy of Rs.27 billion.

Sales Tax abolition on pesticides;

Enhancement of agri-credit facility from Rs.600
billion to Rs.700 billion.

It also includes numerous relief measures
proposed for reducing Sales Tax and Customs Duty for
import of machinery, equipment and raw material used
by poultry, fish, farming, dairy and the agri-sector.

Mr. Chairman, followed by this biggest sector of
agriculture, we have been closely behind in
manufacturing as the second largest sector of Pakistan’s
economy accounting for 13.6% of our GDP.
Manufacturing also provides employment and a huge
15.3% of the total labour force is employed here. | don’t
think anyone is going to question that a vibrant and
robust manufacturing sector is very critical to the
economy of any country over here. Out of
manufacturing, textile is the biggest and most important
manufacturing sector of Pakistan. It has the longest
production line, thus, an opportunity to add greater
value here and also the opportunity to provide most jobs.
Thus, it is no surprise that our textile sector provides 40%
of jobs in the industrial labour force. In this backdrop, the
incentives being provided to the textile sector again
make a lot of sense. To mention a few, drawback of local
taxes to continue here, duty free import of textile
machinery to continue, technological upgradation funds
to be established which will help primarily the SMEs,
concessionary Customs Duty on man-made fibres and

= =
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Plant Breeders Right Act for provision of quality seeds to
our growers. The importance of textiles does not end
here because textile also accounts for 60% of our
economy’s national exports.

A major relief again is provided for the export
sector. An export of five manufactured goods which
include textile, leather, sports goods, surgical goods and
carpets will be made zero rated tax. Not just this, but all
pending Sales Tax refunds till 30™ April, where PROs have
been approved, will be paid up by 31°" August. Rs.6 billion
have been allocated to operationalize our trade policy.
The mark-up on export refinance facility (ERF) which
stood at 9.3% in June 2013 has been brought down to
just 3%.

Mr. Chairman, these incentives are intended to
boost growth in a focused manner. After all, when we are
dealing with limited resources, we cannot distribute our
resources thinly to render them completely ineffective.
Thus, setting strategic priorities was important and this is
exactly what has been done here. Not everyone will
agree with this strategy and not everyone has to because
setting economic priorities and working towards
economic progress is not like a question or an equation
in Mathematics. There is no one right answer and that is
exactly the reason that if you were to ask even two of the
best economists right now, both may not agree on the
same recipe for any economic woe being faced by the
country.

Mr. Chairman, in the same spirit of spurring
growth, a record high has been allocated in this budget
to PSDP. If you look at and this aggregates the different
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heads here, you will see the allocations skewed towards
energy, highways, water and the social sector. After all,
developing infrastructure, improving communications
and overcoming energy shortages in the country should
be important priorities. To support investment and
economic growth in sectors such as both agriculture and
manufacturing, this will surely lead to employment
generation and help to absorb the huge youth bulge the
country has that my honourable Senators have referred
to earlier.

Here, a sizeable allocation has also been made
towards human resource development. Whether to build
new universities and campuses, to conduct the National
Education Reforms Programme, to incentivize youth
entrepreneurship and to promote women entrepreneurs
through the Prime Ministers’ Youth and Hunarmand
Programme. Allocations also seek to improve the health
status of the poor through the Prime Minister’s National
Health Insurance Scheme here. We are strengthening the
Lady Health Workers Programme and improving the
health agenda through Government’s Health Sector
Reform Agenda.

Here, it is also important to mention social sector
initiatives such as the allocation for Baitul-Maal which
has been doubled in the last three years from Rs.2 to
Rs.4 billion. The flagship cash transfer programme, BISP
of the Government where allocation has been raised
from Rs.40 billion to Rs.115 billion in the present budget.

Mr. Chairman, one hopes that to compliment
these initiatives that the Federal Government s
undertaking for human capital development, that
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sizeable and useful investments are also made in
provincial budgetary allocations for sectors of Education,
Health, Sports, Poverty Alleviation and Social Welfare. |
wish provincial budgets will use the allocations that they
make because after the post 18™ Amendment where
more autonomy is given to the provinces, it does bring
and carry with it more responsibility also. Thus, it is
hoped and prayed that those funds that provinces have,
whether from federal share or their own, will be utilized
effectively.

Mr. Chairman, this budget will be a harbinger of
change. It will provide on the one hand relief and succor
to the poor and the needy; it encourages on the other
hand investment and is thus, both a pro-poor and pro-
development budget. It gives a shot in the arm for the
agriculture sector. So, | am very confident that we will
emerge and emerge very strong in a not too distant
future as a power to reckon with in the entire region. | do
think the present Government has laid the foundation as
the result of both prudent and forward looking policies in
this budget. Thank you Mr. Chairman.
