Senator Saleem Mandviwala: Sir, this Bill was introduced by me

about 15 months ago in this House. It was referred to the Committee. It
was deliberated in the Committee for over a year and we kept on asking
everyone to give their amendments and the Government seeks time on
every meeting of the Committee that we will come with the amendments
in the next meeting.

After 8 or 9 months, the Government said that we are not coming
with any amendments and we are bringing our own Bill. Sir, if a private
member works on a Bill and submits the Bill after working hard, like my
other colleagues today have submitted the Bills and after deliberations in
the committee for months and months, the Government stalls the Bill
deliberately and then says that we are bringing our own Bill, after you
have submitted the Bill in the House. | feel this is very wrong because if
they don’t support private member bill, if they don’t have anything as
such in the law, in the House or anywhere else and if we are bringing
something good, why are they opposing such things?

Sir, | will give you reason for why | brought this Bill and why it is
necessary for today’s economic situation in the country. Sir, 450 textile
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mills and over 8000 companies have been closed and they have no
remedy except to go to the court, either they themselves, the lenders or
the creditors. So, this CRA structure will give both of them opportunity to
come and save these companies, save employment in these companies
and save the economic situation of this country. It is really a good bill and
| still appeal the Government that instead of opposing good things, please
contribute, please bring amendments. Sorry to say that even members of
our Committee did not bring any amendment and in the end they started
saying that you should take more time. After a year in the Committee, if
they still need more time, then | feel quite disappointed from this.
Anyway, | feel this is a very important bill to help companies in
Pakistan and we all should support it and not do politics on it. Thank you.
Mr. Chairman: Thank you. The Chair recognizes the presence of

Mr. Zahid Hamid (Minister for Law and Justice): Sir, much as the

honourable mover of the bill would like to take credit for it. | regret to
state that the facts are the opposite. | happened to be a member of the
Banking Laws Review Commission, when this bill and its original form was
first presented. We had just finished recommending the Financial
Institutions Recovery of Loans Act, which is subsequently enacted by
Parliament. Then we were looking a bill which would be catering for
companies. Wherein financial distress, so, that they could be restructured
and brought back into operation.

So, this bill was flouted since it was based on a system which is very
closely akin in fact almost a 100% based on the chapter 11 bankruptcy
system of the United States. It was not considered specially by the banks
and the banking council, as something suited to our conditions therefore,
it was not taken up by the commission. In 2009, the Ministry of Finance
then constituted a Committee under the Chairmanship of the Chairman
SECP, to review this bill. First round of consultations were held in 2012,
and this was shared with the stakeholders, lot of views were put up. So,
then the SECP in November, 2012, said that the SECP should review the
law with the State Bank, the Pakistan Business Council, the Banks

Association, the all Pakistan Textile Mills Association...(Contd...TO7)
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Contd.... Mr. Zahid Hamid...This SECP should review the law with the State
Bank, the Pakistan Business Council, the Pakistan Banks Association and
the All Pakistan Textile Mills Association. Again in that consultation no
agreement or consensus could be reached and therefore, the SECP then
set up these two internal and external committees to review the bill. It
was only after that exercise that the realization was dawned that since
there was no consensus a new bill should be drafted. New bill had these
two components, in fact three components, one is of course entirely New
Companies Ordinance which as you know, was promulgated and

the previous Government had done three times more ordinances but |
will bring those figures separately. Again for the honourable Senator sir,
as | said, this bill has been around for a very long time and the
honourable mover was the Finance Minister at that time and saying
again, again and again how important this bill is and how good it is, how is
it that that Government of which he was the Finance Minister, he could
have had this bill approved by both Houses very easily and yet he did not
do so, the reason was that it did not enjoy consensus of the banking
community and business community. The business community vyes,
wanted the chapter 11 type of bankruptcies law which gave them a lot of
facilities which does not exist in the present recovery law but it did not
enjoy a consensus. And hence this Government has now prepared these
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three different types of laws, one is the Company Ordinance which has a
completely new law which is modernizing and updating 32 years old
companies law. It has already passed the Corporative Restructuring
Companies Act 2016 which is law which relates to restructuring. The half
which is the half related to this particular subject, the Cooperate
Rehabilitation bill is ready, it will be introduced in Parliament next week
and that is the bill that enjoys a proper consensus, we hope, | hope and
appeal to the august Members of this House also. This particular bill no
matter how much whatever merit there was, if there was any merit, |
would have sure, the honourable Senator when he was Minister of
Finance would have enacted it.

Provided that simultaneously when a
Money Bill including the Finance Bill containing the annual budget
statement is presented in the National Assembly a copy thereof shall be
transmitted to the Senate which may, within 14 days, make
recommendations thereon to the National Assembly. The National
Assembly shall consider the recommendations of the Senate and after
the Bill has been passed by the Assembly with or without incorporating
the recommendations of the Senate it shall be presented to the President
for assent.
