It may be noted that PM Office has issued a
directive to construct CPEC western corridor on top
priority. As stated above the alignment from
Islamabad to D.l.Khan is being fired and land
acquistion of 100 meter Corridor accommondating 6
lane Motorway is in progress. However four lane
Motorway shall be constructed initially. Upon traffic
justification two additional lanes shall be added.
Subsequent to D..LKhan to Zhob the Uity
study/detailed desing is in hand.

(b) The Western Passage is proposed to pass
through:
GwadarKechPanjgufWashukKalat
MastungQuettaPishinQila Saifullah
Zhob-SheraArATADera Ismail  Khan
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Mianwali, and Attocknward with northern
alignment.

(c) The work has already started after ground
breaking bythe Prime Minister on 30th December
2015 which consists of the existing
improvement/upgrading M0 from Zhob to Mughal
Kot which will become part of CPEC western passage.
For Islamabad to D.l.Khan Motorway, it is likely that
the work shall commence from.IIKhan and ground
breaking shall take place in the first quarter of 2016.

(d) New industrial zones under CPEC ball
finalized by the Joint Working Group on industrial
cooperation between China and Pakistan with mutual
consent. In the 5th JCC held on 12th November 2015
decision was taken to establish the Joint Working
Group. However in accordance with the decision of
APC held on 28th May 2015, a working group has
been established with members from Provinces to
identify potential sites with economic feasibility.

Further, the Honorable Prime Minister of
Pakistan has constituted a committee to identify the
potential sites of industrial zones along western
passage of CPEC underiaginanship of Chairman BOI
which has also begun its work and Chief Secretary
Balochistan has recommended following five sites to
this committee—

a. Turbat Industrial and Trading Estate.

b. Industrial Estate Khuzdar.

c. Dasht Industrial Zone near Quetta.

d. Bostan Industrial Estate.

e. Industrial Zone at the junction of Qila

Saifullah, Zhob and Loralai.
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Implementation work on Gwadar Free Zone has
already begun and initial land for the Free Zoas h
been handed over to the Port Operator in a ceremony
held on 11th November, 2015. Total land measuring
2281 Acres has been acquired at the cost of Rs. 6,691
Million through Federal Government funding

(c) whetherany mark up will be charged
onthat amount, if so, the rate at which the
same will be charged?

Senator Mohammad Ishaq Dara) Yes, 26%
shares of PTCL were sold to M/S Etisalat for US$
2,598,960,000. The amount paid by the company so
far is US$ 1,799,653,313.31. The totatstanding
amount against Etisalat is US$ 799,306,686.62.
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As per the Share Purchase Agreement, the
payment of the balance amount was contingent upon
transfer of clean and clear titles of 3248 properbgs
January 2008. The Government of Pakistan did not
meet the deadlie and, therefore, Etisalat
International Pakistan (EIP), the purchaser of PTCL has
been delaying further payments on the ground that all
properties included in the Share Purchase Agreement
have not been transferred in the name of PTCL.

(b) Privatisation Commission is actively
pursuing and facilitating the press of transfer of
properties to PTCL. Till date, out of a total of 3248
properties, 3215 (99%) have been transferred while
the remaining 33 (1%) properties cannot be
transferred due to various reasons, including, legal
impediments. Pursuant to the Shar@urchase
Agreement (SPA), the 33 ntransferred properties
have been forwarded t o M/ s Et i s
Shortfall” for resolution of the

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frame because it has been already more than 6 years
that we have not received any money and we are not
receiving any concrete time tabler fthe repayment.

Mr. Chairman: Thank you. Minister Incharge.

Mr. Zahid HamidMr. Chairman, thank you. Mr.
Chairman, as has been mentioned in the reply, | am
sorry it does not satisfy the honourable Senator but
the amount to bepaid was 2.6 billion approximately.
The amount so far paid is 1.8 billion and the amount
outstanding is 800 million dollars. Now that is a very
substantial amount as rightly pointed out by the
honourable Senator. The reason for this is that
according to tlke share purchase agreement with the
buyer, the payment was contingent upon transfer of
clean, clear titles to 100% of the properties by January
2008 and as also mentioned in this reply, there were
total of 3248 properties. 3215 that is 99% have been
transterred, 1% only, 33 propertiehave not been
transferred but because of the wording of the share
purchase agreement in case of failure, these
properties are to be valued by both sides, our side and
their side. We have had them valued and
communicated thafigure to the purchaser. We have
offered that they can retain 26% of that figure. That
figure is 87.89 million dollars. They can retain 26% of
that and give us the rest but unfortunately this
dispute isdragging omand that is the reasofor the
delay. Obwusly, it isa very substantial amount, the
Government is greatly concerned. It is being taken up
at the highest levels and hopefully we can have a
solution.

() Minimum price for export of sugar to
Afghanistan and Central Asia at US dollar 450 per
metric tons. The cash support shall be disbursed
through the State Bank of Pakistan as per the system
in vogue.

Regarding the deegulation of sugarcane
prices, theECC directed the Ministry of Industries and
Production to place the case before the Cabinet after
due consultations with the Provinces. The ECC further
directed that while submitting case to the federal
cabinet the sponsoring division should also propose
appropriate percentage of the subsidy amount to be
committed for research and development. The ECC
also directed that the untilized quota for export of
sugar allowed earlier by the ECC shall stand cancelled;
this was the decision of "7 of December. Mr.
Chairman, in its meeting on 3df December, 2015,
ECC added to this decision and | want to read out that
decision also in full.

“The Economi comgittee ofthe nat i on
Cabinet noted the position of sugarcane price in the
province of Sindh presentedylihe Cabinet Division
and directed the Ministries of Commerce and National
Food Securities and Research to ensure that
notifications for agreed price of Rs.180 per 40 Kg are
issued by the Provincial governments concerned. The
Committee emphasized that theash support being
provided by the Federal Government for export was

Mr. Chairman! as | mentioned in its decision on
7" of December it was said that the Committee
formed by the Prime Minister, Shall meet in thé 1
week of every month. The Committee did meet duly
on the 7" of January2016, and it was ascertained
from the State Bank of Pakistan that as &f of
January, 2016, no export quota and therefore, no
subsidy has so far been allocated to any sugar mill in
Pakistan. Mr. Chairman! clarity should be there that
this subsidy firsbf all has not been dispensed. This
subsidy is not for the regular operation of sugar mills.
It is a targeted export subsidy and this export subsidy
Is the only reason, this subject has come to Ministry of
Commerce otherwise the honourable Senator
mentional here the aspect of sugar policy. The sugar
policy, the information that is gathered by cane
commissions in the provinces and reported, is the
subject of Ministries of Industries and Production and
not Commerce. They get all the information; they are
competent to report on the stocks of sugars in the
country. They are competent to recommend how
much sugar surplus is available and therefore, they
are the only ministries competent to form a sugar
policy but since this was export subsidy that is why the
subject came into the Ministry of Commerce.
