Sister Ruth built up the National Leprosy
Control Programme in Pakistan. It was due to her
struggle that in 1996 Pakistan was declared by the
World Health Organization to have controlled leprosy.
She was recognized in Pakistan and abroad. She was
awarded Hilal-e-Pakistan and Nishan-e-Quaid-i-Azam
for her works.

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1. Political parties have not taken the

Parliament seriously. Majordecisions are

being taken outside the Parliament either in
the forum of APCs or through consultative
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meetings, hence undermining the roles and
importance of the Parliament.

2. Political questions have been taken to the
courts for resolution.

3. Political Parties in power have not given
importance to the parliamentary decisions. Major
parliamentary decisions pertaining to and dealing with
the foreign affairs, internal security, international
treaties and many other such like significant matters
have never been brought before Parliament.

4. Major loans and special financial
agreements are not even showed to the
Parliamentarians.

5. Cabinet does not respond to the process of
Parliamentary  Oversight being done through
Parliamentary Committees. Recommendations of
committees adopted by the House are not adhered to,
or rather some willfully flouted.

6. The Prime Minister and other Cabinet
Ministers’ presence in the House has always remained
a sore point which has affected the working of
Parliament. Replies to questions are not provided in
time and in fact concerned Ministers give precedence
to all other engagements and commitments while
Parliamentary Business both in the House and
Committees should take precedence.

7. Major policy statements by the Prime
Minister which should have been made on the floor of
the House are either made through press conferences
or address to the nation or in public gatherings.

8. Rulings of the Chair are not adhered to.
Presiding Officers have to, literally, beg and negotiate
for implementation of rulings in order to save them
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from embarrassment due to willful defiance of their
authority being custodian of the House.

9. Parliament itself, at times, has remained
complacent and acceded to the Executive dictates and
judicial infringements.

10. Parliamentary outreach has remained a
neglected area. Little efforts have been made by
Parliament to connect with the people in an effective
manner.

11. The forum of Joint Sitting of Parliament has
been demeaned by not giving an importance.
Parliamentary ~ committee  provided in  the
Parliamentary Joint Sitting Rules,1973, have not been
constituted.

Thank you Mr. Chairman. We have to discuss the
political situation or the aftermath of Panama Papers
and the way forward. The political situation is for all to
see complete chaos, complete lack of governance, law
and order situation worse than it has ever been
before, prices higher than they have ever been before,
the people are suffering, medical facilities and
education are almost non-existent now. Why, because
of the last year or so we have diverted the attention
of governance towards the Panama papers. All well
and good, we rejoiced that at last corruption is going
to be taken care of and that also by the honourable
Supreme Court.

| am sorry to say that the honourable Supreme
Court rather than going against all the culprits in the
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Panama papers, all the culprits who are indulging in
open corruption, they choose to make almost a
victimization of one individual. The decision of the
honourable Supreme Court is accepted and has to be
accepted and has to be honoured, the honourable
Court will always be honoured. It holds the highest
place in our hearts but we heard or we learned or we
read that judges do not speak, their judgments speak.
In this whole process the judges were speaking and
there were very fantastic quotations coming out.
What we expected or the world accepts, what any
civilized society accepts, its quotations from the holy
book, the Holy Quran, from Socrates, from Cicero,
from Confucius, from Ghalib, from Allama Igbal, from
Hobbs, Mill, Shakespeare. What do we do get, we get
some populist novelists, Mario Puzu and we take that
as gospel. And unfortunately that rather than
improving the justice in Pakistan, it has made a very
good or bad decision that history will tell whatever the
decision is, it has to be respected. We all do respect it
even the victimized is accepting it. But history will
decide that what is it. Whether independence of
institutions, the very essence of Constitution
everything is being flayed, everything is going wrong
and we as a nation are accepting it, our institutions
are accepting it and worst of all Parliaments is
accepting it. Law says that the NAB will be
independent, FIA will be independent but what do we
do, we place a judge over the investigation how the
justice is going to be served in that is beyond our
comprehension.

So, this is what has happened and this has
happened because the institutions do not fight for
their rights, the institutions do not know their power,
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they do not know their mandate, they do not exercise
the very essence that they are there for their
existence. Any institution and Parliament and
especially Senate is as strong as the people who
constitute it. We have seen remarkable improvement
of the status and dignity of the Parliament under you
sir with the honourable Leader of the House, with the
Parliamentary Leaders but you were the motivating
force, you were driving force and from a mere
debating club, we have, at least, emerged in eyes of
the people of Pakistan as a upper House with respect
and dignity. We have an long way to go. The power of
the Senate has to be fought for, throughout history
you have to fight for your rights. Nobody in the history
of mankind has given you or given anybody any rights
unless they have been fought for. What will happen,
the weaker you get, the more you are silent, the more
you are quiet, the more of your rights will be usurped
that is the lesson of history.

We have lost interests or we have been moving with
the current, with the flow and what are we getting.
We have the political parties who do not take
Parliament seriously, they do not take their legislators
seriously. The legislators we do not fight for our rights
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in our political parties to be taken seriously. So,
therefore, the power of Parliament and the respect of
the Parliament goes down, then the Government, the
honourable Prime Minister, he is the example for the
Parliamentary democracy, he is the beacon of light for
Parliamentary democracy. If the Prime Minister does
not take the Parliament seriously, how does he expect
his Ministers to take him seriously and his Ministers
do not take Parliament seriously, how do you expect,
the Members take it seriously and if the Members do
not take Parliament seriously, how do you expect the
public or the institutions to take it seriously.

If
we find 62 and 63 not as the Quaid-e-Azam envisaged
Pakistan to be, not in the founding Father’s mind or in
the ideology, Let us remove it. Let’s get together and
make things better and let’s make things more clear.
Then we come to the policy statements.
Parliament is completely bypassed. The policy
statements are neither made by the Government in
the Parliament nor the Opposition. We would rather
stand on a truck and hold a ‘dharna’ than agitating
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Parliament where the people who have elected us
expect us to be. We do not even fulfil the promises we
made to our own people who voted for us, who put
their trust in us. We don’t represent them. We don’t
take up their issues. We would rather take up their
issues by standing on a street corner and giving a
rhetorical speech and that’s the end of the matter
where nothing is done about it. If you want something
done, only Parliament can do it and Parliament can
only do it when it is empowered. Who can empower
it? Only you and you alone and nobody is going to
come and give you power.

The Parliamentary and Senate Committees are
doing excellent job but have you seen the interest?
Hardly anybody attends them. Look at this House, we
are discussing the most important thing in Pakistan
today, the prevailing political situation after the
Panama, we are discussing the way forward and look
at the attendance. This is the interest this is the power
of Parliament because we don’t want it. The members
don’t want power. They are not willing to fight for
their power. They don’t know the power of
Parliament. Nobody knows the Constitution of
Pakistan. Nobody knows the rules, customs, traditions
or usage of Parliament. Nobody knows it. We are just
here as members, we come and we go. At this time,
there should have been overflowing. You look at the
House of Parliament, if there is a national issue, if it is
an important issue, overflowing and members stand.
They stand for 4 to 5 hours in the House of
Parliament. They stand if they don’t have enough
seats and they agitate. We have lost the power of
agitation. We have lost the power of reason.

You are the people of honor, people of dignity and
you have to respect the women but you show
disrespect and openly show disrespect. Not only this,
we abuse women on the media just because they feel
they have been aggrieved. They have a right just as we
have a right, just like a man has a right. So let’s not fall
so low that we go. We are using abusive language
against each other. We are abusing rather than giving
any sensible suggestions. Just abuse and abuse
everything, that is the politics of Pakistan. | feel sorry
for the state. | feel sorry for the leaders who are so
bankrupt of reasons, who are so bankrupt of dignity,
who are so bankrupt of any useful thought that they
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have to resort to abuse just to stay in power. Thank
