Senator Mian Muhammad Ateeq Shaikh: Thank
you very much sir. | will request the House to discuss
implications of recent statements of Afghan President
that Afghanistan will not become part of CPEC unless
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Mr. Chairman: Thank you. | have heard the
honourable Senator on the question of admissibility of
the adjournment motion. As per our own practice and a
number of rulings as well and also as per the practice and
procedure of M.N. Kaul, the subject matter of an
adjournment motion must have direct or indirect relation
to the conduct or default on the part of the Government
and must be in the nature of a criticism of the action of
the Government either for having done some action or
for having omitted to do some action which needs the
House to be adjourned immediately to take up that
guestion.

The subject matter of the instant adjournment
motion pertains to a statement made by the head of
state of another country and it has not direct or indirect
link with the conduct of the Government of Pakistan.
Therefore, | do not find the adjournment motion to be in
order.

guideline, policy or procedure exist with regard to
inspection activities.

What th|s House can do and particularly you sir, as the
Chairman, is to direct the ministry because this is an
obligation towards Parliament and you represent the
House of the Federation of Parliament, eminently
represent that. You can direct the ministry to make the
rules within one month and to present the report as soon
thereafter.

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and that report is here, that is how this question has
arisen and the question that whether that report is to be
submitted like that and sent on to the Committee
without being laid on the table of the House or it is to be
laid on the Table of the House. They have prepared a
report.

As far as the minutes are concerned, the Law
Minister will correct me, if | am wrong but my research
tells me that an Inter-Ministerial Committee has been
formed, | think, he is heading it. It was formed in 2016. It
is still looking at the rules; the rules have not been
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formulated or finalized so far. From the language of the
person who was giving the information, it does not
appear that in the near future they are going to be
formulized.

The other question is of the confidentiality, there
is a ruling of mine in the National Bank of Pakistan case
that no information, even if the law provides, that no
information can be withheld from Parliament. The mode
and manner, in which that information is to be provided,
can be discussed with the authority concerned or the
ministry concerned but the information cannot be
withheld. This came about in the wake of a question in
which the State Bank and the National Bank withheld the
information. Then subsequently, | passed this ruling.
Subsequently, the National Bank placed those files in my
Chamber. We intimated the Members that anyone who
wants that information can come and see it in my
Chamber. The files were there for one week and then the
files went back. So, in the light of all of this, what do you
have to say?

Senator Aitzaz Ahsan, Leader of the Opposition

Senator Aitzaz Ahsan: Sir, you have actually cut the
Gordian knot effectively by your ruling which | should
have been mindful, | was present when you gave that
very important ruling but, of course, when that ruling is
applied to this Section, then the issue of confidentiality is
resolved. The only thing is that how much confidentiality
will Parliament or the Committee itself allow. It may
allow certain like you have implied a procedure of placing
the files in your Chamber and allowing individual
Members to come and see them. There could be
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processes which could be necessary in individual cases
but the matter of confidentiality and of holding back
information from Parliament is obviously resolved in your
ruling.

Nevertheless two issues remain. One is, whether
the consideration will be by the Committee or by the
whole House. If your ruling is that information cannot be
withheld from the whole House, from the Parliament,
then that two also stand resolved. That while the
Committee may discuss it threadbare, there may not be a
discussion on the report in the whole House. The
discussion and consideration may be in-camera in the
Committee but it could be directed to place the report
before all the Members.

In this case, | would suggest that the report that is
placed in the hands of all Members would be in-camera,
would be a confidential communication because the
statute does say so.

Sir, the third issue remains. That issue is the
formulation of rules. If the Parliamentarian remains idle, |
think, you are right, it is not be necessarily, | am not
pointing an accusing finger at the Law Minister but the
bureaucracy will take its time. May be, there will be two
terms of Senators that will expire before somebody
decides to formulate the rules and to submit them but
here, this being a property of the House, potentially the
property of the House, then its report whenever it is to
come. You have an overriding authority and obligation to
have the rules formulated.

Sir, | would repeat my submission to you to direct
the Government in a formal ruling to formulate the rules,
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to settle the rules within one month and to present them
to the House for a final approval.
Mr. Chairman: Thank you. Yes, Law Minister.

Mr. Zahid Hamid, Minister for Law and Justice

Mr. Zahid Hamid (Minister for Law and Justice):
Thank you sir. | have not had the benefit for being given a
prior notice. So, | just read that particular section. | have
also not had the benefit of listening to the honourable
Leader of the Opposition, at least not the first part of his
statement.

Sir, let me just point out one or two things, more
or less, a broad agreement what he has just stated about
this first question, making of rules. | think, Section 51 is
very clear, that is the power to make rules. The Federal
Government may, by notification in the Official Gazette,
make rules for carrying out purposes of this Act. This is
exactly what is happening in this particular case. The
Federal Government has set up an Inter-Ministerial
Committee. Yes, it is under my Chairmanship, yes, we are
engaged in this. There are certain very important issues
involved, jurisdictional issues, which is the reason why it
has been delayed but we are actively engaged. In fact,
the meeting was to be held this week which | had to
postpone for various reasons. Now, | think, it is going to
be held next week.

Just to point out that the Federal Government, as
you know sir, has been interpreted by the Supreme
Court, as meaning the Federal Cabinet and that means
that the law, the rules that will be prepared, will be put
up to the Cabinet, approved and therefore, then the
Federal Government will promulgate them by
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notification in the Official Gazette, as far as rules are
concerned.

Coming back to Section 53, the report to
Parliament; “The agency designated or established in the
Section 29 of the Act, shall submit a yearly report to both
Houses of the Parliament.” No problem, | share. You have
already given a ruling. You say that nothing can be
withheld. So, that is fine. The report should be given to
both Houses of Parliament. But the purpose has also
been mentioned sir, “for consideration by relevant
Committee in-camera.” Sir, the purpose of submission of
that report is given and also in respect of its activities,
without disclosing identity information. Sir, very
important condition has been laid down that while
discussing that in-camera, no disclosure of identity is to
be made. There are very important reasons for that
obviously because the complaints that will be filed etc.
The persons identified etc. etc.

| was just trying to look at the present report to
see if there is anything sensitive.....

Mr. Chairman: No, no, there is nothing in that
report.

Mr. Zahid Hamid: But | would have thought that
has been rightly pointed out by the honourable Leader of
the Opposition. The rules should clearly specify, what
should be in the report and to make sure that this does
not happen where very sensitive information is just
disseminated to all and sundry. That we should make
sure that the rules clearly indicate what type of details
should be mentioned in the report. Let it then go to the
Committee and discussed in-camera and then, in that
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Committee without disclosing the identity information,
which is the important condition laid down, let it be
discussed in-camera in the Committee.

So, | think, that would mean that the report would
be given to the Parliament without withholding any
information bu
