Dr. Fehmida Mirza: (a) Pakistan contingent
comprising 351 athletes and officials participated
in these games. Participation expenses of 140
persons were born by Pakistan Sports Board,
whereas 210 athletes and officials were sponsored
by respective National Sports Federations/Pakistan
Olympic Association. Game-wise breakup is
attached as Annex-A.

(a) whether it is a fact that construction work on

Hazara Motorway’s section from Shah
Magsood Interchange to  Muslimabad,
Havelian Interchange has not been completed
so far, if so, the reasons thereof; and

Mr. Murad Saeed: (a) Yes. Completion date of the
project was December, 2017. Initially the project
envisaged four lane motorway. However, scope was
changed to make it six lane which led to increase in work.
Now the completion date is December, 2018.

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*Question No. 9 Senator Samina Saeed Will the Minister
for Inter Provincial Coordination be pleased to state:
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(a) whether it is a fact that a proposal was
approved by Dr. Nasim Ashraf, Ex. Chairman,
Pakistan Cricket Board, during his tenure for
declaring Abbottabad city as Centre of
Excellence for sports activities especially
Cricket, if so, the details thereof;

(b) whether it is also a fact that Abbottabad
Cricket Stadium has been wused for
conducting national camp for Pakistani
Cricket Team, if so, the number of such
camps conducted there so far; and

(c) whether there is any proposal under
consideration of the Government to
conduct Pakistan Super League and T20
matches in Abbottabad Cricket Stadium,
if not, the reasons thereof?

Dr. Fehmida Mirza: (a) There were preliminary
discussions on having Centre of Excellence at
Abbottabad but it was neither declared nor
materialized.

(b) Abbottabad Cricket Stadium is
occasionally used for conducting cricket training
camps for Pakistan cricket team. Camps were held
in Abbottabad Cricket Stadium in 2006-07 prior to
England tour and in 2013 prior to the ICC
Champions Trophy 2013.

The physical training camps for Pakistan
cricket team players’ are also held at Army School
of Physical Training Kakul, Abbottabad, regularly.

Our women team uses this venue frequently
and in the last 05 years, five (5) camps of women’s
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team have been held at Abbottabad Cricket
Stadium.

However, Abbottabad Cricket Stadium s
regularly used for domestic cricket matches like
First Class, U-16, U-19, District Level and Club
Level- matches.

(c) Currently there are no plans to hold PSL
matches in Abbottabad. The venue has not hosted
any international match in past and is not an ICC
accredited venue.

For ICC to accredit a venue, an ICC
inspection team conducts visit and amongst other
things, also assess quality of hotels (mostly 5 star
hotels), in the vicinity of the stadium. Abbottabad,
does not have any international standard hotel at
the moment.

Dr. Fehmida Mirza: (a) There are four (04) parallel
National Sports Federation namely Pakistan Badminton,
Chess, Table Tennis and Wushu Federations which are
not affiliated with Pakistan Sports Board. The Federation
affiliated with PSB on the above nomenclature are as
under:—

illegal.

(c) Pakistan Sports Board only sent players and
officials of affiliated national Sports Federation abroad
for participation in international Sports events. Pakistan
Sports Board does not entertain any proposal of the
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parallel Sports Federations for grant of NOC for
participation of their athletes/ players in any
international competition at home and aboard.

Minister for Overseas Pakistanis and Human
Resource Development: At present, there is no
formal Policy for Overseas Employment of
Pakistanis. However, this Ministry is in process of
formulation of “National Emigration and Welfare
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Policy for overseas Pakistanis.” The scope of the
policy is as under:

i. Promotion of Overseas Employment;

ii. Welfare of Overseas Pakistanis and their

families; and

iii. Reintegration of return migrants to Pakistan.

The initial draft of the policy has been
prepared. After its finalization and approval, the
same will be implemented.

The project is located in KPK & Balochistan
provinces This is a 50Km 04 lane Motorway
starts from Yarak on N-55 (Indus Highway)
and ends at Sagu. Beyond Sagu up to Zhob
Dualization of existing N-50 including
Darazinda & Zhob bypass. Proposed Right of

*Question No. 30 Senator Syed Muhammad Ali Shah
Jamot: Will the Minister for National Health Services,
Regulations and Coordination be pleased to state:

(a) the number of cases registered against the
manufacturers of spurious drug during in the
country the last two years;

(b) the quantity of spurious drugs confiscated
during the said period; and
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(c) the action taken by the Government against
the companies manufacturing spurious drugs
in the country during that period?

Mr. Aamer Mehmood Kiani: (a) The drug testing
laboratories across Pakistan tested / analyzed
61,266 samples in year 2017, out of these samples
83 (0.13%) were declared as spurious. While in
2018 (January-June) 26,521 samples were
tested/analyzed by drug testing laboratories. Out
of these samples 20 (0.08%) were declared as
spurious.

(b) DRAP has always been vigilant for the
eradication of spurious and unregistered drugs
from the country. In 2017, 190 FIRs were |lodged
and 2495 cases were launched in Drug Courts
against the violators by DRAP and the Provincial
Governments. Similarly, in 2018, 312 FIRs and
1560 cases in Drug Courts were lodged against the
violators. DRAP approached Supreme Court of
Pakistan through HRC 5845-G/2018 on non-
cooperation of investigating partners. The
observation passed on said HRC hearing dated 06-
03-2018, resulted in action against spurious and
unregistered drugs of M/s Everest
Pharmaceuticals, Islamabad. The manufacturer
was involved in manufacturing and sale of 73 of
unregistered and spurious drugs. About 111 FIRS
and cases have been registered against the said
company. Meanwhile the said manufacturer
approached High Courts and Drug Courts for relief
and recently Supreme Court of Pakistan has
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decided the unregistered status of tablet Everlong
in the favour of DRAP. The Everlong tablet has
never been registered by DRAP and this stance of
DRAP has been allowed by the Apex Court. In the
raid dated 06-03-2018 the premises of the said
company was sealed and one person (Ch.
Muhammad Usman, CEO of M/s Everest
Pharmaceuticals) was arrested. The case is under
trail in the Court of Chairman Drug Court,
Islamabad. Subsequently, a National Task Force
was constituted in collaboration with Provincial Health
Departments to eradicate the menace of spurious and
unregistered drugs. During this campaign 4,568
inspections were conducted, 1,758 violations of DRAP
Act 2012 were observed and 1,282 Regulatory actions
(Sealing of premises, seizure of stock etc.) were taken.
Two quarterly reports have been submitted to the Apex
court on its directions and the campaign is on-going.

(c) Central Licensing Board at DRAP /
Federal level and Provincial quality control boards
at each province level take action against the
companies manufacturing spurious drugs in the
country. The detail of actions taken by
inspectorate of drugs across Pakistan is as under;
