What is
important here is, | am reading now from the notification
itself;

Baltistan Council on the 21* March, 2012

and authenticated by the Chairman, Gilgit

Baltistan Council, Prime Minister of Pakistan,

is hereby published  for  general

information.”

The point | am making here is that it has been
passed by the Gilgit Baltistan Council, it is not being
simply imposed by the Government of Pakistan and it is
called the Gilgit Baltistan Council Income Tax Adaptation
Act, 2012 and again the important point is that the
adaptation section says that it will be enforced in Gilgit
Baltistan subject to the following modifications namely;-

The expressions, Pakistan Federal Government and
Federal Board of Revenue shall respectively be construed
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to be reference to Gilgit Baltistan, the Gilgit Baltistan
Council and the Board of Revenue. So, it is being now
imposed and collected by the Board of Revenue and the
important point again is, let me read it, in the 2™
Schedule, in Part lll, after Clause 14, the following new
Clause shall be added, namely;

“The tax payable under Part | of the First Schedule
by an individual domicile in Gilgit Baltistan and deriving
income from sources within Gilgit Baltistan shall be
reduced by 50%. So, they have also reduced the tax
payable by an individual domicile in Gilgit Baltistan and
deriving income from sources within Gilgit Baltistan by
50%. Then finally, if any difficulty arises the Gilgit
Baltistan Council Board of Revenue may from time to
time make such orders not in consistence as may appear
to necessary.
