Committee Members that the Umvers1ty is experiencing severe financial constraints, 1ead1ng to delays

1n dlsbursmg pensions and faculty/staff salanes for several months. Frequent protests have disrupted

operations and exacerbated grievances among stakeholders. He further, stated that funds from. other .

accounis cannot be reallocated for pensions. Moreover a retn'ed professor informed the Comrmttee that_ U

the university has over approx. PKR 500 million dep031ted in commerc1a1 Bank accounts to earn interest,

which the Vice Chancellor agreed

Moreover, the Chairman of the Higher Education Commission (HEC) mentioned that while

an administrative allowante exists, persistent issues such as law and order disruptions and ongoing -

* excuses about lack of resources hinder progress. Uncollected funds allocated for colléges continue to -

grow, and the university’s failure to provide accurate data exacerbaies internal and governance-related

problems. The Chairperson Commmittee commented that across the country, similar ohallenges persist at.
un1vers1t1es with provinces not takmg respon51b111ty, and salaries of employees remammg unpaid for
several months. An audit pohcy, including both external and internal audits, is urgently needed.”

Additionally, interim Vice Chancellors should either have time-bound tenures or this practice should be |

reconsidered, as acting positions oftén cause significant challenges. The Minister for Federal EdUeati_o'ﬁ

" and Professional Training suggested that the Federal (jmbudsman, the Vice Cllarreellor, and the HEC

collaborate to resolve the matter, a suggestion which was endorsed by Chairperson,Committee Senator

Bushra Anjum Butt. The.Chairperson Committee directed that pensions and remaining dues be disbursed

immediately from these funds which HEC has committed to pay and a compliance report be submitted

before the next meeting. Thus, the matter was disposed-off.
