Following a detailed deliberation, the Chairperson of the Committee, Senator

Bushra Anjum Butt, proposed a structured approach through formal correspondenee ensuring that

the Committee’s directive is reinforced. She ﬁ.lrther stressed the importance of establishing a time- N

bound framework and specifying a clear date for student union elections Consequently, the matter

was deemed disposed of.
