Mr. Muhammad Balighr-Rehman (a) The Ministry has
taken a number of steps through its Departments to address the
issue of filling the gaps between employment and skill
development targets, enumerated as under:

I NAVTTC:

Following steps have been taken by the Government on the
platform of MAVTTG=-

i. National Vocational and Technical Training
Commission (NAVTTC) is a platform where future
prospects of employees and employers are identified,
discussed angolices are framed to bridge up the gap
in the employment and skill development targets.

ii. NAVTTC has established National Skills Information
System (NSIS) to ensure provisions of reliable and
timely information on demand and supply of skills. So
far, following data has been compiled and made
available online.

MoU with Pakistan Overseas Employment Promoters
will be signed shortly to ensure overseas employment
of killed workforce of Pakistan. Furthermore several
job fairs are being organized with the provincial head
offices in collaboration of Pakistan Overseas
Employment Promoters, Intel, BrightSpyre, Chambers
etc.

Il National Training Bureau (NFBNTB is empowered to
finance selemployment.  Skill Development Councils (SDCs)
have taken the initiatives. Skill Development Council (SDC)
Peshawar has launchéithnzeem Lissaail E Wal Mahrospecia
training programme. 1300 orphan/disposed girls/boys have been
trained in the trades of Tailoring & Garments Making, Plumber,
Electrician, Welder, Refrigeration & Air Conditioning and Motor
driving. Out of these, 240 are males and 1060 females. This
progamme is offered free of cost and besides certification,
stipend @ Rs.1000/per month, sewing machine (in case of
Tailoring & Garments Making) and tool kit to each Plumber, RAC
and Welder trainees have been provided.

Steps taken by the Government on the platform of NTB are

as under;

a. The Government has appointed employers who are
nominees of Federation of Chamber of Commerce &
|l ndustry (FCCIl) , Empl oyer s’ Feder
(EFP) and Chambers of Commerce & Industry (CCI) as
Chaimen Skill Development Councils (SDCs) hence
they prefer to employ the trainees of SDCs.

b. The Government has signed MOUs with Saudi Based
Company (M/s. Ali Hazza & Co) & UK based Company
(M/s. MAKCO) and entag into MOU with Turkey and
Japan (JITCO). M/s. Ali Hazza & Cocdramittedto
employ 20,000 trainees in Kingdom of Saudi Arabia
and GCC Countries in 2015. M/s. MAKCO will send
1200 skilled workers for employment abroad per year
after commissioning therpject.
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c. National Training Bureau has been declared as focal
point for technical & vocational training in Turkey an
sister organization with JITCO Japan to enhance the
cooperation in vocational training.

(b) Numerous employment opportunities have been
ensured by the present Government through the departments of
this Ministry for skilled youth in local and international markets
with following steps:

NAVTTC:

Initiatives taken by the NAVTTC for émgment generation
and skill development are as under;

I. Development of National Vocational Qualification
Framework (NVQF) for greater acceptability and
mobility of skilled youth workforce in both local and
international markets.

ii. Internationally acceptable accreditation system for
continuous quality assurance and
recognition/absorption of Pakistani skilled youth in
local and international markets.

iii. Reforming apprenticeships for greater employment
and training opportunities including informal sector.

Expand the pool of the literate skilled labor.

Free education including technical & vocational
streams.

Emphasis on diversifiton so as to transform the
system from suppipriented to demanetriven.

Promote excellent hanesn skills

Introduction of skill development / technical (know
how) courses to avoid unemployment of school drop
outs.

Introduction of speal courses for skill development
to cater to the demands of specific sectors.

Expansion of technical & vocational education and
subsidize techrlogy, education & training.

Focus on rural areas, strengthen rural trades and
vocations.
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National Training Bureau (NTBhe present Government
has a preactive stance for placement including employment
abroad. The present Government has mobilized world fame
employers and M/s Ali Hazza & Company has committed to
provide employment t@0,000 during 2015.

Similarly M/s MAKCO did not provide employment to any
skilled worker in countries abroad during the period of past
Government.

(c) All the schemes that are being executed by NAVTTC
through PSDP funded projects or by the Prime Minister Youth Skill
Development Program (PMYSDP) which aims to set the target at
far flung/remote areas ofthe country. Funds allocated and
selection of trainees for the PSDP projects are made in the
following pattern—

Under the PMYSER14, 21934 youth were trained in
different demand driven skills. Right now 3052 trainees will get
skills in next six months. CDWP in its meeting held on April 1st
2015 has approved palt of PMYSDP for tramg of 25000 youth
of nation during the next financial year.

TVET sector issues:

Issues contain low productivity, low skills, low enrolments,
teacher shortage and quality of vocationalirirag programmes
etc. which continue to constrain the development of a large,
technically competent workforce in the country. It is generally felt
that the existing TVET system has not been able to cater the
challenges posed by the new working environmemd is unable
to meet the fast changing training requirements of our trade and
industry. This has resulted in skills shortages and skill gaps.

To address these issues, first ever National TVET Policy has
already been prepared and launched on 4th Mardl52 The
Policy was prepared with technical and financial support of GIZ. All
stakeholders were consulted while drafting the Policy document.

Following initiative in the form of new projects have been
taken by the NTB;

National Training Bureau (NTB):-

i. Aghaze-Hagooge-Balochistan

A project for training of 5750 youth of Balochistan in 23
trades in the Institutes of Balochistan and other parts of the
country has been approved.

ii. Healh & Safety Project for Mine Workers

Health & Safety training will be imparted to Mine Workers
— (37,000 of Balochistan, 33,000 of KPK, 10,000 of FATA) to
reduce the accident ratio at MINES.
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lii. Training of Trainers (ToT)

NTB has planned to train 150€iners in next 5 years in
order to give the priority to Gilgit, Baltistan, Balochistan and tribal
areas of KPK. 100% nominees will be accommodated in skill
upgrading courses of National Staff Training Institute (NSTI). Need
based exclusive courses fortmstors of these areas will also be
managed.

iv. Fortification of National Training Bureau.

Under this scheme 25000 Male/Female (youth) will be
trained in different trades. Priority will be given to REMOTE AREAS
including, Gilgit, Balti , AJK, Ba@pcpista}nhqnd LrLbaII:\;treas of KPK.

Mr. Chairman: MinisteGahib | have query, yo said
that they are on contract and that their contract is expiring or
has expired of some of them and that they will continue to be
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in office till their successors enter the office. So would that
mean that you would be giving them an indefinite contaact
would it mean that you are giving them a fresh contract for
three months or something like that?

It was
undertaken in a phased manner and startimpfrJanuary 12,
2015 and completed on April 12, it was under the direction of
Ministry of Interior that the whole procedure was to be
completed in a 91 days timeframe. To execute the said-time
bound exercise in a befitting manner, the SOP or guidelines
were prepared in consultation with all the stakeholders, all
the mobile operators, the law enforcement agencies and the
Ministry of I.T. was also in the process of consultation. This
Standard Operating Procedure tasked in the beginriifg
million SIMs.

Honourable Chairman, the data and the parameter for
BVS verification as it was commonly known based two sets of
SIMs in the first phase. The first phase was to target the gray
list and the gray list comprised of CNICs having more than
two SIMs per CNIC foperator. This data was 103 million
users.

There was another exercise that started ori" aff
February onwards which was the white list and this
comprised of those users whose CNICs had one or two SIMs
per CNIC for operator. Mr. Chairman, this exercise was
reviewed several times during its execution, in the process
77000 biometric verification machines were installed across
the country. Theperators stopped issuing new SIMs at retail
level and the agenda behind the completion of this exercise
as starts undr the National Action Plan was to work in such a
manner that every SIM used in the country had the correct
antecedent behind it. | must say that the Pakistani nation
deserved to be congratulated on completing this exercise in
such a manner where we avodl@any kind of severe action
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that was possible. There were long queues yes, but there
were queues and | must say that a nation completed that
exercise with tolerance and with patience. It was National

Action Plan, it was named R

The PTAnitiated a completemedia campaign you
have witnessed too. SMS were sent to target subscribers,
print media campaign ran through the entire period, there
were radio spotscreated awarenesabout SIM verification.
There were TV commercials and the digiteddia on the
internet was also used to create the awareness among the
masses. This entire process as it reaches at completion almost
completion today has given us the following figures.

From the base of 103 million subscribers, the BVS
verified subscribersstand at 70 million. The blocked
subscriber category is 22 million but as we approached the
deadline on 1% of April, in the last 4 days alone 1.3 million
subscribers came for the «eerification and it is not that the
SIMs are going to be shutdown iniaékly. Any user who
wishes to comeback and have its biometric verification done
has the opportunity to do so at the retail outlets of the
operators. So, any such enunciation or impression that has
been generated that the SIMs are blocked indefinitely is
wrongly construed.

Mr. Chairman, there is a spillover of 11 million of those
users who have one CNIC and one or two SIMs per CNIC for
operator. This process is also now being initiated to be
completed in a shortest possible deadline. Mr. Chairman,
Pakista stands to be the first and probably the only country
as | am informed by PTA who has got such comprehensive
antecedence of the users in its data base as of todaylahhe
enforcementagencies have been asking for a very long time,
it is a long standingesinand of theaw enforcementagencies
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that in this day and in the age of terrorism and extremism
SIM antecedent was an important criterion for them to be
able to find out and reach the terrorists. | must say that the
honourable Senator if she so desiresalingattention to the
Ministry of Interior, so that they could bring forth to the
attention of the Senate that why this exercise was so
important? Now it has been completed, there should be a
sentiment of gratitude rather than an annoyance, those who
were left over will have an opportunity to get themselves
verified.

Mr. Chairman, the data that the honourable Senator is
referring to about the blocked SIMs and saying that under
what law have they been so blocked? This is the National
Action Plan whichds mandated us to hold this exercise and
block SIMs, honourable Chairman, | would just like to
highlight there were hundreds of thousand of such SIMs that
were not used by the subscribers, there are two categories
one is active and one is dormant SIM. @bemant category
was 66 million users, who were dormant, who were not using
the SIMs and there were some of the SIMs, | would say
hundreds of thousand of them which were being used to do
grey traffic in the country. This blockade exercise has also
helpedto increase the white traffic in the country.

So, Mr. Chairman, there has no violation been
highlighted on the floor of the House. This is a National Action
Plan and | would be grateful to the Senator if the honourable
Senator may wish to have any resd¢ima that she may have
raised to the Ministry of Interior as to the part of her
guestion. Thank you very much.

positivity that has ensued since the Government of Pakistan
has now implemented the following decisions to facilitate

Afghan Transit Trade:

1. We have allowed system based partial shipment of
Afghan transit goods stead of manual process.

2. We have reduced the percentage of scanning of
Afghan transit cargo from 100% to only 20%. This in
trucks means that 90% of Afghan transit cargo will
start to clear Karachi between 24 to 48 hours. It is
tremendous improvement fronthe time periods
we have seen earlier.

3. We have also now allowed Afghan trucks to carry
goods upto Wadaborderand on their way back to
carry Pakistani goods for exports to Afghanistan.

4. We have also persuaded Pakistan Railways and |
am grateful to my distguished colleague the
Minister for Railways Khawaja Saad Rafique that
Pakistan Railways has now agreed to carry 400
containers of Afghan transit cargo to Torkham and
Chaman per week beginning July of this year.

Mr. Chairman, these four steps remove d&<santial
percentage in our view thre®urths of the issues that have
played Afghan transit trade and have been a long standing
demand of Afghan transit traders and businessmen to do so.
Il n this spirit, as | have sai
prosperity through economic integration, we have offered
our neighbours and brethren that this facility which we hope
will improve not only the quantum of transit trade but also
start facilitating our exports to Afghanistan.

Mr. Chairman, | also raisedrity meetings with Afghan
officials particularly with the Afghanistan President H.E.
Ashraf Ghani that there are issues that Pakistan also ,faced
transit of its goods to Central Asia and | asked that the
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Government of Afghanistan remove financial guarantaes
Pakistani goods in transit to Central Asia which are currently
being charged at 110% of customs duty. | also brought to his
attention the need for removal of tonnage fee of currently
approximately US$ 100 per 25 tons on goods which are on
transit to Cetral Asia.

| also highlighted the delay in signing a bilateral treaty
to avoid double taxation because we believe that this treaty
will facilitate investment in both countries. We also brought
to his attention the issue of very small number and delay in
Issuance of Afghan multiple entry visas for Pakistani
businessmen and skilled workers.

Finally, | brought to his attention that Pakistan has
transmitted a short while ago the text of a preferential trade
agreement between Pakistan and Afghanistan which will
provide enhanced market access to both countries and
principal purpose of the preferential trade agreement is that
of harmonizing and reducing our duties. We will start
seriously addressing the issue of smuggling.
