Sometimes forced load shedding is carried out by
RCC in urban/Rural areas which becomes inevitalde d
to increased gap between supply and demand to save
the system from total collapse. Forced load shedding is
always over and above the scheduled load shedding
which increases the number of interruptions from 8 to 10
approximately 11KV Sagri feeder is emaéing from 132
KV GSS Old Rawat.
