Change.

Mr. Presiding Officer: Senator Sherry Rehman
move your calling attention notice.

Calling Attention Notice moved by Senator Sherry
Rehman regarding WHO report about Pakistan’s
ranking in air pollution

Senator Sherry Rehman: | draw attention to
Minister for Climate Change towards the report of the
World Health Organization (WHO) according to which
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Pakistan is ranked as the 4™ worst country affected by air
pollution.

Mr. Chairman, this is a new report and it has
changed Pakistan’s ranking to 4™ worst country.
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Mr. Chairman! 60% of our issues now are related

to climate change and your Ministry has said that they
don’t need more money, they don’t need more action.
We are seeing that in the shape of natural hazards Mr.
Chairman, 6% of our GDP is affected by climate change
that is a huge amount. We are losing ground water and

we are losing people because of climate stress and
extreme weather

So, the Pakistan internationally is a victim of
climate injustice, we are unable internationally to
negotiate better carbon terms for ourselves, we did not
do it again at Paris, we lost out.
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Mr. Presiding Officer: Thank you very much
Senator Sherry Rehman. The honourable Minister, the
learned Minister for Law, it is global matter after
terrorism, | think, this is most important global issue. So,
if you could kindly emphasize on the vision and steps
being taken to meet this great challenge to humanity.
Thank you.

Mr. Zahid Hamid: Let me begin by saying, | am not
a little but greatly surprised...

Mr. Presiding Officer: Sorry, you are also the
Minister for Climate Change, the honourable Minister for

Law and Climate Change.
Mr. Zahid Hamid, Minister for Climate Change

Mr. Zahid Hamid. Sir, speaking as Minister for
Climate Change, let me say that | am not a little, but
greatly surprised that the vehemence and unfortunately
totally unfounded allegations against the Climate Change
Ministry.

Let me begin also by first stating a few facts. It is
correct that now we are ranked 7" amongst the
countries of the world considered most vulnerable to
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climate change. This is the ranking from the German
NGO, “German Watch”. It is based on data from the last
twenty years and keeping in view the extreme floods and
of course other natural phenomena to some extent, but
climate related extreme events that have taken place
over the last twenty years. | am including in this the
glacier melt in the North and also of course the
desertification, the draughts that are taking place, the
extreme floods that have happened, especially take the
great floods of 2010 and also 2011, also sea water
infusion in the South. So all these events are indeed
affecting our food, water and energy security. We are
indeed going up the wrong list, because two years ago,
we were 10" on the list, last year we were 8™ and this
year we are the 7" 1 will come to the WHO report; in fact
| will take it up now, because this is the draft report of
May 2017. It was discussed in a meeting held in Oman
last month. Director General of the Environmental
Protection Agency attended and yes there is a table
which shows that a large number of deaths 59000 so and
so took place and we are ranked four as far as the air
pollution is concerned in the Eastern Mediterranean
Region countries.

Now, this data is questionable, because it was
raised there in this meeting, there seems to be no basis
for the data because regionally the estimates for air
pollution that were coming from a scheme that had been
introduced by the Japanese help, environmental
monitoring system, which has set up seven air pollution
monitoring centres, funded by JICA, including one in
Islamabad and two mobile stations in the other
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Provinces. They were set up in 2007 and they were
dysfunctional by 2011 and it was not, in fact, till | became
Climate Change Minister last year, | ordered that these
should be put back or at least one in Islamabad, which is
directly under the Federal Government, should be made
functional. After ordering the spare parts from the
concerned Japanese firm and getting special grant etc. it
will now be made functional in July. So there is no
accurate data since 2011 which would have lead the
WHO to conclude that so many deaths are taking place
due to air pollution or that the air pollution levels in this
refers particularly to particulate matter that they are of a
degrees that are ranking as four. This was questioned in
that meeting last month in Oman and the WHO said that
they had obtained this from WHO local office, but
anyway the matter is under correspondence with them.
We want to know what is the basis for this data. | am not
denying that, yes, there is considerable amount of air
pollution, | will come to that separately sir at the end.

Let me first mention the climate change factor,
because that seems to be one of the major points of
attack of the honourable lady Senator. The climate
change, as | explained, we are extremely concerned. |
was surprised because more work has taken place, more
developments and initiatives have been taken by the
Government during the last one year than in the last six
years since the Ministry of Climate Change was first
established after the 18™ Amendment. | will proceed to
now explain exactly what has happened? The previous
Government introduced a National Climate Change
Policy, this Government then has introduced a
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framework for implementation of that policy. That
framework clearly indicates the priority actions, the short
term, the medium term and the long term actions and
specifically indicate which Ministry or which agency is to
do what. So that is a much more focused policy now and
it is that which is under implementation.

The honourable Senator keeps saying that the
Climate Change Ministry, is that possible that we would
not accept additional money if it was forthcoming. They
wanted particular projects, those particular projects
were put forward and they were funded. Let me just
point out that money for climate change is not in the
particular budget for the Climate Change Division. Each
and every project related to climate change in various
sectors of the economy are funded, in fact there is now
special mechanism which was mentioned by the Finance
Minister in his budget speech, which is monitoring that
how much money is being spent in various sectors on
climate change and that percentage is very respectable.
It is acknowledged to be respectable by the donor
agencies. | think, | don’t want to misquote but it is in the
region of 7%. That is a very respectable figure
internationally. You should not please focus on the four
projects mentioned in the climate change chapter in the
PSDP and say there is hardly any money there, because
you have to, in fact, look at and if the honourable
Senator would so wish, | can make available to her that
list of all the projects in the other sectors of the economy
which was related to climate change and for which the
climate change policy is being implemented.
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Sir, after that you say that we did nothing in the
Paris agreement (Paris Conference Cop 21), the Prime
Minister himself went, in fact he is the only one Head of
State, who was there in the original signing of the United
Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change, that
was in Reo and now in Paris when the Convention is
being implemented. So, | was saying that post Cop 21, we
have ratified the Paris agreement, we have submitted to
the UNFCCC Secretariat, intended nationally determined
contributions. It is correct that prior to Cop 21, we
submitted a one page INDC, because of the fact that we
simply did not have the requisite data that was required
to submit an accurate picture of what is going to be a
greenhouse gas emissions by 2020, which they wanted
and that was because the projects relating to the CPEC
had not yet been finalized. We did know exactly what is
going to be our peak and when and how soon and how
much we will be able to bring down those greenhouse
gas emissions. So, what did we do, immediately after
Paris Cop 21, we set up an expert study, comprising the
best known experts from all over Pakistan, we gave them
assignment, they prepared a very good comprehensive
report and that indicated first that what is our present
level, which is a 405 metric tons equivalent of CO2 and
the greenhouse gas emissions, what is going to be our
peak which is going to be 1203 by 2020. How much we
can bring it down and we offer to bring it down by 20%. If
we can get 40 billion dollars” worth of aid. We also
indicated, mitigation is 40 billion dollars bill and the
requirement for adaptation is about 10 to 15 billion
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dollars a year. So that is a very comprehensive INDC
which was submitted to the Secretariat before Cop 22.

What did we do after that, sir we are amongst the
only handful of countries in this world who have passed
and | am very obliged of both Houses of Parliament for
passing it unanimously the Pakistan Climate Change Act.
We have set up a Pakistan Climate Change Council, which
would be Chaired by the Prime Minister, it will be
comprised of all the Chief Ministers and the heads of the
concerned region. We are setting up a Pakistan Climate
Change Authority, which will be preparing projects,
which will have a mitigation project, adaptation project,
which will be submitting for financing, considerable
amount of financing, which will be made available under
the Paris agreement, which is set to be in the region of
100 billion dollars a year. It will also be supervising then
the sustainable development goals, the implementation
and monitoring of implementation of the sustainable
development goals again, the National Assembly of
Pakistan passed resolution in February 2016, making
those  sustainable  development goals  Pakistan
Development Goals. So we can proudly say that the 2030
agenda is now our own national agenda. As | said
Pakistan Climate Change Act, a handful of countries in
the world with a dedicated Act specifically passed to
tackle the climate change.

Sir, for the first time in history, the Council of
Common Interests has passed a National Forest Policy.
Forestry is a provincial subject and yet because of the
directions of Prime Minister Nawaz Sharif, we prepared
not only a National Forest Policy but a Green Pakistan
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Programme. In that, as | mentioned in this House, | am
very happy, Senator Taj Haider at that time also took
note of this, the offer was from the Federal Government,
whatever the Provinces allocate, we will match it. Even
though it is a provincial subject and always has been a
provincial subject but we offered that and | am very
happy to say, all the four Provinces came on board.
Under that Green Pakistan Programme, we have
prepared an omnibus PC-1 and that is now being
implemented. All the money that has been allocated by
each Province has been matched by an equivalent grant
from the Federal Government, again for the first time in
history that the Federal Government’s funds are going
for a provincial subject to the provinces. Everything is
being implemented by the Provinces themselves.

Sir, we have also prepared a Pakistan National
Biodiversity Strategy and Action Plan. We have some of
the best biodiversity species in the world which have
worldwide significance. We are in the process of
finalizing now a Marine Protected Areas Programme on
Astola Island in Balochistan is going to be, In Sha-Allah,
very first marine protected area which will be announced
shortly and we will proceed on those lines also. So, these
initiatives that we have been taking are all in this past
one year. That is why | said right in the beginning, | am so
surprised to allege now that no action has been taken by
the Climate Change Ministry and we are doing absolutely
nothing on this issue; | am sorry, is completely
unfounded. In fact, | would have expected some sort of
appreciation or if not appreciation, at least no criticism.
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Sir, with your permission, let me now come down
to the question of pollution. | happen to be, by sheer co-
incidence | may add, also the Principal Draftsperson of
the Pakistan Environmental Protection Act way back in
1997. At that time, when we drafted this, it underwent a
comprehensive consultative process with all sectors of
society that included of course, it was designed for
pollution. Unlike the Pakistan Climate Change Act that
was directed specifically to protection of the
environment and that included, of course, air pollution,
water pollution etc. Under that Act, National
Environmental Quality Standards have been laid down.
Those are standards laid down also for a particular
matter i.e. air pollution. These are the standards which
have to be observed by everybody. These also include
the standards for vehicular pollution and also for
industrial pollution.

Every time, there is a project which is sponsored
by law, any project that has an adverse environmental
effect, it is required to submit an Environmental Impact
Assessment Statement which is examined. As you know
before the 18" Amendment, Environment was a
concurrent subject whereas now, it is purely a provincial
subject. Therefore, all these projects and the EIAS are
examined by the Provincial Environment Agencies. They
then ensure that the level of pollution from a particular
project is in accordance with the National Environmental
Quality Standards and dimensions. So, that is the legal
framework under which all this is happening.

Now, it is correct that there are very high levels of
pollutions. Perhaps, not as high as are mentioned in this
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draft report which has been referred to by the
honourable Senator but yes, there are high levels of
pollution especially in the cities. We are taking a number
of steps to improve that. One is of course, to determine
what is the level of pollution and for that you need the
monitoring stations which are in working order. They
were not in working order, In Sha-Allah, | am told that
the Provinces have also taken steps following ours to put
their monitoring stations in order. Ours in Islamabad will
be in working order by July.

Meanwhile, we already introduced unleaded
gasoline. The idea is to stop vehicular pollution. We are
taking steps for desulphurization of Diesel fuel. It has not
yet been completed. Not all the refineries have come on
board. They have to be Euro-Il compliant whereas, not all
of them have yet done that. We have also sent strict
instructions to all the EPAs to cooperate in ensuring that
the NEQS are observed for all projects. We had
introduced previously a Pakistan Clean Air Programme
for reducing air pollution. This includes exclusion of Two
Stroke and Diesel-run vehicles from urban centers,
promotion of alternate fuels, urban tree plantation etc.
Then as you know, this Government has initiated the
Rapid Mass Transit System in the major cities which you
have seen in Lahore, as well as in Rawalpindi/Islamabad. |
am happy to say that Karachi is also now following suit,
also Peshawar is following suit but this is another way of
ensuring that vehicular air pollution can be reduced as
quickly as possible. | can go on and on; | think | have
already taken perhaps more time than | should have.
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Mr. Presiding Officer: Usually, these are 15
minutes but you have taken about 20 minutes. You can
wind up now.

Mr. Zahid Hamid: | think the point has been made.
First, there is no question of the Climate Change Ministry
not being cognizant of the extreme importance of this
issue. As | said, during the past one year, we have taken
historical steps which include the Pakistan Climate
Change Act, which includes the National Forest Policy,
which also includes the Green Pakistan Programme. So
far as air pollution is concerned, the control of pollution
is basically a provincial subject. The honourable Senator
referred to the Steel Mills in Islamabad. Last time, she did
so. Immediate orders were passed and | mentioned that
day, the Steel Mills were closed down. They were not
allowed to open until they had installed the requisite
equipment to ensure that the air pollution levels are
within the NEQS. | will again check to ensure that that is
indeed the case but what we are aiming for, of course, is
a cleaner air, blue skies and healthier future for our
coming generations. Thank you, sir.

Mr. Presiding Officer: Thank you. Now, there can’t
be any discussion on this. The calling attention notice
stands disposed.

Senator Sherry Rehman: It is completely irrelevant.
He took it back but twice, he said “lady” Senator. Does it
make a reference whether | am “lady” Senator or should
| be calling you a gentleman Minister?

Mr. Presiding Officer: Not at all, | have already
mentioned that and it has been clarified.
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Senator Sherry Rehman: No, but there must be a
recognition of this that this can’t be part of the discourse.

Mr. Presiding Officer: All Senators are treated as
Senators; there is no gender discrimination.

Mr. Zahid Hamid: When the honourable Senator
objected to being called “lady”, | immediately stopped
calling her “lady”.

Mr. Presiding Officer: Yes, you did. OK. We now
move on to Order No.2. It is deferred as there is some
confusion in the report proposed to be adopted. It will be
taken up after examining the matter fully.

Mr. Zahid Hamid: Sir, | would just explain that
confusion because | think it will help. In the meanwhile, if
you are deferring it, the requisite correction may be
made. If you would look at that report, it refers to
Section 32 of the Customs Act and it says that there is a
three vyears’ time limit. Unfortunately, the FBR has
informed me that the brief provided to the august
Committee mentioned three years as typographical error.
In fact in 2011 the limit was changed to five years, so it
should have been five years. As the result of that error,
you will notice the recommendation has come which was
corrected if that had been three years that you cannot
recover anything over the three years period but in fact
the sub-section 3 (a) of Section 32 was changed in 2011,
the provision reads five years. Therefore, this error has
taken place for which we apologize and in the
meanwhile, this may please be corrected.

Mr. Presiding Officer: We skip over Order No. 7
that has been sent to the Committee. We move on to
Order No. 8. Order No. 8 stands in the name of Chaudhry
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Nisar Ali Khan, Minister for Interior and Narcotics
