Bangladesh, over a couple of decades the over usage of antibiotics,
especially, self-medication and availability of antibiotics in various medical
stores, what it has done is that it has created a resistance to the
effectiveness of those antibiotics. Therefore, a need was felt to do
something on the national level. Internationally the need was felt for this,
under WHO in 2015 national emergency plan was devised. Pakistan took it
very seriously in 2017, we gave a National Action Plan for this. Because of
the performance of the Health Ministry or the seriousness of Government of
Pakistan, it was recognized and there is funding from UK. They made
Pakistan a part of that, they gave us around 2.8 million Euros for this
National Action Plan. There are various awareness campaigns for this. We
are trying our best to educate people and also advise and educate the
doctors, as in the developed countries, there is a tendency not to give high
dosage of antibiotics to small kids. In the countries like Pakistan, they give
500 mg of antibiotics to some specific kids. So, there are awareness
campaigns and there are educational campaigns, seminars are going on. We
are trying to work on this as how to back this resistance level but this is
something which is prevailing in the developing countries like Pakistan,
India, Bangladesh and Sri Lanka.
