There has begn |36.4pc increase in overall compliance made by SMCs during the period under
review as compared o 2022 the compliance rate during the first half of 2023 was recorded as
61.9p as compared to 2022 when it was 26 2pe. Moreover, the data indicaies tiat the compliance
by Twitter has increased by 392.4pe, Facebook by 139.2pc and YouTube and Instagram by
T2.7pe, in connection with blocking of content based on hate speech, radicalism, sectarianism
and terrorism.

A total number of 4892 Intellipence Based Operstions (1B0s) were conducted against the
elements associated with terronst/separatist organizations by provincial Counter Terrorism
Departments (CTDs) during the year 2022 In which 209 rerrorists died and 1781 were
apprehended, Moreover, u total number of 169 LEAs were martyred 284 were injured during
these TBOs. Likewise, a totl number af 3364 1BOs were conducted during Jan-June 2023, in
which 172 terrorists died and |71 were apprehendad

The State has continued strict menitoring against the proscribed terrorist/exiremist organizations
while maintaining their profiles with respect to their strength, actvities apd-movement.

Prosecution of terrorists . .

The prasecution of terrorists holds parsmaount significance in Country's fight againgt terrorism.
During the year 2022, a total number of 2006 mdividuals iqaived in tefromsm cases were
chatlaned and 21% were convicted while the remaining are undér trial,

Specialized wings hove been established in provincial Counter Terronism Departments (CTDs)
with special focus on eyberspace. Moreover, the respective provincial Home Departments have
cngaged the CTDs to analyze the trends of radical ideologies and o(_mntnn'ng the some. There are
customized specialized wings in the CTDs that cater for their regional / provincial requirements
that include five (05) specialized wings in CTD Purjah, nine (09) in CTD Sindh, six (08) in CTD
KP, four (04) in CTD Balochistan. : o

Steps taken by NACTA

Aceording o NACTA Act 2013 (Amended in 2017 & 2020), the Authority performs a number of
fumttions pivoting around counter terrorism and extremism in coordination, policy-making and capacity
building domaing, The strengthening of National Counter Terrorism Autharity (NACTA) remains the
priority matter. The Amendments in NACTA Act, made in 2017 and 2020, aim to smoothen the
functions of the Authority, Moreover, various branches, such as, the Outreach & CVE have been
established in line with the evolving dynamics of extremism and terrorism.

The Authority has a robust mechanism of coordinating with the hedies countering termonsmiexiremism
ar operational level. Moreover, the Authority provides a platform for the stakeholders to deliberate upon
the CT & CVE policies. Follewing are the key contributions of MACTA:

Revised NAP (2021)

The Mational Action Plan was revised in 2021 after an mclusive consallative process with the
gtakeholders, Maore than sixteen hundred key performance indicators (E.PEs) wene notified for R-
MNAP, The old NAP comprised of twenty points, whereas the Bevised NAP cﬁmpﬂsnd of fourteen
(14) points {05 kinetic domain, 09 nen-kinetic/ pelicy domain) keeping in view the evolving
security landscape. To review the implementation stams of the B-NAP £PTs, NACTA's R-NAP
Paortal was launched in Tuly 2022 to streamline the reporting mechanism from various federal and
provingcial stakeholders. It serves as consolidation of natonwide CT efforts done by law
enforcement agencies including CTDs, Police, FIA, Prosecution Departments, PEMRA, ANF,
PTA, SAFRON and others,

A comprehensive threat matrix that elucidates overall seourity spectrm; includes summary of
threat alerts/imformetion report/secial media CT highlights is shared with all stakeholders for
necessery action on monthly/quarterly/Bi-Annual/Annual basis, Since 2017, a total number of
four {04) Anmual, three (03) Bi-annual and ten {10} Quarterly Threat Assessment Reviews have
been shared with concerned ministries/ depts/ Chief Secretanes! federal and provinctal
intelligence agencies. Since 2017, 3091 Threat Alerts have been issued by NACTA,

Counter Terrorism Helpling 1717 2417

CT Helpline has besn operational at NACTA on 24/7 basis since 2015 for receiving
complaints/information about casesiincidents pertaining Terrorism and CT. Since 2015, a wtal
furiber G178 actionable calls were received. To that effect, a total number of |34 FIRs have been
registered.

Terrorism data is being maintained at NACTA that encompasses total atiacks, casualties and
injuries {LEAs/civilians) caused in terromst attacks since 2001, This data i used for analysis of
emErging trends of security threats and to develop strategies and action plam.

Profiling of Terrorist Organizations (TOs)
A comprehensive profiling dossier of temorist organizations detailing its genesis, operational
background, capabilitics and leadership has been compiled.

Maonitoring the implementation of National Action Plan on annual and bi-annual basis
MNACTA conducts reviews of the implementation of National Action Plan on annwal and bi-
annual basis. Moreover, the Authority has developed key performance indicators (KPLs) of
Revised Mational Action Plan (R-NAPY 2021, in consultation with swmkeholders for
implementation of specific points of NAP. NACTA conducts reviews of the implementation of
Mational Action Plan on annual and bi-annual basis, The latest version of the Biannual Review
(2023} was published in Augest 2023 and was circulated among all stakehiolders.

Chatta Bakhtawar and Sathra meel: no water
supply scheme exists in these areas.

Chak Shahzad: CDA has informed that regular
water supply is being provided on daily basis from Water
Supply Directorate, CDA to Chak Shahzad Town
Islamabad, because the said area is under the control of
Capital Development Authority, Islamabad.

Minister for Interior: (a) There was no partial
collapse of Bhara Kahu Flyover rather two incidents
occurred at the project during construction activities at
site. The first incident was fall of transom during pouring
at pier No. 10 due to hitting of shuttering / formwork of
the transom by oversized / overloaded vehicles at night
time. The incident resulted in casualty of two labourers.
The second incident was fall of Girders from the span No.
01 during launching operation wherein no loss of
material or human life happened.

(b)  The Prime Minister Office has constituted a high
level inquiry Commission under Section 3 of Pakistan
Commission of inquiry Act 2017, comprising Mr. Shahid
Khan, former Secretary Ministry of Interior to probe the
matter of collapse of shuttering and Girders of under
construction Bhara Kahu Bypass project The TOR of the
commission also include that the commission shall fix
responsibility of the incident. Outcome of the Inquiry
Commission is yet awaited and CDA will accordingly take
action against the Contractor and Consultant if such
responsibility is fixed by the commission followed by
other actions upon recommendation of the commission.

(c)  As of now, the inquiry commission has not fixed
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any responsibility on the functionaries. Action in this
regard will also be taken once the Commission finalizes
its report and fixes such responsibilities.

Minister for Interior: Yes, as per record, 200 flats
constructed by CDA in Aabpara Sector G-6 are illegal
occupied by ICT Police Officials and other Federal
Government Departments. The authority has taken up
the matter with quarter concerned for handing over the
possession of said flats to CDA (Annex-I). However, illegal
occupants got status quo. The Authority has also
contested the matter before the Honorable Islamabad
High Court. The matter was finally decided by the
Honorable Islamabad High Court, Islamabad in ICA
109/2011 vide order dated 13-02-2023 (Annex-Il). The
operative part of the judgment is reproduced as under:

“The Inspector General of Police as well as Secretary,
Ministry of Interior are directed to register the criminal
cases against all the officials/ employees of police
department, who have illegally occupied the flats by force
with further directions to Inspector General of Police,
Islamabad to initiate departmental action against all the
occupants on departmental side and shall submit a
compliance report before this Court within period of one
(01) month, failing which, Secretary Ministry of Interior and
Inspector General of Police, Islamabad shall be dealt strictly
in accordance with the law.”

In the light of aforementioned order of Honorable
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Islamabad High Court, Islamabad dated 13-02-2023 the
matter was taken up with ICT Wing, Ministry of Interior,
Government of Pakistan with request to pass directions
to IG Police Islamabad to handover the possession of CDA
flats at Sector G-6. Islamabad to CDA to enable the
Authority to further allot the accommodation in question
to its employees who are waiting for the same for so
many years (Annex-IIl). Reminder in this regard was also
issued to ICT Wing, Ministry of Interior, Government of
Pakistan vide letter dated 20-09-2023 (Annex-1V). In
response to the CDA letter Ministry of Interior has taken
up the matter with Ministry of Housing and Works and
Chief Commissioner Islamabad. Ministry of Housing
endorsed the directions of Hon’ble Islamabad High Court,
Islamabad. Finally Ministry of Interior has issued
directions to the Inspector General of Police Islamabad
for compliance.
