Khawaja Muhammad Safdar : No objection,

Mr. Deputy Chairman: Thank you, leave granted. Next is
adjournment motion No. 5 of 74, Yes Khawaja Muhammad Safdar.
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ADJOURNMENT MOTION Re: RADAR FOR
INDIAN DEFENCE FORCES

Khawaja Muhammad Safdar : Sir, I beg leave of the House to move
a motion for the adjournment of the business of the House to discuss a
definite matter of urgent public importance and of recent occurrence,
namely, the U.S.A. is eq'ﬁipping the Indian Defence Forces with a
hundred and ninety million dollar worth radar and other sophisticated
communication facilities to be set up in northern India. This new
communication system will further bolster the Indian War machinery as
well as weaken the defence of Pakistan.

The failure of the Federal Government in dissnading the U.S.A.
Government from committing such a blatently unfriendly act against an
ally and a friendly nation has greatly perturbed the minds of the public
of Pakistan,

Mr. Deputy”Chairman: Yes, Minister of State for Defence and
Foreign Affaits, Mr. Aziz Ahmed.

Mr. Aziz Ahmed . *(Minister of State for Defence and Foreign
Affairs). Mr. Chairman, Sir, we appreciate the concern of the honour-
able Senator. I would like, first of all, to correct an error., This
communication system costs 19 million dollars and not 190 million
dollars.

Sir, the situation is that way back after the Indo-China conflict of
1962, the Government of the United States decided to bolster up India’s
defences and part of that project was to provide India with a radar
system which would oversee her border with China but part of that
also oversees our border with India. Now this deed was initiated long
ago but when the ban was imposed in 1971 on the supply of spare parts
and non-lethal weapons to Pakistan, a similar ban was imposed on
India and at that time this project was held up. Now in March last year
this ban was lifted—lifted from both India and Pakistan and we began
to receive supplies of some spare parts of American equipment which
our armed forces possess. Apparently in view of the lifting of the ban,
the United States Government has decided to go ahead with this project.
It has caused us considerable concern and that concern has been

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brought to the notice of the United States Government. We are also
considering what further measures can be taken hopefully in coopera-
tion with the United States Government to meet this sitaation. I hope

that in view of this explanation, the honourable Senator would not
press for a discussion on this issue.

MOTION UNDER RULE 187 RE: STEEP RISE IN PRICES
OF CONSUMER GOODS

Mr. Deputy Chairman: Now we come to otﬁer business of the
House. Item No. 3. Further discussion on the following motion by
Khawaja Muhammad Safdar on 21st December, 1973 :

“The situation arising out of the extremely steep rise in the prices of
the ““consumer goods in the country be taken into consideration
by the Senate.” '

In the last seséion, the debate was not concluded, and Mr.
Qamaruz Zaman Shah was addressing the House. He is not present in
the House, I want to know if any other honourable member wants to
speak.
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Mr. Khurshid Hasan Meer : (Minister with out Portfolio) Sir, may I
~ seek the permission, because the House is adjourning to-day at quarter

to six ? On behalf of the Minister of Industries I have to present a
long statement on prices.
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Khawaja Mohammad Safdar : 1 will take only 15 and if you say ten
minutes. |

Mr, Zahurol Haq : *I will take only 15 or if you say ten minutes.
Actually a lengthy debate followed that day.

Mr, Chairman Sir, I am grateful to you for giving me a short time
to speak on the motion. 1 believe the motion moved by Khawaja Sahib
is of a very great importance as far as the comman man in this country
is concerned. It touches upon the issue which should be nearest to the
heart of those sitting on the Treasury Benches, particularly. It touches
upon the issue of the steep rise in the prices of the consumer goods. I
wish the debate should have ended with some conclusion ; but it appears
that the debate will end at quarter to six without any conclusion, and
this discussion will go into the history of parliament justas a discussion.

Mr. Chairman, Sir, there has been rise in prices of goods of various
types all over the world. The specific point which Khawaja Sahib has
raised is that of late there has been rise in the prices of consumer goods
and immediately when we talk of the consumer goods our attention is

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at ence attracted towards majority of indigenous stuff. The bulk of the
items which are given on the list of consumer goods are indigenous
items like vegetables, salt, meat, fuel and so on and so forth. Now we
cannot say that the overall rise in the cost of living or in the
cost of goods is also reflected by the rise in the consumer goods
in Pakistan, because consumer goods are absolutely indigenous.
When we produce vegetables we do not require dollars for that, when
we slaughter animals we do not require pounds for it. So a very
serious question poses itself : what are the causes of this? Why
there has been a very steep rise in the price of consumer goods ; and
indeed a debate cannot take us te conclusions, unless, we on this side
know the causes of it. Neverthless, | believe that a number of items
can be taken into consideration for coming to conclusion. What are
the causes ? I hope somebody from the Treasury Benches will stand up
and say that one of the major causes for rise in prices of the consumer
goods is this. I personally think that one of the reasons why consumer
goods prices have gone up is that probably we are unnecessarily export-
ing some of these to the necighbouring countries with a view to earn
foreign exchange, at the same time, not realising that we are making
the commodity deficient our own country. The result is rise in costs.

If that is not the case, then probably there is smuggling of the
consumer goods. If that is also not the case, then shall we say that
production of the consumer goods is not keeping pace with consumption
within the country, according to the law of supply and demand. And
finally, I would say and Mr. Chairman Sir, I specially invite attention of
the Treasury Benches particularly of the gentleman who is likely to
throw light on it. One reason for the high cost of consumer goods is
that there is, disproportionate circulation of paper 'curréncy in the
country. I particularly would like to know the reasons, because a
currency not having any foundation by international standards in circu-
lation, results in increase of costs, So, on these items it is important
that we should know the cause and if we know the causes. I think we
can have a healthy debate and we can come to a co'nclusion to find how
to curb it because | am sure Mr. Cnairman, that prices cannot be
conlrolle_d' by issuing gazette notifications that ‘the price of meat is
Rs. 4/- per seer and onion is Rs. 2/- per seer. It is absolutely not in con-
formity with what is bappening, Sir, it will be shutting our eyes to the
realities. We must find a viable solution and this viable solution, cut of
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various propositions to my mind has two factors which are contributing
to it. First that probably we are indulging in an export policy which is
not in tune with-the internal consumption demand and secondly
1 believe that abundance of paper currency in circulation in the country
is responsible for it. Thank you Sir.

Mr. Deputy Chairman : I want to know whether the Leader of the
House wants to speak on the issue.
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Mr. Deputy Chairman : Now I would request Khawaja Mnhammad
Safdar.
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The expiuditure on Adminstration colud not he reduced particularly
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“The increase in the gcneral' price level, during the last one year has
been significant. The wholesale price index has risen by 33.8% in
September, 1973 over September, 1972 and by about 129, over June,
1973. The cost of living index for industrial workers in Karachi has
gone up in September, 1973 by about 29% and 13% during the same
period.

The increase in prices of essential commodities is a matter of deep
concern to the Government both to the Federal level as well as the Pro-
vincial Governments. Inflation causes hardship to fixed income groups,
It leads to diminution in the value of savings and encourages specula-
tion and profiteering. It is a crucial objective of Government policy to
ensure that the prices of essential commodities remain within reason-
able limits. ' '

The question of prices must, however, be considered in the light of
the complex and multiplc objectives of national economic policy.
Firstly, there is the need to step up developmental activities in order to
exploit the full potential of the couniry’s human and natural resources
and to remove poverty, disease and illiteracy. There is a pressing
demand from all parts of the country for power, irrigation, communica-
tions, education, housing, health and industries and a large number of
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‘other facilities. A rapid increase in developmental expendlturc created
inflationary pressures at, least, in the short run. Government cannot,
however, stop development because of the risk of some increase in
pri_cieé. Secohdly, production of commodities has to be increased
'-rapidly. In the long run, i)rices can be maintained at reasonable levels
only through increases in production. The population is rising and the
demand for goods and services is increasmg even faster, particularly
with improvement in wages and working conditions of low income
~groups. Efforts to increase producmion'involvc long ‘term investments,
“which are inflationary in the short run. Moreover, it is necessary to
raise prices for farmers to encourage them to produce more. Theretore,
long term policies for increasing production may involve some immedi-
ate increase in p_rice." Thirdly, the country has to move towards greater
economic self-reliance and must reduce dependence on foreiga aid.
. This rgquifes- continuing increase in exports, with some sacrifice of
. domestic consumption. Fourthly, Government have to tackle the
_problem of unemployment - and create more job opportunities. Again
spending has to be stepped up to absorb these surplus persons. The
pursuit of some of these objectives necessarily results in pressure on
prices. Government has a complex and difficult task of deciding how to
strike a balance between the need for stable prices on the one hand,
and the demands for growth, development and full employment on the

other hand. Nowhere....... '
Mr. Deputy Chairman: You have only three minutes at your
disposal. You can only read the heads and sub-heads of the brief

which are there.

Mr. Khurshid Hassan Meer: Very well, Sir. Now here ...is this problem
more strikingly evident than in the case of wheat where Government has
tried to reconcile, with great d_iﬂiculty,' a higher price of wheat for the
farmers while maintaining the consumer’s price of wheat for the urban
population. Sir, there are general factors responsible for rise in prices.
Devaluation, world inflation, higher farm prices which we have given in
order to encourage agriculturé and raise the purchasing power of the
farmers which is producing good results. Higher wages, smuggling which
has been checked now. " Deficit financing about whlch I have already
made a statement, psychological factors. i
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Mr. Deputy Chairman : Time is over I think, place it on record.

GENERAL FACTORS RESPONSIBLE FOR RISE IN PRICES.

STATEMENT

4, Some of the general factors responsible for increase in the price
level may now be noted. : :

Devaluation

(a) because of the failure of the pastregimes, to rectify the exchange
rate, the present Government had to undertake a very massive
devaluation of the order of 130%. This was an unavoidable
measure, which was in the long term interesis of the country
but it created formidable and unprecedented problems of price
adjustments., It was known that, in the shortrun, devaluation
would lead to some inflationary pressures on account of higher
costs of imports, larger debt servicing costs and incentives to
export. To keep pressures on prices within reasonable bounds,
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the Government lowered import duties and imposed export

duties on various commodities but some price rise was unavoid-
able.

World inflatian

(b} in last one year, there has been a sharp and widespread in-
creases in world prices. There is a serious shortage of commodi-
ties. International currency disturbances have aggravated the
problem. World inflation meant that imports of goods such as
wheat and edible oils, crude oil etc. became more expensive
leading to larger subsidies by the Government. The prices of
raw material imports also increased with the result that domes-
tic cost went up. Finally, the prices of exports especially, rice,
cotton and cotton yarn, rose steeply which had a three-fold
effect on the domestic price situation. First, dJomestic availabi-
lity was reduced. Second, as domestic prices of raw cotton and
cotton yarn rose in sympathy with international prices, the cost
of producing cloth went up. Third, higher export earnings
increased money income of producers and traders resulting in
increase in demand.

Higher farm prices

(c) in order to achieve national self sufficiency, the Government
deliberately fixed higher prices for growers of major agricuitural
commodities such as wheat and sugarcane. In wheat procure-
ment price was raised for.the 1973 crop by 327, and sugarcane
by about 50%.

Higher wages

(d) the improvenment in wages and benefits of industrial workers
and low paid employees have increased the amount of money
available for expenditure on essential consumer goods.

Smuggling

(e) ‘another factor responsible for the increase in price has been
smuggling. Prices in Pakistan are lower than in the neighbour-
‘ing countries. Anti-social elements have tried ‘to take advant-
age of this situation. Government have now brought the
situation under control, but some damage has already been
dene.
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Deficit financing

(f) in order to meet its commitment in the areas of defence, essen-

tial physical infra-structure requirements and social reforms,
the Government has to resort to deficit financing to a sizeable
exteit. This was a temporary measure adopted in the earlypart
of the fiscal year while the resource position of the Government
was under pressure. The monetary expansion in the Govern-
ment sector had reached a level of Rs. 238 crore by the end of
June, 1973. Since then, the position has reversed and the total
expansion by the 23rd November, 1973 came down to about Rs.
13 crore during the last five months.

Psychological factors

(8)

Floods

(h)

the factors mentioned above cannot fully explain the increase
in prices that have occured in various essential commodities.
Speculations and the development of an inflationary psychology
have played an important role. A sustained rate of inflation is
always aggravated by the tendency amongst consumers to hedge
against rising costs by stepping up purchases; a tendency
amongst producers and sellers to raise prices in advance of costs
in order to stay ahead of the inflationary spiral. Furthermore,

‘private investors have been more inclined to invest in trading

sector than in manufacturing field, which resulted in speculators
becoming more active to profit from inflation by hoarding.

the unprecedented floods ravaged large areas of Punjab and
Sind in particular and partially NWFP and Baluchistan. These
floods have caused serious loss and damage to the crops, indus-
trial units and infra-structure of all the provinces. The break-
down of transportation created shortages of some essential
commodities in certain areas putting pressure on prices, The
Government took urgent measures to transport essential commdi-
ties and their movement has been watched hour to hour. The
Government besides repairing public properties, made arrange-
ments for the people in general like relief work etc. As a result
of this, the levy of floods surcharge on sugar, cigarettes and
certain imported items, has been inevitable.
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Measures taken by the Government

5. The Government have taken a number of steps in the recant
past to combat inflation, besides action to stabillize prices of individual

items. These are :

(i) The Federal Government enhanced export duties on certain items
twice in July, 1973 as a result of which additional revenues amounting
to over Rs. 100 crore are likely to become available during the current

financial year.

(i) In early August, the Government announced a price/package

policy. Under this policy decision was taken to increase wages and

prices of certain items with a view to correct some of the imbalance
and distortions created by inflation. This package was evolved keeping
in view the desirability of avoiding any further resource to deficit
financing in the public sector. The fiscal measures announced under the

policy are as under :
(a) Government servant:, employees of corporations and industrial

and commercial workers drawing salaries upto Rs. 700/~ per
month were granted an increase of Rs. 35/- p.m. in Salary. |

(b) Pension was increased by 159 subject to a maximum of Rs. 35/-.

(¢) Wheat issue price was raised to Rs. 22 50.

(d) Vegetabie ghee price was raised to Rs. 6/-per seer.

(¢) Wheat procurement price was fixed at Rs. 25.50 per maund for
next crop.

(f) Coarse rice proéuremént price was increased by Rs. I/- and
basmati by Rs. 2/-.

(g) Fertilizer selling price raised to Rs. 55/- and Rs. 57/-per bag for
Urea and DAP respectively.

(iif) The unpreccdénted_ floods in Pakistan entirely changed the
 budgetary position. In order to minimise deficit financing and to try to
contain inflation, fresh taxes were imposed in September which are
estimated to bring additional revenues amounting to about Rs, 80 crores.

(iv) Besides taking fiscal measures, the monetary policy has taken
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active steps to decrease liquidity in the country so that speculation in the
essential commodities and other goods can be reduced.

(v) A number of voluntary saving scheme which offer attractive
returns have been introduced. Radical measures have been taken to
widen the appeal of small savings sehemes. These schemes are now
available in various forms to meet the requirements of every cacegdry of
investors. In all cases the interest rates are extremely generous and, in
most cases, income tax liability is not attracted.

(vi) The State Bank announced the following measures to counter-
act the inflationary conditions in the economy in August, 1973 :—

(a) The hank rate was raised from 6% to 8%.

(b) The liquidity ratio for commercial banks was raised from
309, to 359, and

(c) Minimum rate of interest of various categories of savings and
fixed deposits were revised upward and selective credit controls
were introduoed.

(vii) All the Provincial Governments have set up Price Stabilization
Boards in their respective jurisdiction to watch day to day increase in
the prices of essential commodities and prices in general. The provincial
Governments have also set up Price Review Committees at district levels
to watch and report any undue increase in the prices of essential com-
modities. ‘

(viii) An eminent British Economist Dr. Ralph Turvey was invited
by the President (now Prime Minister) to advise the Government to
maintain price stability in the country. Dr. Turvey’s recommendations
were examined by the Government and some of them were implemented.

Committees set up to advise Government

(ix) (i) A Committee was set up under the Chairmanship of the
former Finance Minister of Pakistan Mr. M.N. Uqaili.
The recommendations of the Uqaili Committee Report
were examined and some of them were implemented such
as the wage/price policy according to which the wages of
low-paid staff were increased.

(i) A High Powered Price Committee was set up under the
Chairmanship of Deputy Chairman of the Planning Com-
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mission. The recommendations of this High Powered
Committee were examined by the Government and most
of its recommendations were implemented.

" Basic strategy for prices of essential commodities

6. Government selected eight basic commodities for purposes of
special price stabilization efforts. These were as follows :—

I. Wheat/Atta

2. Coarse rice

3. Vegetable Ghee
4. Sugar

5. Tea

6. Cheap cloth

7. Kerosene oil
8. Mathes

These eight commodities represent main items of expenditure of
urban consumers whose family income does not exceed Rs, 300/- per
month. A detailed review of essential consumer .goods together with the
measures taken by the Government to hold the price line is given
below @

Wheat and wheat atta :

7. Wheat and wheat atta were supplied by Government to the
common man at Rs. 17/--and Rs. 18.37 per maund respectively. However,
due to marked increase in international prices and heavy subsidy invol-
ved the issue prices of wheat and wheat atta had to be revised to Rs.
21.50 and Rs. 22.87 per maund Trespectively. Production of ‘wheat is
likely to increase significantly in 1974 crop but we may stiill not be self-
sufficient in wheat. The procuremeant price of wheat had, therefore, to
be raised in order to encourage the cultivators to boost the production.
The procurement price of wheat for the 1974 crop has been fixed at
Rs. 25.50 per maund. The prices of wheat and wheat atta in the
country are still, however, lower than the prices prevailing.in the neigh-
bouring countries.

8. The wheat deficit, which varies from year to year, is met by
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imports. The availibility from local production and imports during past
six years are as follows :—

Rice

9. The price of rice registered marked increase sometime back
mainly due to the fact that private trade has been allowed to participate
in the export of coarse rice procured directly from the open market.
Demand for our rice in the international market also put pressure on
local prices. However, with a view to keeping the price of coarse rice
at reasonable level, Government have now decided to procure rice under
monopoly procurement scheme at fixed prices with a free sale quota of
59% of the stocks supplied to the Government. The measure is likely
to stabilize the price of rice at a reasonable level. In this connection, it
may be added that rice is only a supplementary diet in Pakistan. The
main diec viz., wheat and wheat atta are already being supplied to the
common man at subsidised prices through ration depots.

Sugar

10. The price and supply position of sugar had been causing
serious concern sometime ago. Sugar was selling in the open market at
Rs. 5.00 per seer and even above inspite of the fact that sizeable
quantity had been imported to meet the local demand. To end this
profiteering the Government had to step in. Sale of sugar in the op=n
market was discontinued and the control price was slightly revised
upward to Rs. 2.50 per séer to boost the production of this item. The
price has now gone up to Rs. 3.00 per seer due to the flood surcharge of
paisa 50 per seer. As a result of the steps taken by the Government
the price of sugar has been stabilized at Rs. 3.00 per seer. At the
same time the production of sugar has increased -and we hope to achieve

11. The producing of vegetable ghee has shown a sigunificant
improvement since the nationalisation of the industry. The production
increased from 13,460 tons in August, 1973 to 21,000 tons in November,
1973 indicating a rise of about 56%. Vanaspati loose is now available
at Rs. 6.00 per seer and its availability has improved,

Cotton Tex_tiles

12, The price of cotton cloth has gone up considerably in the
recent past. The prices of coarse and medium cloth have risen by about
507

13. The principal factor which has contributed to the increase in
prices of cloth has been the sharp rise in the cost of the inputs. Firstly,
the price of raw cotton has gone up by 100%. Higher prices for raw
cotton were mainly due to increase in international prices. Secondly,
the price of cotton yarn has also registered nearly 100% increase due to
increased export of cotton yarn, increase in the prices of raw cotton and
increase in international prices.

14. The measures taken by the Government to provide cheaper
-cloth to the common man are as follows :—

‘(a) the export duty on yarn has been raised successively, among
~other reasons, to keep the prices at a reasonable level. The
prices of cotton yarn have recently shown a downward trend.

— -
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(b) a utility cloth scheme was introduced for the mills to provide

(d)

I crore yards of a specified variety of cloth per month at
Rs. 2.25 per yard for bleached cloth and Rs. 2,50 per yard for
dyed cloth through 750 Fair Price shops in about 25 major
towns of Pakistan.

The mills were also directed to open Fair Price shops in all
major towns and in their areas of operation in coansultation with
the Provincial Governments. This is intended to ensure that the
middlemen profit is kept at a minimum ;

Prices of seven common user varieties of mill-made cotton cloth
have been frozen since the 26th November 1973 to protect the
common man from any increase in the prices of such cloth.
The prices of these varieties are being investigated., Govern-
ment will fix specific prices for these varieties and have the fixed
prices stamped on the cloth.

The price of Kerosene oil was kept stable since December,

1971. However, due to increase in the international prices of Petro-
leum, prices of petroleum and petroleum products had to be revised up-
ward in this country also. Neverthless, it was decided to increase the
price of kerosene oil only nominally as it is generally consumed by the

common main.
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Matches

16. Prices of matches have also remained stable at 15 paisa per box.
As a result of the 1971 war the main source of supply of matches was
suddenly cut off. Government, thereof, allowed import of matches to
ensure that this ifem of every day use was freely available. As ‘a result
of this policy, availability of matches at reasonable prices was ensured.
Simultaneously, in order to increase the production of matches in the
country, new manufacturing units were sanctioned. The local produc-
tion has now increased due to which imports have been curtailed.

17. Apart from the above eight basic commodities, there are a
number of other items which play an appreciable role in the cost of
living. The position in respect of these items is briefly summarised
below :—

(i) Pulses

The prices of pulses have registered marked increase in
the recent past. Increase in the prices of this item was due
to a number of factors. Firstly, a considerable quantity of
pulses, mainly Mash and Masoor, was also used to be received
from Bast Pakistan. This source of supply dried up after 1971.
Secondly, the area under pulse cultivation has not increased during the
past 10 years because of the uneconomic prices received by the growers.
Pulses crop is also uncertain being subject to pest attack and disecase.
It provides lower return compared to other crops. It is, therefore,
grown on marginal land on which other cultivation is not possible.

However, Government has taken a number of measures to provide
pulses to the poor income group at reasonable prices. Firstly, the
export of this item has been banned to increase local availability.
Secondly, credit restrictions aimed at discouraging the hoarding of
pulses etc. have been recently imposed by the State Bank of Pakistan.
Thirdly, the Provincial Governments have directed the dealers of pulses
to clearly exhibit the prices of pulses at their shops. Fourthly this
item is available at the utility shops at price lower than the market
prices and fifthly, the Provincial Governments have issued directives to
the industrial employees for meeting the requirements of their em-
ployees at su:bsid_is'ed rates. '

(ii) Vegetables

The prices of vegetables have recorded an appreciable rise in
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sympathy with the increase in prices of other items. Part of the
increase is also due to the fact that production is not sufficient and the

distribution system is also faulty, with the result that while the con-
sumer has to pay high price, the benefit of this high price is retained by
the middlemen and the same is not passed to the producers.

The problem is now receiving active attention of the Government
and the following measures have been taken or are being taken by the
‘Government :—

(a) Export of potatoes and onions has been banned to improve
local availability and bring down prices to a reasonable level ;

{b) There is a scheme to establish green belts round large towns to
boost the preduction of vegetables ;

(c) Good quality seeds and fertilizers are being provided to the
Zrowers ;

(d) Water supply will be ensured by installation of tube wells in the
vegetable zones ;

(e) It has been decided to provide ad=quate plant protection
services as the vegetables are particularly subject to pest attack

and provision of such services will improve their yield consider-
ably ;

(f) Cold storage facilities are proposed to be provided a.dequa.tely i

(g) The marketing system will have to be improved, eliminating the
middlemen ; and '

(W) The idea of kitchen gardems is being encouraged and wide
publicity is being given to the matter.

iy Milk and Meat

The prices of milk and meat also rose sharply, firstly, in sympathy
with the increase in prices of other essential commodities and, secondly,
due to increasing demand and limited supply.

The Federal and the Provincial Governments have taken a number
of measures aimed at bringing down the prices of these items. The

export of mutton, beaf, live-cattle, goats and sheep has been banned
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sometime back in order to increase the local supplies. In addition, the
local Governments lately have fixed the maximum prices of meat and
milk to ensure their supply to the common man at reasonable rates.

The Provincial Governments have plans to create Dairy Development’
Boards in each Province which will integrate the dairy development
including the full use of existing milk plant capacity. In addition, the
Punjab Government earmarked 30,000 acres of irrigated areas for cattle
production to give further boost to milk production.

A massive programme of artificial insemination is also under way to
improve the genetic potential of indigenous milch cattle.

As regards meat, short term, as well as, long term measures are
being taken for utilizing the existing resources of live-stock and providing
better marketing, processing and distribution channels. Steps are also
being taken to improve the availability of additional livestock feed and

the same would be the key factor for boosting up greater production of
milk and meat and stabilising their prices.

As regards poultry production the Government has ambitious plans
to increase the same for which liberal credit terms and other infra
structure facilities for marketing and processing will be financed in a big
way which will help in meeting the increasing demand for poultry
products at reasonable cost. The Monopoly Control Authority has
conducted an enquiry about the poultry industry and its recommendations
are awaited. The Government will' implement any scheme which will
increase the supply of eggs and poultry-meat.

The present government inherited two bad years of agriculture pro-
duction, an investment slump, an untenable exchange rate, a strong
aggressor, suspended interwing trade, an oppressive socio-economic set up
and a dismayed nation. It had to revive the economy, reform its structure
put labour management relations on.a sound and equitable basis,
strengthen its _defehce’s | aﬁ_& carry thro:igh iin_portant social reforms..
‘When the economy started locking in, menacing clouds appeared both
on the international and national horizon. The economies of both.
developing and developed countries got into the grip of a very serious
inflation. Pakistan could not remain entirely unaffected. When we were
struggling with this storm and there was every hope that with increased
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agricultural and industrial production, we will be able to fight the menace
of rising prices, there came the worst floods in our history. Inspite of
these unfavourable factors, your Government has steered through in a
commendable mannecr. The cconomy of Pakistan is no longer stagnant.
Agricultural production recorded an increase of 3% during 1972-73.
Production in large scale industry increased by about 11%. The brightest
spot has been the export sector which achieved a growth rate of 38%
which represented an increase of 17% over the combined export of East
and West Pakistan during 1969-70.

The general impression that industrial production has declined
compared to previous year is not correct. The production during 1972-73
in almost all fields has registered increase over 1971-72. Production of
cotton yarn increased by 8.6% ; woollen yarn by 399 ; vegetable ghee
by 16% ; sugar by 25% ; cigarettes by 37% ; safety matches by 28% ;
phosphate fertilizer by 71% ; cement by 109] art silk yarn by 18% . The
increase in industrial production has been made possible through better
utilization of existing industrial capacity and import policy.
