(Mr. Habibullah Khan) in the Chair.

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Mr. Chairman : - It is upto you whether leave should be granted or
not. I am also missing him very badly. His remarks and speeches are

quite entertaining.

Khawaja Mohammad Safdar : We have been deprived of very valuable
contributions.

Mr: Chairman : Well, whether you grant him leave or not, the fact
remains that he will be absent.
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So, the question is that leave for 15th, 16th and 17thvmay be granted.
(The leave was granted)

Mr. Chairman : Now, we take up adjournment motions. Adjourn-

ment Motion No. 31, I think, was postponed due to the absence of the
Minister concerned. Yes, Khawaja Sahib. ‘

ADJOURNMENT MOTION RE : COTTON TRADE
IN QUANDARY

Khawaja Mohammad Safdar : I beg leave of the House to move a
motion for the adjournment of the business of the Senate to discuss a
definite matter of urgent public importance and of recent occurrence,
namely, according to Pakistan Times of 13th August, 1974 whole cotton
+trade has been thrown into quandary and as consequent to the above
situation, picking operations have been deferred in Mirpurkhas resulting

in loss to the grower, ginner, spinnetr and weaver depriving the state of
its revenues and the country of its foreign exchange.

Mr. Khurshid Hasan Meer : On behalf of the Minister for Com-
merce, 1 would like to place the correct facts of the case in a brief
statement before I make my submission on the point of admissibility.
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Whether it is in order or not you can say anything to prove it in
order or out of order.
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Mr. Chairman : If you agree I will fix the time for discussion of the.
whole adjournment motion.
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Mr. Chairman : I will put it at the end of the day if you agree.
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We can waive the objection.

Mr. Chairman : He has no objection if you allow him to say
something. |
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Mr. Chairman : Let us hear the Minister what is his reaction.
(C.J.:LUu)

Mr. Chairman : Yes, Khawaja Sahib, what is your object? Do
you want to agree with him to its postponement ?
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Mr. Chairman: Well, you make a short statement. [ will give him
chance afterwards.

Mr. Khurshid Hasan Meer* : There 1s no truth in the assertion that
the whole cotton trade has been thrown into a quandary because of
recent developments. Only an insignificant part of the entire cotton
crop which is grown in Sind has started arriving in the market. The
major part of the Sind crop would not arrive in the market until end of
August and early September. In Mirpurkhas area, the cotton is arriving
in the market at the rate of 70 to 80 bales per day, and no specific case
of its not finding a buyer has come to the notice of the Government,
In this area, particularly the movement of cotton will not pick up pace
until mid-September. We have reports that one hundred bales of cotton
from this area have already been sold in Karachi at Rs. 246/- per maund,
which is well above the recently guaranteed price of Rs. 237/- per maund.
Three hundred bales of Sind Cotton from other areas have also been sold
in Karachi at a price ranging from Rs. 248-250 per maund. In view of
this, the statement that picking operations have been deferred in
M;rpurknds is totally unfounded. Cotton trade in Pakistan has been
faced with difficulties since the beginning of this year. The reasons were
«(a) the damage caused to the cotton crop by floods in August, 1973 ;
-(b) the price fluctuations in the world market; (¢) lack of foreign demand
from countries which had piled up huge stocks of cotton in the previous
years; and (4) a serious decline in the foreign demand for Pakistan’s
cotton yarn. The above developments caused the problem of disposal
of our cotton. Our grower was thus faced with serious losses. The
‘Government, however, performed its duty and took important measures
to rescue the grower from this difficult situation. The Government
decided early this year to purchase cotton at the support price of Rs,
240/- per maund for staple variety. This was subsequently raised to Rs.
360/- per maund, thus, ensuring a fair return to the grower. The Cotton
Export Corporation was set up by the Government to handle exports of
-cotton exclusively in the public sector. Making purchases of cotton
in order to stabilise prices in the local market was not within the charter
of the Cotton Export Corporation. However, the Cotton Export Cor-
‘poration, in pursuance of the Government’s dlI‘CCthG not only purchascd
cotton at Karachi, but also extended its purchasmg operation to up-
country. It made purchases in ready and hedge of more than 5 lakh
bales, of which the ready purchases in the upcountry alone were of
more than 2 lakh bales. The Cotton Export Corporation’s present
export comfﬁltments are of 3 lakh bales and it still has uncommitted

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stocks of 3 lakh bales for disposal. Because of the present slump in the
international demand for our cotton, the Cotton Export Corporation
is not finding it easy to dispose of cotton stocks in the foreign markets.
At the same time, the slump in the foreign demand for our cotton
yarn caused by slowing down of the world textile industry has led to
building up of stocks by the textile mills with the resulf that they are-
not coming forward to purchase more cotton.

Faced with these problems and continuously falling prices of our
cotton, the Government has decided that the Cotton Export Corporation
would be ready to buy for exports new crop-staple cotton AC-134 SG at
Rs. 237/- per maund. This dzcision has been taken notwithstanding the
fact that the Cotton Export Corporation would suffer a loss on its
exports of the quantities purchased at this price because of the low export
price. The Government has volunteered to undergo this loss to give the
cotton grower the best possible price for his cotton. This decision is
about to be implemented. It is therefore, too early to start proclaiming
that the grower and others in cotton trade are being put to a loss. Only
an insignificant part of the new crop has airived in the Market. A major
part of the crop comes from Punjab and this will not arrive in the market
until October. It is, therefore, too early to conclude that the cotton trade
is in a quandary and the grower, ginner and spinner are being put to
losses because of the refusal of the ginners to purchase cotton.

The Government has taken other measures to ensure that the cotton
trade achieves necessary strength and stability and the Government is
confident that the disposal of our forthcoming cotton crop would not
pose any difficulties. The Government has also taken important decisions
to create the necessary demand for cotton. The export duty on cotton
cloth manufactures and hosiery has been abolished, This would mean
greater export of cloth manufactures and consequently greater offtake of
cotton. The Government has also formulated a special yarn export
credit scheme. According to this scheme, the yarn manufacturers who
have difficulties in export sales of their yarn, can obtain special financial
assistance by pledging their stocks to the lending banks. The export
duty on cotton yarn, which is so pledged with the bank under an agree-
ment with the Export Promotion Bureau, would not be levied. This will
encourage the manufacturers to keep their production at optimum levels.
This would in turn require them to keep up their purchases of cotton
inspite of the difficulties in disposal of their yarn stocks in the inter-
national markets. The Cotton Export Corporation has also been directed
to buy cotton from the growers, if necessary. All these measures should
ensure that the cotton trade moves smoothly and the grower and others
involved in it are not put to any losses. The price of Rs, 237/- per maund
at which the Cotton Export Corporation will buy staple cotton will ensure
a return of Rs. 90/- per maund of phutti to the grower. With the Govern-
ment guarantee that it will purchase staple cotton at Rs. 237/- per maund,
there is no question of phutti prices going below the level of Rs. 90/~
per maund.

Under the circumstances, Sir, the factual situation is quite different
from that laid in the adjournment motion. The adjournment motion
Sir, is also hit by Rule 71 (¢) which lays down :—

Rule 71. (c) “it shall be restricted to a matter of recent occurrence ;”’
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Sir, it should be a matter of immediate occurrence. It is not an
immediate occurrence. This situation has been fluctuating for quite some
time and specific measures have been taken from time to time, but if
the Honourable Senator would now like to defer consideration of the
motion I have no objection.

Mr. Chairman ; Yes; Mr. Qurban Ali Shah, I hope you will be as
short as the honourable Mininster. (Laughter)
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Mr. Chairman : The procedure which has been forced upon the
House this mor:ing is not strictly warranted by the rule. 1 wouldn’t

like this to be cited as a precedence with regard to the adjournment
‘motions.
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Mr.} Chairman : So, do you agree to postpone ?
Senators : Yes, Sir.

Mr. Chairman : Consideration is postponed until next Private
Members’ Day, that will be fixed later. Your another adjournment
motion, Mr. Abdul Wahid Kurd.

Mr. Qamaruz Zaman Shah : Sir, may I make a submission. You
were kind enough to say that this adjournment motion be deferred to-
another Private Members’ Day. Sir, I suggest that it may be a day when
the honourable Minister is present rather than on next Private Members’
Day, because that may not come during this session. :

Mr. Chairman : Will you please, for my information, repeat your
objection ?

Mr. Qaaiaruz Zaman : Sir, you just announced that this adjournment
motion be deferred to anotheér Private: Members’ Day. :

Mr. Chairman : So, your objection is referring to Private Members’
Day ?

Mr. Qamaruz Zaman Shah : It may be any other day when he is
present. ' :

Mr. Chairman : Well, I will fix the date and it will be seen that
the Minister is present. It may be a Private Members’ Date. Iam not
- giving my decision. So it stands postponed to some suitable date. Do
you agree ? '
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Mr. Qamaruz Zaman Shah : Yes, Sir.
Mr. ‘Chairman : Idon’t mind. 1 always stand to correction.
Mr. Qamaruz Zaman Shah : Thank you, Sir.

Mr. Chaivman : Mr. Abdul Wahid Kurd to move his adjournment

ADJOURNMENT MOTION RE : POSTPONEMENT OF
ELECTORAL ROLLS IN BALUCHISTAN

Mr. Abdul Wahid Kurd : Sir, I beg leave of the House to move a
‘motion for the adjournment of the business of the Senate to discuss a
definite matter of urgent public importance and of recent occurrence,
namely, Electoral Rolls are being prepared throughout the country
including Baluchistan. The conditions in Baluchistan were a full-fledged
army action is going on, hardly permit the preparation of electoral rolls.
- No Government agency is in a position to function impartially or in-
-dependantly, leave alone the personnel preparing electoral rolls, Thousands
of square miles of the Marri-Bugti and Jhalawan areas are under the
virtual control of the army where no civilian agency has any say what-
soever. The people of the province are demanding that the preparation
of the electoral list in Baluchistan be deferred till the military action is
called off and normal conditions restored in the Province facilitating the
the people who have left their homes to return and enlist themselvesin a
climate of peace and tranquality.

The persistence of the Government to go ahead with the preparation
of the electoral rtolls in the prevailing conditions of Baluchistan has
.caused great public resentment and concern. This should immediately

be discussed.”
Mr. Chairman : Any objection to the admissibility of this motion ?

M. Aziz Ahmed : It is opposed, Sir,

Mr. Chairman : Kurd Sahib, you say something not about the facts
.of the case but only on admissibility. Because what I feel, correctly or
wrongly, you can point out {o me, that the main obstacle, according to
you, to the preparation of electoral rolls is the army action. As a matter of
fact, it has been repeatedly stated by the Government, inside the House
as well as outside, that allegation of army action is baseless. So it has
been denied completely by the Government. It has been stated that
.army action has been called off from the 15th of May, 1974. That is
what I remember. You can argue it. Secondly, preparation of electoral
rolls had been ordered to commence from 16th July, if I remember
correctly. This process has started since about a month ago. It is a
continuing process. Personally I don’t see, unless you point out to me,
what has happened all of a sudden which has taken you by surprise that
.something is going on there which should not have been done.  This
process, if it is correct, is continuing since about a month and army,
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according to the Government version, is no obstacle to the pre paration
of electoral rolls. You can give whatever remarks, observations, argu-
ments in your speech or address about these two points—that the army is
in action or is not in action and the preparation of electoral rolls which
actually commenced from 16th July. So you confine to these two points
without entering into the merits of the case.

Mr. Aziz Ahthed :  Sir, may I respectfully supplement the Chair’s
remarks on the point of admissibility ? T think, it will assist the honour-
able Senator in giving his reply to this issue.

Sir, the point is that this motion is merely devised to raise a discus-
sion on the situation in Baluchistan, which allegedly has arisen because of
army action. Now, the situation in Baluchistan was discussed in the
National Assembly as late as the 27th of June, 1974, That is one objection
to this motion. If it is discussed, I will show how it abounds in wrong state-
ments with regard to this allegation, but that will come later. My second
objection to this matter being discussed is that I have been advised by the
Ministry of Law that this a matter which falls within the purview of the
Chief Election Commissioner. Under the Constitution he is an independent
body and annual revision of electoral rolls is the mandatory obligation of
the Election Commission. If any special arrangements have to be made
with regard to any area, then it is for him to decide what procedure is to
be adopted for the preparation of electoral rolls, where according to him

the conditions are not normal. It is for him to decide. He is constitu-~
tionally independent. '
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Mr. Aziz Ahmed : Sir; may I with due respect make a very brief
. statement on the point.- It is true that army action was frozen on the
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15th of May, but after that criminal elements continued to commit crimes.

They have committed some very serious crimes and, therefore, Govern-
‘ment undertaking to keep the army action frozen no longer remains there.
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Mr. Chairman : Are they in action actually or are they prepared to
-go in action ? :

Mr. Aziz Ahmed : Sir, the standing instructions to the army are that
it has not to fire until it is fired upon. Within those instructions the army
‘will now continue to operate. It is operating. That is why that I raised
this question. I said that this motion is just a device to bring in
.discussion whether the Army is operating, how it is operating, whether
the civilian administration runs in that area. Itis r-ally discussing the
situation of Baluchistan. So, in so far as the army operations are con-
cerned it was discussed in the National Assembly on 27th of June and
‘therefore it should not be discussed again.

Mr. Chairman : No! No! But I would not allow them to raise a
.discussion on political and other situation of Baluchistan. They are
only saying about the obstacle in the way of preparation of electoral

rolls. If it is allowed at all they will have to confine their speeches to -

‘this one limited issue—obstacle created by the army in the way of the
-preparation of the electoral rolls. That will be the subject-matter of
_discussion, not the general political situation.

Mr. Aziz Ahmed : But, Sir, here are certain allegations which will
‘inevitably go through the entire discussion as regards the operations or
:alleged quragiogs of the army. There is a claim that there is a fulfledged
Army action going on. There is a claim that there is no Government
and agency to function impartially or independantly because of the army.

Mr. Chairman : No, No. Are these denied or you admit them ?
Mr. Aziz Ahmed : No, Sir, T would deny them.

Mr. Chairman : Deny them ? This is a simple thing. Remember
whether it is a resolution, a motjon, an adjournment motion, a privilege
motion or any other motion—any subject-matter to be discussed here is
always a battle of wits between the Treasury Benches and the Opposition.
Device is open to everybody. Iam not concerned with that. They will,
yon see, through some device have to bring something before the House

Yor discussion. But my job would be only to see, device or net device,
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that if it is not in order, I will say ‘No’ and if it is in order, I will give
my permission with the consent of the House. So, there are certain
allegations made in the adjournment motion with a view to making out
a case for the admissibility. But the crux of the whole thing is : Is there
army action actually in existence on the spot to constitute an obstacle
to the preparation of electoral rolls ? This is the crux of the whole thing.
You can say ‘Yes’, you can say ‘No’. You don’t worry about their
discussion and the general situation. That I will see that they don’t go
beyond the framework; beyond the purview of this adjournment motion.
On an adjournment motion discussion is always limited. You can’t
allow discussion on everything in the name of an adjournment motion. It
is not done. I would like you to say: Are you acknowledging the
‘allegation that the army is in action so much so that thereis an obstacle
to the preparation of electoral rolls and this has been constituted by the
army action ? You can say ‘No’, you can say ‘Yes’.

Mr. Aziz Ahmed : Sir, in my humble opinion, the question of
admissibility has first to be decided, and it is only on that ground that
I said that this motion will inevitably bring the Baluchistan situation
under debate and, therefore, I said because a similar debate on this
‘situation had taken place very recently in the National Assembly this
motion cannot be taken up. This is my first objection. My second
objection is, as I mentioned that the Election Commission is an indepen-
dent body. The Government cannot issue any directive to it. It has the
.authority under special circumstances to make special arrangements in
order to complete its task. It has to revise the electoral rolls every year.
That is a mandatory obligation. So, if there is any difficulty in the way
of preparation of electoral rolls, the application should be addressed to
it, not to Government and not to this House. I am, Sir, at the moment
only dealing with the admissibility. If you should decide, the House
should decide that this motion is admissible then I will talk about the
merits of the case. '

Mr. Chairman: We have not reached that stage, you see. What
-about the army action ?

Mr.‘ Aziz Ahmed : S'ir, I have indicantkevd the Government bosition on
that that the army action no longer remains frozen.

Mr. Chajrman : That is not the point. The point is as alleged in

the adjournment motion is the army actually in action so much so as to
constitute an obstruction to the preparation of electoral rolls ?

M. Aziz Ahmed : Then we are coming into the merits of this
‘motion.

Mr. Aziz Ahmed : Very well, Sir. I defer to your better judgement.

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Mr. Aziz Ahmed : The answer to that is flat No. I am not saying.

that the army will not act if and when required. It is there and it will
act. It must act when and where required. But to say that it is prevent-
ing the preparation of electoral rolls. . .

_ Mr. Chairman : I have asked you over and again whether the army
1s actually in action to prevent the enrollment of voters ?

Mr. Aziz Ahmed : Sir, the army comes into action only when an
incident takes place. It does not keep operation all the time. When
the criminal elements, for whom this House has some mysterious
sympathy. .

Mr. Chairman : This House has some mysterious sympathy ?

Mr. Aziz Ahmed : Some time I get this impression, Sir. 1 mean
certain Members of the House.

Mr. Chairman: Not the House because the House will include
you also.

Mr. Aziz Ahmed : I stand corrected. I don’t want to pin point the
source of sympathy. However, if required, I will doso. I would say
that these criminal elements are continuing their operations. As and
when they get an opportunity they kill innocent people whether they are

army men or civilians. More often than not, they are civilians. The-

army people are engaged there in development work and they don’t attack
anybody. In case they are attacked first, then the army must go for
them. Therefore, the army goes into operation whenever they are first
attacked and they are not in action all the time. They are building roads

and are doing other development work and that is what we think is.

MOTION RE : CORRUPTION IN AGRICULTURAL
BANK OF PAKISTAN

Mr. Qurban Ali Shah: Under rule 187, I beg to move that the
-gituation arising out of corruption in the Agricultural Bank of Pakistan
on a very large scale resulting in a great loss to the agriculture be taken
into consideration.
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Mr. Chairman : I think he has returned.

Mr. Kburshid Hasan Meer* : T have been instructed by the Finance
Minister to make one clarification in this matter. There is 3 complaint
that the Agricultural Development Bank of Pakistan staff are indulging
In corruption and that complaint has arisen from a misunderstanding.
The factual position is that one factor, which causes doubts in the minds
of the people regarding fair dealing of the Bank employees with the
borrowers, is the mode of Teécovery of outstanding loans declared as
arrears of land revenuye through the Revenue Department. Since the

of corruption by the Bank officials, the ADBP has been constantly

reviewing its machinery responsible for keeping the administration free
of corruption and exploitation. Some of the recent measures taken by
the Bank to improve the System of dealing with complaints and punitive
action against the delinquent officials are—.

(/) The Bank has already carried out reorganization of the-

administration and has established two Zonal Offices at

Islamabad and Karachi. These Zonal Offices are headed

by high powered Executive Directors. Among other

things, they have been delegated with powers to go into-

the allegations of corruption etc. against the officials who
are guilty of irregularities,

(i7) The Screening Committees have been constituted to-

consider the cases of officials guilty of misconduct and
attitude contrary to the desired ends and to screen out

inefficient and corrupt officials of the bank, The ADBpP

Staff Service Regulations are proposed to be revised for
making them more effective to deal with the cases of
corruption and inefficiency,

(#if) The former unit of complaint and investigation hag been
bifurcated into two identical units each at Islamabad and
Karachi under senior officers with the express orders to
exert effective control in maintaining the administration
free of corruption and misuse.

. Speich not coirected by the honourable Minister.
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(iv) A proposal has been made by the bank to have a Special
Police Establishment Cell in the Bank for dealing with
the cases of corruption etc, The proposal is under
consideration of the Special Police Establishment.

With the adoption of the above measures, it is hoped, the eomplaints.
of alleged corruption in the ADBP will be eliminated.

. Mr. Qamaraz Zaman Shah : I would request to be informed whether
we are discussing the motion or deferring it.

Mr. Khurshid Hasan Meer : In view of the short statement that I
have made, it is hoped that the honourable Members will agree with me:
