Building), Islamabad, at 4 of the clock in the evening, Mr. Chairman
(Mr. Habibullah Khan), in the Chair.

PROTEST BY OPPOSITION

Mr. Mohammad Hashim Ghilzai : With your pemission, Sir, I want
to make a statement about a very important event that took place today.
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Mr. Chairman: This was neither a formal statement nor any

address to the Chair or to the House warranted by the rules. I think,
they wanted to stage a walk-out and wanted to explain that they were

going out.
Now, let us proceed with the business of the House. I think the

quorum is complete. Personally, I don’t know about this, I was simply
surprised to hear what he said. I don’t know whether it is correct.

(At this stage the Opposition returned in the House).
We take up the business of the House and start with questions.

Mr. Mohammad Hashim Ghilzai : Sir, I just want to give a reply to
my friend’s observations.
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What you said was a news to me, I did not know anything of
this sort,
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' Mir. Chairman : The House or the Chaxr, you be very fair, cannot sit
in judgement over this incident. ‘ ,

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Mr. Chairman : Let us now take up the business of the House. No-
more, you see.

Ahmad Raza Kasuri has been fired upon. Who is responsible for that
we are not concerned. We can’t sit in judgement. We can’t picjudge as
to who is the culprit and who is the assailant. Anyhow, this is for the
investigating agency to find out. What has been said here is really sad.
Anyhow, let us close this chapter.

Mr. Mohammad Hanif : (a) Tarbela Dam affectees, individually and
through their Associations, have been making various demands from time
to time asking for enhanccment in compensatlon ‘and provision of
additional facilities for their rehabilitation in different townshlps and in
Punjab on the lands allotted to them.

(b) In consideration of their demands, various facilities provided by
thc Federal Government are embodied in the list placed on the Table of
the House.

LIST OF MAJOR F/ECELXTIES GRANTED TO AFFECTEES

I. In February, 1974, an ex- graua compensatzon was paid for
houses costing. upto Rs. U()O{} and houses having a value less than
Rs, 5,000 were paid a minimum of Rs. 5,000. This involved an addi-
tional expenditure of Rs. 3 crores.

2. In case of all the affectees, the owners wers allowed to cultivate
their lands, reside in the houses and reap the benefits, even after the
award was given and compensation oam to them. They were allowed to
gontinue in this manner until their evacuation. :

3. Families ineligible for allotment of land who were entitled for
transportation only within the districts of Hazara and Mardan as per
original policy were later on allowed transportation also within the
districts of Campbellpur and Rawalpindi and ultlmately to any part of
the country.

4 Access road to Ghazi Hamlet Wthh was a shingle road is being
metalled.

5. Transport 18 bemg prov1ded even for the malba of houses or trees
given free to the owners by the Government.

6. Arrangement for free food and other necessities in transit camps
are being made. ‘ ,

7. A number of Army Officers and especially selected resettlement
personnel are working day and night with motor launches, wireless sets
~and vehicles in connection with the rescue/evacuation of affected persons
-on emergency basis.

8. On the persistent demand of the displaced persons, the Govern-
ment of North West Frontier Province amended the law so as to with-
-draw the rxght to the Government to contest the award of collectors.

9. In the various- Townshlps prlce was. to be charged for developed;
plots at a rate calculated on the price of land acquired for the colony
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plus its development cost and the cost of public services provided there-
in. The Government however, later reduced the prices by eliminating
the cost of public services as well as the development charges.

10. Enhancement of the premium from 150% to 3009, above the old
schedule for items not available in the new Schedule of Rates 1967 which
was specially introduced for the Project for assessment of compensation
for the built up property. :

11. Introduction of a flat rate of 10 percent depreciation for kacha
houses instead of the usual slab rate, which went upto 66 percent.

12, Providing additional facilities in the townships not originally
included in the Resettlement Policy.

13. Sale of trees for which compensation had been paid were allowed
to the original owners free of cost. This included income from orchards,
which in some cases was received by affectees for many years.

14. Payment of bank interest earned on compensation money
deposited in the courts to affectees.

15. Construction of alternate roads from Ghazi to Sirikot and Hari-
pur to village Chapper is being taken up.

16. Reduction of prices of land allotted in Multan district was
allowed. v

17. A new Township is being constructed on Haripur-Hattar Road .
to accommodate displaced persons ftom Amb State and the over flow
from Khalabat Township. This township has recently been expanded by
another 100 acres, so as to provide 2,500 more plots.

18. The House Building Corporation has set up a branch office in
Tarbela Township in order to provide facilities for loan to affectees, for
constructing houses.

19. The Ministry of Production was asked to make arrangements for
ensuring the availability of cement and steel at reasonable prices for
construction of houses in the Township. This facility has been
provided.

20 Tenants of ex-Amb State were allowed to remove malba of the
houses formerly owned by the Nawab, free of cost.

21. Preference for employment in Tarbela Dam is being given to the
affectees.

22. A Special Land Acquisition judge, has been appointed at Hari--
pur as demanded, to hear references against awards.

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23. The Pre-emption Act has been relaxed in N.W.F.P. to znable the
affected persons to purchase land in Hazara and Mardan districts.

24. Necessary facilities were provided in Pehur Hamlet as demanded.

25. Rates of fruit and other trees were refixed and approved by the
Tarbela Dam Advisory Committee as demanded.

26. The demand of residents of village Lalogali for Resettlement
near their village on acquired land after resale to them was accepted but
was later abandoned by the applicants themselves.

27. A senior officer of the rank of Deputy Commissioner, was
agpointed in Resettlement Organisation to examine the grievances of the
aff

ectees as demanded by them.

28, The exchange of allotted land was allowed before taking physical
possession of the land allotted as demanded.

29, The affected persons demanded that the alternative land offered
should be fit for cultivation and free from all encumbrances. This
demand was accepted.

30. It was demanded that the Collectors should visit the affected
villages and make payments instead of asking the affectees to visit the

-offices of the Collectors. The demand was accepted.

31, The affectees demanded that Khalabat Township be declared .

urban area. The demand was accepted by N.W.F.P. Government in
principle. ‘

32, The affectees demanded that more labour courts should be set up
to expedite the decisions of labour cases. The demand was accepted and
one labour court was set up at Tarbela.

33. It was demanded by the affectees that the roads and bridges
coming under water should be replaced. This was accepted. '

34. It was demanded that the land which is being irrigated by tube-
wells should be considered as a higher quality land and awards be made

35. A Sub Committee consisting of Mr. Muhammad Nawaz, MPA,
Commissioner, Peshawar Division and Project Director, Resettlement

~QOrganisation was constituted to look into the problems the affectees.

36. It was demanded that those persons who were eligible for allot-

ment of alternate land but received payment, should also be considered

for land alongwith others. The demand was accepted.

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37. All belongings of the affectees, including malba, trees, crops, etc.
a%e ‘being transported by water and road, where rtequested by the
affectees. R ; : W t % :

38. Two camps have been set up, at Haripur and Oghi and free
board and lodging is being provided to those affectees who have nowhere
to go, till such time as they are properly rehabilitated.

39. Medical aid has been provided throughout the evacuation area.

40. Additional rations have been stocked in those villages which are
cut off. Army boats have been earmarked to provide transportation and
daily necessities.

41. Fair price shops at cheap subsidized rates have been set up at
Khalabat by N.W F.P. Government to cater for affectees who are in the
process of settling down as demanded.

42. A 13 mile electric line to Choiyan Township will be completed by
15 September, 1974 as demanded.

43, Roads and better water supply in Choiyan Township are in the
process of being provided as demanded.

44, Irrigation water has been provided in the lands allotted to
affectees in Punjab. Certain affectees who were not ,provided irrigation

water in Khanewal Tehsil were paid Rs. 50 per head per month till.the
water was provided, as demanded.

This was the demand by the affectees of Amb State that they ~should be
allowed to remove malba. The actual position was that that malba
bélonged to the former Nawab of Amb. So they wanted that malba
should be allowed to them and it was allowed. As far as other ameni-
ties are-concerned, actually you will have to give me a notice what else
we have done for them or what we intend to do for them. That can be
done only through a notice because the Amb State is not the place which
is affected.

The question
i8 that so many villages have been affected, and there are people who
ownéd some property, owned houses, owned land and something is to be
done for them. There are people who do not own any house, who do
not own any land and the relief and benefits were given to them as well.
So, if information is needed in respect of the inhabitants of a particular
locality, as to what has been' done for the inhabitants of a particular
locality, then a separate question should be put or a notice should be
given so that I am in a position to supply the information.

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Ch. Mohammad Hanif Khan : We have provided all the facilities.
Actually, those people who were not'in’ a position to move out of their -
houses before the water had risen were provided boats, etc. They"
are removing their malbas in the boats and afterwards they are pro-
vided 'with trucks ‘and’lorries, etc. so’'that they 'could ‘carry malbas; etc.
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Mr. Chairman : No, no, but what is your supplementary ?
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Mr. Chairman : Now, his supplementary is that you had allowed
those individuals who lived in the houses of Nawab to remove their
malba material. Have you provided them with any alternative sites ?

Ch. Mohammad Hanif Khan : We have established townships at so
many places. If a particular information is needed for the inhabitants
of Amb States then, as I have said, a separate question should be put
so that Tam in a position to let the Honourable Member know where
they are going to settle and what the Government is going to do for them.
Certainly, I will let him know I will give a detailed information for

that.
Sardar Mohammad Aslam : Again. Sir, the supplementary is that...,

Ch. Mohammad Hanif Khan: My God! It is very strange. When
1 have said that a notice should be given, why the honourable Member is
insisting unnecessarily. I have said that information, if it is needed,
then a supplementary question or a notice should be given. I don’t want
to avoid this question. Why should I avoid this question ? It is most
unreasonable, Sir, because this question is put for the third or the fourth
time. I have said that if the information is needed in respect of these
particular people then a supplementary or a notice should be given or
if the Honourable Member is. so , much interested to know each and
-everything today, he can go with me and 1 will let him know what we are

doing.

Mr. Chairman : Yes, he requires a notice.
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Ch. Mohammad Hanif Khan : Sir, the question is that I am not a
criminal here that the Honourable Member should be so strictly

about it.
Sardar Mohammad Aslam : No, Sir. It is very objectionable.

Ch. Mohammad Hanif Khan : Why should he be so touchy about
R Sardar Mohanilhéd Aslam : And why should be try to be personal ?
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Mr. Chairman : At times, it depends upon the mood. You see,
he has been shuttling between Islamabad and Turbela so oftenly......

Mr. Chairman : So far as your first supplementary question is con-
cerned, which you wanted to explain again and again, the Minister
requires fresh notice.

Sardar Mohammd Aslam : If the Ministers are not willing to answer
questions then we don’t want to put any questions.

Ch. Mohammad Hanif Khan : Have I said that I am not willing to
answer this question ?

Mr. Chairman : Why are you cross-examining me ?

Ch. Mohammad Hanif Khan : Did Isay that I am not prepared to
answer this question ? 1 have given the information which is available
with me but if any additional information is needed, I require notice for

it

Mr. Chairman : It is not necessarv that you should answer every
supplementary question.

C'h. Mohammad Hanif Khan : This is exactly what I said in the very
beginning. It is a matter of record. The record may please be seen.

Mr. Chairman : He says that he requires notice.

Sardar Mohammad Aslam : I don’t want to ask any questions. If the
Minister feels annoyed, why should we ask questions ?
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Mr. Ch‘airan : Silhnplet answer. Not a lengthy one.

Ch. Mohammad Hanif Khan : Sir, I would like to explain it, I
think, the honourable Member is misinformed about it. We made all
the arrangements long before the water had started rising. I must
respectfully submit that at least 200 trucks were made available before
the water had started rising and they were lined up there but, unfortuna-
tely, in spite of repeated requests made by the authorities the people
were not willing to get out of their houses. I think, not more than 10
or 12 trucks were used by the people. All the trucks. were available
for 2. 3 or 4 months and the Government was paying money for these

L o

trucks. When the Government came to know that people won’t vacate

their houses, naturally it is a difficult task because nobody wants to
get out of his house, then arrangements were made to provide for rafts,
boats, etc, because we knew that when water will rise we will have to
use these rafts and boats. The Army Engineers alongwith their equip-
ment were present all that time and waiting for proper time when their
services would be needed. Actually, as far as water is concerned,
nobody can anticipate when the water will rise. It is beyond human
control to predict at what time the water will start rising because it
depends upon’ rains in the catchment area. However, people are not
prepared to get out of their houses, and when water enters their houses.
then they start moving. As far as the Government is concerned, we
decided that we are not going to use any force, let the people command
their own will. At the same time, I know that these people have made
big sacrifices and whatever is possible will be done for them.

Khawaja Mohammad Safdar : I would like to draw the attention
of the Minister towards paragraph 23 .of the answer.in which he has said—

“The pre-emption Act has been relaxed in NWEP to
enable the affected .persons to purchase land in Hazara
and Mardan districts.”

Mr. Khurshid Hasan Meer : I did it. Sir, the first issue raised is out
of the purview of the Federal Government. The alleged incident of 2Ist
August, 1974 has nothing to do with the Federal Government.

Mr. Khurshid Hasan Meer : Whatever it is. It is for the Provincial
Government to deal with law and order situation whenever it occurs. It
has nothing to do with the Federal Government.

With regard to second issue regarding the rehabilitation it is stated
that for the rehabilitation of destitute repatriates the Federal Government
is doing its utmost within the resources available. On arrival in Pakistan,
destitute families were provided with repatriation grant at the maximum
rate of Rs. 300/- per family and sent to the Relief Camp, where they are
provided with cash monthly relief grant and also free ration of wheat,
edible oil, tea and dry milk powder received under food aid provided by
the World Food Programme and also sugar, which has been arranged
from Government stocks. The relief grant is provided initially to each
family for a period of six months within which efforts are made by
District Administration in collaboration with voluntary social welfare
agencies and local philanthropist to rehabilitate the families. However,
it has been decided to extend the period of relief grant by further three
months in case of those families who are not rehabilitated within the

initial period of six months.

Out of 184 families lodged in relief camp, Rawalpindi, 140 families
are reported to have been rehabilitated in the sense that they have been
either provided with some job or some small business. As such, only 44
families, who still remain to be rehabilitated, are eligible for relief grant
for the extended period of three months. The reports indicate that due
to recent Government decision for extending the period of relief grant to
9 months for the benefit of un-rehabilitated families, some of the
repatriates who had been provided with jobs are also pressing for the pay-
ment of relief grant for further period of three months. This situation
is certainly undesirable. They have to be discouraged from quitting their
jobs and sitting idle by living on the dole of the Government.

The families which have been rehabilitated are reluctant to move out
of the camp on the ground that they should be provided with houses by
the Government. The country does not have adequate resources to
arrange special housing facilities for the repatriates and, therefore, efforts
are being concentrated on mobilizing foreign assistance for the purpose.
There have been some response from three countries but the funds
received are not adequate even to cater to a small part of the total require-
ment. The inmates have been given an assurance that as and when
special housing programme is implemented for the benefit of destitute
repatriates, those who have remained in the relief camp would have the
first priority, and they would not be deprived of this benefit simply because
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~ they would quit the camp before the houses are constructed. In spite of
it they are not doing so even though they can now afford to rent
accommodation for themselves form their own earnings.

Local manufacturers are not in a position to
manufacture so many tubewells as to meet our present total requirement.
At the moment, 13000 tubewells are nct having any electricity and
thousands applications are pending with WAPDA. There is no doubt
about it. The difficulty with the manufacturers is that they have not
- been getting raw materials from abroad. Now, it has been decided to
place order for their two years’ requirements at least so that in order
to meet the demands of WAPDA for two years they will be in a position
to get raw materials from abroad and manufacture ‘these transformers
alongwith other requisites, This is being done.

Seeondly, we are sending a team abroad because I don’t think the-
local manufacturers will be in a position to meet our total requirement.
So, we have decided to send ateam abroad to import raw material and"
other requisite material. As far as -the supply of electricity to tubewells

All
respect is paid to this property. Its income is used for those very pur-
poses for which it has been created—the Trust have been created.
Therefore, it is a property which enjoys entirely a different status., Its
incidents cannot be equated with those of the evacuee trust property or
other property belonging to other individuals. It is entirely a different
property. That is why a different law is being enacted so as to keep this
property under the administrative control of the Central Government.
