RESOLUTION AT THE SAD DEMISE OF PAKISTAN’S FORMER
VICE-PRESIDENT MR.NURUL AMIN

Malik Mohammad Akhtar : Mr. Chairman, Sir, before the House proceeds
to its normal business, I would like to move with your permission, the following
resclution at the sad demise of Mr. Nurul Amin, a former Vice-President of Pa-
kistan. Sir, the resolution is :-

“This-Assembly places on record its sense of extreme sorrow and profound
grief at the sad demise of late Mr. Nurul Amin who died on the 2nd October,
1974, at Islamabad. He was very well-known as a gallant champion of
Pakistan’s solidarity and earned for himself an honoured place by dint of
his integrity, clarity of perception, firmness of purpose and clean politics.
This Assembly offers its deepest condolences and further conveys its sym-
pathy to the members of the bereaved family.”

OBITUARY REFERENCES

Rao Abdus Sattar : Mr. Chairman, Sir, with your permission, I associate
myself with the feelings and sentiments expressed by Malik Mohammad Akhtar,
Minister of State for Parliamentary Affairs. Mr. Nurul Amin was an elderly
statesman and was respected by all Pakistanis for his firm principles. He fought
for the creation of Pakistan and always firmly believed in the integrity and soli-
darity of Pakistan. He was a true Muslim and lived and died for Pakistan. He
was a great patriot. He fearlessly fought throughout his life against the forces
inimical to Pakistan. Mr. Chairman, Sir, he worked and stocd as a link bet-
ween East and West Pakistan. He took active part in the politics and was elected
to the Bengal Legislative Council in 1942 and Bengal Legislative Assembly in
1946. He was elected a Speaker of the Bengal Assembly in 1946. After Parti-
tion, Mr. Nurul Amin was appointed as a Minister for Civil Supplies in East
Pakistan Government. Later in 1948 he became the Chief Minister of East Pa-
kistan and his seat continued till March, 1954. In 1965 he was elected as
a Member of the National Assembly and became the Leader of Opposition of the
Group called the United Parliamentary Party. In 1970 elections, Mr. Nurul
Amin withstood the absolute electoral opposition of Awami League and was
elected to the National Assembly of Pakistan from Memansing. He toock over
as the Vice-President of Pakistan after the cessation of East Pakistan and was
allotted the porifolio of Cabinet Secretariat. He presided over the opening
meeting of National Assembly of Pakistan on April 14, 1972.

With these words, Sir, 1 request that ‘these feelings of the House
may be conveyed to the members of the bereaved family and we pray that his
sould may rest in peace. s ] -
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Mr. Chairman : Honourable Members of the House, I feel greatly honoured
to associate myself with the sentiments and feelings expressed from both sides
of the House. Late Mr. Nurul Amin was not a figure that was not known in
the country, in the sub-continent and in Pakistan. He was one of the oldest poli-
ticians of the country. 1 remembered the days when I was a student, and T used
to hear his name, and shortly before the creation of Pakistan he was, as every-
body knows, in the forefront of the struggle for the establishment of this Muslim
Homeland.  Mr. Nurul Amin cannot be forgotten. Why? Because he was
one of these who believed in the oneness of Pakistan, he struggled for the oneness
of Pakistanand translated his belief in action by migrating from East Pakistan
making all sorts of sacrifices in settling here in Pakistan. He was an unbreakable
link between East Pakistan and West Pakistan. 1 wouldn’t be wrong if 1 say
that he was a symbel of oneness, because he believed in Pakistan and in oneness
of Pakistan. He lived for Pakistan and died for Pakistan. Such a man cannot
be forgotten. As you know when heart is full, words are very few, so I again
express myself joining the earlier speakers by giving expression to deep sense
of sorrow and grief at the sad death of late Mr. Nurul Amin. I pray to -qu
that his soul may rest in eternal peace and give fortitude to the members of his
family to bear this unbearable loss. T have no doubt in mind that entire House
would agree with me that this message of condolence should be conveyed to the
members of the bereaved family. Before a formal motion is to be moved for
adoption by the House to adjourn the House, there is a formality, and T would
request Mufti Zafar Ali Nomani to please offer Fateha for the soul of the de-
ceased. -
