%ﬁﬁlic importance and of recent occurrence, namely, that Pakistan Embassy

Representative at Muscat is quite ignorant of the Geographical fact of his country
that Wana and the area of Southern Waziristan is situated in Pakistan. The
Representatives (at Muscat) gross ignorance caused great worry and hardships to
nine citizens of Pakistan in Muscat Jail as he refused them to be Pakistani citizens.
This incident at Muscat'is a clear proof that the Foreign office of Pakistan is being
run quite inefficiently, indifferently and -clumsily. The incident is reported in
daily ‘Nawa-i-Waqt’, Rawalpindi of 21st January, 1975. This unfortunate incident
hasg caused great turmnil, dissatisfaction, uncertainty and it has also created doubts
in the mind of the people of Pakistan. ’

Mr. Deputy Chairman : Yes, who is speaking ?

Major General (Retd.) Jamal Dar : Opposed Sir. I am dealing with this
case, The Pakistan Mission, Muscat, has confirmed that there is no truth or subs-
tance in this allegation. There can be no question of ignorance on the part of the
Embassy officials that Wana and Southern Waziristan are not part of Pakistan,
Nor it is true that the Pakistan Embassy refused to assist the persons in question
on the ground that they were not Pakistanis. Since the Adjournment Motion is
based on hypothetical assumption, it may be rejected by the Chairman iinder Rules
of Procedure and Conduct of Business in Senate,————Rule 71-J.

Khawaja Mohammad Safdar : Sir, T beg to move that the situation arising
out of rampant corruption in the civil administration of the Federal Government
be taken into consideration. ‘

Mir. Deputy Chairman : The motion moved is that the situation arising out

of rampant corruption in the civil administration of the Federal Government be
taken into consideration.

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At this stage the Chair was vacated by Mr. Deputy Chairman and occupied
by Mr. Presiding Officer, Agha Ghulam Nabi Khan.
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Major-General (Retd.) Jamal Dar : Sir, Government is fully alive to the
situation and has already taken several steps to curb and stop the inefficiency, etc.,
in the civil administration. The steps taken are that a law has been promulgated,
Civil Service Act 1973, under which Government servants of the rank of Additional
Secrztary and above can be retired at any time from service on account of corrup-
tion, inefficiency or any other reason. In the case of other Government servants
they can be retired on completion of 25 years of qualifying service for pension.
In the case of those who have not completed 25 years qualifying service for pension
they can be retired under the disciplinary rules. The old disciplinary rules were
cumbersome and time consuming. ~
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These have been revised to ensure prompt disposal of disciplinary actions.
A sub-committee comprising of Secretary Establishment, Secretary Interior and
Sacretary of Ministry concerned has been set up for considering the cases of  in-
cfficiency and corruption among officers of Grade 17 and above. The Ministries/
Divisions have already been asked to appoint similiar committees for officers of
Grade 16 and below. Big departments, such as Telephone and Telegraph and
Pakistan Public Works Department have been instructed to set up separate com-
mittee to look into the cases of corruption and inefficiency. The Ministries and
Divisions have been asked to set up a similar committee in respzct of the employees
of the Corporations under them. Other Departments have also been instructed to
~stablish separate Anti-corruption Cells to investigate cases of corruption. . The
Government will continue its drive to eradicate the evils of corruption. A Cabinet
Committee comprising of five Ministers has been«formed, very recently, to look
into the question of curruption.
