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STATEMENT OF PUBLIC IMPORTANCE RE : WORKING
OF THE SENATE

Malik Mohammad Akhtar (Mlms(er of State for Parliamentary Alffairs) :
Mr. Chairman, with your permission, I would refer to rule 231 which you know
well but for the benefit of this august House I would like to say that it
empowers a Mmlster to make a statement on a matter of public importance,
and the ruleis, Sir, **A statement may be made.”

Mr. Acting Chairman : Which rule you referring to ?
Malik Mohammad Akhtar : Rule 231, Page 115.

Mr. Acting Chairman : Yes®
Malik Mohmmad Akhtar : It says :

“‘A statement may be made by a Minister on a matter of public importance
with the consent of the Chairman but no question shall be asked nor
discussion take place thereon at the time the statement is made.”?

, Sir, T want to make a statement in public interest in respect of the working
of the Senate. If you kmdly allow me to make a statement to clarify certain
impressions which have been created.

Mr. Acting Chairman : Yes, you have my permission. Please speak.

- Malik Mohammad Akhtar : Mr. Chairman, as you know, this august
House was summoned on the 6th of August, 1975, to elect its Chairman and
Deputy Chairman. and to do other Iegislative work. The date was important
and necessary because there were vacancies in ‘the office of the honeurable
Chairman and Deputy Chairman and certain vacancies in the 'Standing
Committees. Sir, as you know, we filled those vacancies and even the élections
to the Committees were held, and the Members of opposition were also included
as a matter of their right, and due quota was given to the Oppesition, . and. the
names were selected after a joint meeting of the Leader of the Housc, your
goodself, the Leader of the Opposition, Khawaja Mohammad Safdar and ,
Mr. Waheed Akhtar, a Senater. Sir, immediaiely thereaf.er, a Bill was to
be moved, and the next day six Bl“b were brought on the Agenda of the
Senate. But Senate has got its own traditions, its own conventions and its
own parliamentary practices, which are just the same as in other.democratic .‘
countries, and I am proud to say that this House is maintaining its traditions, -
conventions and customs. Naturally, a motion under rule 106 was moved in
respect of all those Bills by the honourable Leader of1he House and the Bl“S
- were 1efeued to the Standing Committees. : ,

Now, Sir, another point is that over there in respect of another Bill which
is probabi] the seventh Bill and in respect of which a report has been presented’
today, i.e. the Legal Practitioners and Bar Councils Bill, 1975. Sir, I take

pride in saying that the Government, since, at least, I have come to
assunie the duty of serving this  Housg, is mkims all. care that all the matters
which are enumerated in Part 1I of the Federal Legislative List or.in the
Concurrent Legislative List must ‘originate in this. Hous@ and [ am proud to -
say that out of 54 Bills so far originated and passed by this House, seven were

originated in this House. We could get seven only which fell within the sphere
and which could be originted in this House, and the eighth Bill was originated
yesterday. Sir, that is what 1 may mention again in respect of the Legal
Practitioners and Bar Councils Bill, 1975. So, Sir, the Geovernment as well
as the honourabls Senators are trying to proceed in a democratic way.

Sir, without entering into a controversy with the Press, for which we have
got great respect and regard, and even their report was factually correct when
they were mentioning that the sittings of the Senate were for a brief period.
All that I have stated is to elucidate the fact that it is not that at present only
the Senate is working but the Senate’s newly constituted Committees are at
hard task. I will not use word ‘“work” to say that they are working. They
are on the other hand, at the hard task. Sir, it was on the 7th and then again
on the 8th that a number of Bills were referred to standing Committees, and
then another Bill was referred yesterday and in respect of those Bills after
due deliberations in certain cases, Ican’t refer to Bills expressly because the
proceedings of the Committees are always secret, but I can go to the extent
of standing that all the Committees are sitting for hours. This morning we
had a Committee meeting which sat at 8.30 a.m. and they were in session for
about mmore than 11 hour or even because I had to leave mid-between. Sir, I
want to make it clear, and to make it known to the catire nation that the
Senate is working democratically in accordance with the Constitution and in
accordance with the rules, and it is all due to the strict observance of rules.
And another point which I will touch later is that there are louger sittings of
the Comm:ttee and shorter sittings of the Senate during the first week. My
second point is, Sir, that Senate is working efliciently. As T have stated, we
have got seven Biils in hand and we have already passed 54 Bitls. This is the
entire work which came from the National Assembly since October, 1974,
since when I have been assigned this humble position to serve this House.

Now, Sir, another reason for short sittings of the Assemblies is absence
of the Opposition. T will be the last man to criticise the Opposition in their
absence but I consider that I have got to refer to this that during the
first week generally we cover the gap between the two sesstons, and there
are certain adjournment motions of public importance. Then there may be
one or two privilege motions -due to violation of certain sort-of rights of a
member or of a committee or of the House. Sir, as a matter of fact, we
start with the questions. The Goverameat Members also do put in the
questions, and some of the questions may be coming very shortly, if I am not
mistaken. Then, Sir, after questions half an hour is for the adjournment
motions. Then, there is some time for th¢ privilege motions and the privilege
motions get precedence. Sir, all that gap is there and in ad dition to that gap.
there is a gap that the legislation had to be processed properly in the
Committees, and 1 again repeat, reiterate, stress and say that the Committees
working very hard, and they are putting up very hard task. They arc going
not only into the original Bills but into the principal Acts, which the original
Bills arc seeking to amend, and they arz getting very good reports. ‘

So, Sir, what I miean to say is-in short that if there are brief sittings of the
House, we are not sitting idle. I admit the reporting of the Press is correct.
But at the same time, for hours the Committees are sitting, and all the
Commiltees are at work, and they have compléied, [ should say, theit
discussions and deliberations on at least those Bills and probably one is siill

rending with them, So, Sir, I want to clarify that the Senatfe is not sitting
1dle.  All the honourable Senators are at work although they are doing the
work behind the screcn, at a different placce—in the Commitice Rooms—and
when these reports are brought there. will be lively debates, and I consider
that there will be longer sessions.

I wish the Oppoition should be there to perform their own duty.
I am not making a request to them. I want to make it clear, But it is their
own constitutional obligation to attend the House for 90 days, and they are
violating their constitutional obligation. They have got no right to be Members
and draw all the privileges which as a Member of this House they ean be
benefitted to and probably they arc enjoying all the privileges, and still they
absenting themselves. )

Lastly, Sir, we have got to work under the Constitution, Probably it is
Article 54, if I am not mistaken. There arc going to be 90 working days and
the Government is doing its utmost and the Members are also doing their
utmost to held 90 sittings, and werk for 90 days. 1 consider that there will
Le jengthy sittings, and present we are not avoiding the work. True, we do
sit here for shorter period but we have got some lengthy and thorough
deliberations in the committees, and the Committees are working very very
actively. : o :
