Then again, he has to go to
Lahore and from there he has to get a third plane to reach Islamabad.
So, that is most inconvenient. Besides this Sukkur is 50 miles away from
Jacobabad and we have no means of communications, proper means of
communications, to reach Sukkur. So, Sir, | put it to the House. I
think, I had spoken in detail, and all the Members participated in the
debate last time.

That is® why I suggested, not only for the
convenience of the passengers but also for lifting of cargo when 1 talked
about Jacobabad-Sukkur. There is a service from Sukkur. I know it
very well. Sukkur is my adjoining district. From Sukkur it
takes about three hours. But if you do not ‘have your own ,conveyance—
I th-nk, I will suggest to Maulana Sahib to try once—it is so difficult to
travel because there is no train service to connect the flight «from Sukkur
Airport. So, one has to depend upon the commomn CONveyance and
depend on the outmoded buses where 40 or 50 people travel, and as I

said last time, equal number of animals travelling. So, that is’ not a

very pleasant journey for a person who wants to travel by air if he has
to travel these 59 miles in this crude manner. [ do not think it will be
a pleasant journey. to board the plane also. So, my suggestion is that we
have all the requirements; there is an airport. There is a suggestion
that that airport is also a military airbase. So like that we have so many
other airbases like Maripur and Chaklala: They have ‘a section: there
which .can be used commercially aad in times of emergency, - even
commercial planes start doing" military jobs. = So, that" reason atone will
ot be valid. 1 think, from “the business point of view, from the
passenger point of view and from the financial point of view, the
Government would not go into loss if they start service linking Jacob-

abad and other main centres of the country.

So, therefore, I think, Sir, only these 20 to 28 tubewells
are left which are not energlsed The other tubewells were energised and
they are working satisfactorily. Other tubewells were e*lermaed in
different parts of Khairpur but only these 28 tubewells are left which need
electricity.
