'Mr, Abdul Hafeez Pirzada (redd by Malik Muhammad  Akhtar) :
(@) The Minister for Education announced to the Pakistani community that the
Government of Pakistan would help the Community to establish one or two
institutions subject to the laws of U.K. .

(b) He discussed the possibility of opening these schools with the leading
members of the Pakistani Community and directed the Embassy officials to
examine various aspects of this proposal. It was therefore decided that
societies ‘of Pakistanis abroad be encouraged to raise funds locally for this
purpose, while- Government of Pakistan should aid these schools by giving
suitable grantintaid. Lately one such grant®of £ 10,000 has been released by

_ the Government of Pakistan as a contribution towards the purchase of a plot
for the construction of school building in Bradford.
