18. *Khawaja Mohammad Safdar : Will the Minister for Fuel, Power hand
Natural Resources be pleased to refer to his answer to my starred Question No. 11
given on 15th November, 1975, and state the quantity of water proposed to be
released to each Province out of the 1.6 million acre feet of water to be released
from the Tarbela Reservoir during the current Rabi season ?

M. Mohammad Yusuf Khattak : The stored water at Tarbela is being released
keeping in view the requirements of the schedule of repairs of stilling basins of
Tunnels 3 and 4 and the safe operation of the spillway. It is proposed to gradually
Tower the reservoir level to elevation 1500 feet by the end of March, 1976. The
1.6 million acre feet of stored supplies so released are being distributed between

the Provinces by the Federal Government on an ad hoc basis keeping in view their

respective demands but without prejudice to their rights or claims. This is an
interim arrangement till the question of apportionment of river waters is resolved.

A substantial portion of the storage at Tarbela out of the 1.6 MAF is yet to
be released. Since the requirements of various provinces are dependent upon a
‘number of factors, it is not possible at this stage to forecast as to the exact quantity
of water that may be released to each province.
