Khawaja Mohammad Safdar : Sir, two words are used in this rule. “One-
is “difficulty ' in the implementaticn of the rules and the other word used is
“inconsistency ', Sir, I understand that the honourable Chairman of the Stand-
ing Committce is not present. It is unfortunate, I think, he must have been
kept away by some urgent work, but that does not mean that there is any diffi-
culty in the implementation of these rules. All that can be done is that the'Com-="
mittee should be asked to meet again, and the Secretary is the competent person

10 convenc the meeting. He can convene the meeting. Let the Committee .
o W meet and appoint somebody else from amongst its members to present the re-

r port. That is the only way out. Oniy a few days age, we adopted this pro ce-
dure and that is the correct procedure. I will request ycu, Sir, that this rule can-
not be invoked as, I think, it is not applicable in the present case. This is my
objection, Sir. Two words have been used in this rule— “inconsistency” and
“difficulty”. There is no difficulty. If the gentleman had been here, he could
have presented the report. Moreover, we have another course open to us for the
presentation of the report. Even today, I think, we have no other business, and
this House can be adjourned after a few minutes and then, of course, the Secre-
tary who is competent to convene the meeting of the Standing Committee can
convene the meeting, and the members are here. This is another matter if the
quorum of the Standing Committee is not complete, Sir.

- Mr. Deputy Chairman : I think, Senator Masud Ahmad Khan will guide
