PAKISTAN STRANDED IN NEPAL

5. *Khawaja Mohammad Safdar: Will the Minister of State for Cabinet
be pleased to state :

(a) the number of Pakistanis still stranded in Nepal and the reasons for
not repatriating them so far; ’

(b) the number of persons of the agreed categories who have been cleared

by the Government of Pakistan, but are still in Bangla Desh, and the reasons -

for not repatriating them so far; and

(c) the number of persons who being members of divided families have
applied but have not so far been issued clearance certificates ?

Makhdesmzada Mohammad Amin Fahim (Read by Malik Mohammad
Akhtar, Minister for Law and Parliamentary Affairs) : (a) None.

(b) The number of such cleared persons is 14,970. According to ths
International Committee of Red Cross it is not known as to how many of the
cleared persons are still physically present in Bangladesh,. as a good number
of them have already arrived in Pakistan through various rcutes. The question
of their repatriation is receiving attention.

(c) 1,617 review petitions involving about 8,085 persons are still pending.
It is being ascertained through local authorities whether their cases are genuine.
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Malik Moham\mad Akhtar : Sir, as a matter of fact, it covers all the autho-

rities concerned with the repatriation work. They are all concerned, Khawaja
Sahib. You must appreciate this, ’
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Malik Mohammad Akhtar : Sir, as a matter of fact, it is clear in the answer
that a large number have already arrived. Some have come through Govern-

‘ment assistance and have been properly registered, entered, and record has

been maintained. The others have come on their own and whosoever is left,
we are trying to make arrangements that ‘he is repatriated. Now; we have
ot better relations, and I consider there will be no difficulty in getting the
persons repatriated who desire to come over to Pakistan.
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“ The question of their repatriation is receiving attention.”
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“The question of their repatriation is receiving attention.”
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- Malik Mohanumad Akhtar : I consider it is very difficult to fix the time, but
I assure that all possible mecasures are being taken, and no time would be
lost to get them repatriated. If there are any applicants to make the request,
we are equally interested to get them back. Now, when both the Governments
have got very close and friendly relationship, that should be no matter. Let
us wait for some time. The conditions have improved a lot. They will be
coming back very soon. p

In the case of others,
as they were not entitled to arrears of salaries, they were give appropriate
maintenance allowances.

“(a) Repatriated Federal Government servants and those belonging
to Civil Armed Forces who were entitled to arrears of pay the
same have been disbursed.

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Malik Mehammad Akhtar : Sir, in pursuance of the decision of the Execu-

tive Committee of the Centenary Celebrations of Hazrat Quaid-e-Azam in a
ceting held on 6th November 1975, it was decided that the University of
Islamabad be renamed as Quaid-e-Azam University. So, Sir, four or five
clauses arc being amended to substitute the new name of Hazrat Quaid-e-Azam.

Then, Sir, there is another proposal in the Bill.  In order to strengthen
the administration of the University and to ensure smooth functioning, we are
creating a post of full-time Pro-Vice-Chancellor, who will be incharge of the
administrative and financial matters. Sir, this post is being created because
such does exist in Punjab and other Universities, and probably this is under
consideration for Karachi University as well. So, we thought it proper to
create this post, because it has already been carried out in Punjab.
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Mialtk Mchammad Akhtar: On a point of order, Sir. The hon’ble Senator
has mentioned that there was an inquiry and has also mentioned abou: a well
placed person of great dignity and integrity and that the report of the Inguiry
Committee may be under censideration of the Government. I would request
him not to mention anything about that. ’

Mr. Chairsazn: Malik Sahib, if the case is before a coutt or any judicial -

You can say, but you cannot
anticipate the report of the Committee.

Myr. Chaivman : When decision on the recommendauons of the Committee
is taken, then he can inform you.

Malik Mohammad Akhtar : Yes, of course, Sir.

Mr. Chairman : If the report is at the consideration stage, then he cannot
tell vou avbout it, but once any decision is taken over the recommenda’ions of
the Committee, then you can ask what the decisions are. ’
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Mr. Chairman' Yes, Maulana.
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Mr, Chairman : Thank you. Yes, Leader of the House.
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Mr. Chairman : Thank you. Yes, Malik Akhtar.

Malikk Mohammad Akhtar : Sir, there is nothing, because it is only repeti-
tion, and I' do not want to repeat the arguments already  advanced by my
friends and colleagues on either sides. As far as a meniion has been made
in respect of some inquiry, it is clear that when the inquiries are held and the
reports ar¢ submitted, if anybody is found guilty, naturally the Government is
bound to take action. So, there should be no apprehensions or anticipations

‘about these matters, and that is altogether a separatc matter. 1 do not want

to go into details. Of course, in order to improve the efficiency and admin-
istration Pro-Vice-Chancellor is being appointed.

As 1 said in my opening speech, I consider that as far as Ideology of
Pakistan is concerned, that is not only being preached in this University, but
also on political platforms. Pakistan Peoples Party has done it through thou-
sands of meetings. At least 1 have addressed more than fifty meetings in
this connection during this years.
