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Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso : Sir, I would like to ask the hon’ble Minister as
to the fact whether there was any previous information given in the news-
papers or through otaer media that these tractors were to come to Pakistan
prior to their arnval over here in Pakistan?

Malik Mohammad Akhtar (Minister for Law and Paliamentary Affairs) :
Sir, when the import order is placed, the concerned parties are positively
informed, and naturally they make applications, and in this case as far as the
tractors are concerned, we have got a long waiting list, and there is no
necessity to advertise that so many tractors are being imported.

Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso : Sir, with regard to the question of purchase of
tractors on cash payment, I beg to differ with the answer, because thereis no
waiting list as far as cash parchasvs are concerned. So, with regard to cash

purchases, I would like to ask : Would it not be fedSlb’C that the arrival of
tractors should be notified in advance, so that the people could be able to
procure that much amount?

Malik Mohammad Akhtar : Sir, this isa good suggestion, and we shall
keep it in view in future,

Mr. Chairman : He has noted your suggestion.

 Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso : Another supplementary.

With regard to the question of these 500 tractors, would the Federal
Government “consider fixing a limit out of those tractors which are to be bought
by the farmers on ADBP loans and those which are to be purchased by the
farmers on cash payment? . '

Malik Mohammad Akhtar It is another suggestion, Sir. [ will certainly
communicate the suggestion. He discussed this with me. He wants certain
snggestions to be intimated to the proper quarters. We will be too happy to do

Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso : Could 1 request the honourable Minister that
larger number of tractors be allocated on the loan side rather than on the cash

side. Iam saying that because most of the purchasers on the loan s1de are
small farmers:

Malik Mohammad Akhtar : 1 humbly submit again that it is a good
suggestion, may be a useful one and I will ce_rtainly communicate it.

Mr. Chairman : He wants something more than your assurance that his
suggestions will be conveyed to the quarters concerned

Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso : With regard to my questlon 12 (¢) I would ask
the honourable Minister why Baluchistan was ignored and out of these 500

Russian tractors not a single tractor was allocated to Baluchistan either on
- cash basis or loan basis.

Malik Mohammad Akhtar : Probably the honourable Senator wants to
know why the quota allocated to Baluchistan was not consumed. Why I ask

this is because 1 had asked the province-wise break up of tractcrs and in the
reply Sind, Punjab, NWFP, Federally Administered Tribal Area have been

mentioned but not Bdluchlstan

- Mr. Chairman : Malik Sahib, here is a eupplementary that tractors were
allocated to Sind, Punjab, NWFP but not so Baluchistan.
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Malik Mohammzad Ak*ntar Bzcause there was no demand and no orders
were placed. :

Mr. Farooq Ahmad Khan Leghari : Supplementary Sir. The honourable
Minister has informed us that 500 Russian tractors arrived in the country
in 1976 todate. I would like to know whether any other consignment of
Russian tractors is arriving in the country before the year is out and, if so,
how many ?

Malik Mohammad Akhtar : That was the consignment which was booked
in the year 1975 and which was received in the year 1976. That was for 500
tractors only. Nothing more is to come.

Mr. Chairman : Malik Sahib, he wants to know whether more than these
500 are likely to arrive in Pakistan.

Malik Mohammad Akhtar : Sir, I would humbly submit, let there be
no confusion, that only 500 tractors were booked in 1975. Part (a) of the
question says, ‘the numbers of Russian Tractors imported in 1976 and the
anwser is very simple that, we booked 500 in 1975 and we have received 500.
As far as fresh order is concerned, I am not able to say anything at this stage.
I was asked in the question, the number of Russian tractors imported in 1976,
and the answer is very positive, very clear.

Malik Mohammad Akhtar :, What was the procedure of .ﬁidei}t‘i’ﬁc;a,tion ?

Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso : What was the procedure before this prescm
form has come into being ?

. Malik Mohammad Akhtar : Well, Sir, there have been three types of
purchases or. sales.. ADBP loanees, second holders of permit prior.to 16th
of April, 1976 and third free cash sale. In all the cases the buyers applica-
tions were to be accompanied by full tractor cost either in the form of ADBP
pay order or bank draft-or cash. The tractors on free cash. sale ‘were only
being delivered to general farmers who produced the necessary affidavit. So,
that was the procedure which is being implemented so far.

. Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso : . My question was not .the present p(@céufe
which is being implemented. My question was with regard to the past pro-
cedure—the procedure which has been changed now in the present form.

__Malik Mohammad Akhtar : Iamsorry. You only asked the present
procedure. )

If you refer to part (a) of your question it reads :

- «sWhether it is a féét that the present pxocégiurCf for
sale of tractors has resulted in their being sold in
 fictitious names”, »

and we have said ‘no’ to it. Then, you have mentioned whether we: intend
to make rules, and we have answered that affidavit; photecopy of identity
card etc., would be obtained. So, you have not asked for the procedure
priog. to what is being followed .now. However, if you put in a fresh
question that will be positively answered. | -

Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso : Sir, this is my original question ‘which the
honourable Minister is repeating.. My supplementary.is:based on:this particular
question. . My original question is, ¢‘what is the present procedure’”, and my
supplementary is, ‘what was the previous procedure **? _

Malik Mohammad Akhtar : We will need notice for that. Kindly give
a fresh notice.
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Mr. Afza! Khan Khoso : T will give a fresh notice, but I will ask
another supplementary with your permission, Sir, before this present
procedure was it a fact that a purchaser for cash had to produce his title-
deeds of the land that he was owning ?

Malik Mohammad Akhtar : Sir, it is just a repetition of the previous
supplementary for which [ have aoologxsed For this a fresh notice is
required, as he has mdxrectly put the same question. Let him put in another
question, and we will give a detailed answer.

Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso : Another supplementary, Sir. Isit not a fact
that by doing away with the production of title papers, a person on just
four rupees affidavit could purchase in different names as many tractors as
possibie and sell them in black-market ?

hA Mr. Chairman : He has already said that he wants a fresh notice for
tnat.

Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso : Even for that, Sir.

Mr. Chairman : That is what he has said.

Mr Afzal Khan Khoso : Then, again a supplementary, Sir. Would the
honourable Minister consider giving dlrectxons with regard to the adoption of
the previous procedure which was more fool-proof than the present
procedure ?

Malik Mohammad Akhtar : Here I beg to'diﬁ"er. I consider that it is
an improved procedure. In any case his suggestion can be passed on to the
relevant quarters. ‘

Mr. Chairman : His suggestion is that instead of present procedure we
should revert to the old procedure.

Malik Mohammad Akhtar : That can’t be possible, but I promise to
pass on the suggestion and they can consider it, because we just came to the
present procedure “after having reallsed that the old procedure was not so

The
balance twenty-one paisa is to cover local cartage expenses of four paisa,
Misc. expenses of three paisa. Octroi charges two paisa and Sub-agents
margin of tweleve paisa.

(b) Yes. Freight for supplies wihtin 25 miles radius of the main oil
depot at Sihala is not added to the overall margin to twenty-five paisa which
includes a notional figure of four paisa for cartage.

(¢) No. After paying paisa two per gallon as Octroi and paisa four per
gallon as freight, Kerosene Oil dealers are left with ninteen paisa as gress
profit only if he does not emply sub-agents. If he employs sub-agents then
gross profits is reduced to seven paisa—four paisa commission and three paisa
overhead expenses.

(d) No. Petrol and High Speed Diesel Oil are transported by Oil Com-
panies up to petrol pumps. As these two products are-sold to Consumers at
the equalized price fixed by Government, at petrol pumps, total transportation
expense are borne by Governmerit.

Mr. Mohammad Yusuf Khattak : Sir, there is very little to say about
this Bill, because this is a very short Bill.and-a very innocuous Biil.

- The Oil and Gas Development Corporation was set up under OGDC
Ordinance, 1961 for the purpose of exploration, development, production,
refining and sale of oil and gas in the country. It has been now in- existence
for about fifteen years. It has done very good work, because this is the only
indigenous, only Pakistani oil corporation, which is involved in exploration
activities, and it has to its credit the discovery of certain very important gas
fields like Kohisari and Hundi, but now during the fifteen years ofits
continuance certain difficulties have been experienced. The time has now
come to give it another look to meet those problems which have been felt for
a very long time. One of the main difficulty, as you know, Sir, is that
nowadays there is a great shortage... '

[At this stage the Chair was occapie‘d by Mr. Deputy Chairman,
' ‘ Mr. Tahir Mohammad Khan.] '

Mr. Mohammad Yusuf Khattak : One of the main difficulties is that
there is a great shortage of technical people all over the world, and there are
very great allurements and attractions in countries outside Pakistan for
technically qualified people. As a result of this attraction from other
countries, particalarly the Gulf countries and other oil producing countries,
lot of technical people have been drawn from here to other countries. That
is because the scales of pay of OGDC have been so meagre and so little that
it could not keep its own technically expert’ people within the ~Corporation.
Now, through this amendment they have come with the proposal that there
should be no bar and no ceiling fixed on that, and they should be able to offer
competitive terms. This Bill will remove the lack of competence on the part
of the Corporation to appoint local people on such terms and conditions as

may be available to them in other organizations whether local or foreign.

This bottleneck is being removed by this amendment.

Apart from this the Ordinance had also placed a ceiling on Government
allocation of funds to the Corporation for running its operations from year to
year. The ceiling was that the Government could not allocate mor: than
twenty five crores of rupees, but now that ceiling has been removed because
this year the Government has been pleased to allocate forty two crores of
rupees to.the Oil and Gas Development Corporation for exploration of oil
and séarch for -oil, and that constraint has been also removed. If the
Government can spare more funds, it should be able to do it, and it should
not be bound by this constraint that it cannot give more than twenty five
crores of rupees. : ' S )

Then, Sir, the management of the affairs of the Corporation was vested
in the Board of Directors. Now through this amendment it has been suggested
that there should be a permanent Board and not Members on part time basis.

Mr Chairman, Sir, we are
brmgmg about useful amendments in the Qil and Gas Deve]opment Corpo-
ration Ordinance, 1961. It is precisely after 15 years and it is intended on one
side to remove thc maximum limit on the Goverament contribution to the
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fund of the Oil and Gas Development Corporation and on the other to autho-
rise the Corporation to determine the terms and conditions of their employees
and advisers. Sir, it is also intended to give impetus and incentive to employees
to accelerate this stupendous and of course uphill task which lies ahead. Sir,
genius is no more the prerogative of the metropolis. Larkana has also pro-
duced a prodigy, a prodigy of universal and global recognition. I am san-
guine that with the blessings of Almighty Allah and under the dynamic and
coveted leadership of Quaid-i-Awam, of co irse with the efforts of Corporation,
the day is not far off when we will strike oil. I wish Corporation God speed

and success,

As regards the criticism of my learned colleague Senator Shahzad Gul, 1
may submit that he should have better put it in the form of a question. He
has asked the Minister concerned with regard te the performance of the Cor-
poration, but has not given his observations with regard to the an.endments
which are going to be incorporated throuzh this Amending Bill. Sir, as I have
suggested earlier that this is in the wider interest of the country and the nation.
The Federal Government is not keen to enhance or throw away the money by
removing the maximum limit towards its contribution. But as we have made
headways and progress in other spheres and fields, likewise I hope the Oil and
Gas Development Corporation has expanded manifold also. So, Sir, with
these observations I whole-heartedly support the amendments incorporated in
the present Amending Bill. Thank you very much.

Mr. Deputy Chairman : Thank you. Now, Senator Mchammad Aslam.

Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso : Mr. Chairman, Sir, the Qil and Gas_Develop-
ment Corporation Ordinance, 1961 is being amended by the Oil and Gas
Development Corporation Bill, 1976. I would have preferred or liked that

the Minister concerned should have been here, and he could have heard these
suggestions given by Senator Sardar Mohammad Aslam Khan, aithough the
hon’ble Minister for Law and Parliamentary Affairs is dealing with this, and [
am sure he will convey these suzgestions to the Minister concerned. Now,
Sir, with regard to the amending Bill, I have a few things to say, of course, I
snpport it in toto. The objectives of the amending Bill are very clear as it has
been said that on the one hand the Bill seeks to remove the limitations placed
on the Federal Government as regards the Federal Government’s contribution
towards the Corporatien’s funds. were concerned. - With regard to expert
advice, technicians and what not, in the present day world everything has to
bs paid for, and if you want inferior type of technicians, you can get them
very cheaply, Sir. But we want very superior kind of technicians, experts and
advisers, and for that we have gotto pay thraugh the nose because of the
competitive world. 8o, the decision regarding the himit placed on the maxi-
mum contgibution is very well consigned. The present Government has thought
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of it and decided to remove it because this limit on the contribution of Federal
Government was placed about fifteen years ago in 1961. As we all know in
1661 things were so different. Drilling equipment was very cheap, Expert
advice was not so costly. Geophysical, geological seismic tests and studies
were beyond the reach of ordinary nations and countries. But as things stand
at the present moment it is not what things were 15 years back. | will give
two instances to support my argument. One is that we had in 1967 the Arab
and Israeli War which closed the Suez Canal. The result and consequential
effect was that there had to be a divergence from Cape Town which meant
manifold increase in the freight rates; and the second is that in 1973 we had
the 2nd Arab-Isracli War which resulted in consequential oil embargo and
refixation of oil prices by the oil producing countries.

Sir, as a matter of consequence this refixation of price or the several time
increase in the price of crude oil created lot of problems, especially for the poor
nations. This caused mainly international inflation in capital goods and tech-
nical-know-how and expert advice. When we wanted to engage consultants
their charges were raised because of the enhanced cost of living in all the
countries practically, especially those countries which were dependant upon oil
for energy. So, keeping in view these things, twenty-five crores was a very
meagre sum to deal with such important matters as oil and gas exploration.
Now, Sir, as we all know, in the last 15 years the Oil and Gas Development
Corporation has only drilied 17 wells which is a recorded fact. Whereas in
the developed countries in this period they should have drilled not less than
100 wells. These are the statistics. But what was the .mpediment before
them? In my view the impediment was the lack of resotirces, international
inflation, and cost of production and exploration went high. So, all these

factors are there, Sir.

With regard to one or two objections raised by my worthy friend, Senator
Shahzad Gul, that no sincere efforts have been made in Pakistan although in
the states adjoining Baluchistan, with particular reference to Baluchistan, there
is 1nt of cil in those states. Well, Sir, 1 am only quoting one thing with
regard to the sincerity of purpose of the present Government that a place
named Pir Kot, which I am sure the hon’ble Members sitting cn this side of
the House may have heard for the first time after the visit of the Prime Minis-
ter. It was, a place which was never visited by any Federal Minister, leave aside
a Provincial Minister. 1 would even go on to say that not even a Tehsildar
must have visited this place in the last fifteen years. I say this because I know
the things and the situation in Baluchistan. Our Prime Minister, the Prime
Minister of a country, who has got all the national and international issues on
his shoulders, visited that, Did he go for sight-seeing there? It was nota
pleasure hunt. He went on the spot to see what was going onand what this
0il and Gas Development Corporation was doing in Pir Kot in such a hot
and sweltering weather. So, this shows the keenness and top-priority that our
Prime Minister, our Government is giving to the oil exploration in this
country.

Oil has become a must for this country because we have to pay something
lik;, I am subject to correction, almost 4 billion rupees in foreign exchange.
This vast amount is beyond our capacity to pay in foreign exchange, as we
are an under-developed country. The other thing which Senator Shahzad Gul
said is that minimum ceiling of 25 crores should be maintained. Well,
Sir, I think, the previous Ordinance had fixed the maximum ceiling at 25
crores, but now we have gone beyond it, and judging from the international
prices our requirements of even 42 crores of rupees allocated this year are not

enough.
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With regard to the actual functioning of the Oil & Gas Development
Corporation, there is no doubt atout it that it is summing uncer a set of
honest people with hornest motivations. Nevertheless, I wou?d suggest one
thing to the Minister concerned that while rules are framed, while conducting
supervision, it will not harm the Oil & Gas Development Corporation to
rresent before this august House the annual audited mpcrt of the Corporation.
This is my submission. It has nothing to do with the amending Bill. So,
Sir, with all these things having increased the cost of production and, as 1
said, the cost of engaging expert advisers, I think with unlimited resources
we can meet the challenge. [ am sure with goodluck and the keenness which
is already there in the present Government, we are insha Allah bound to
strike oil either in Pirko or any other part of the country. With these words 1
support the Bill.

Mr. Deputy Chairman : Thank You. Now, Senator Shah Ahmad
Noorani,
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Malik Mohammad ‘Akhtar : Point of order. He is going to cross

certain objectionable limits. We have got foreign relations. That is most

irresponsible remark. I consider it should be either expunged or he shoul d
not repeat it at least.

~ We are getting g,xpsrts from other countries and he is accusing them.
He is blaming them. Hz is abusing them. That is not proper.
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Malik Mohammad Akhtar : Sir, I am grateful to the honourable
Senators, including Maulana Sahib, who have participated in the debate.
Sir, there has been a unanimous view that we should devote more and more
energy as well as resources to explore the oil. The second point has been that
we should rely upon our own resources rather than on the experts from the
foreign countries, and I don’t think there is any dispute about that. Then,
another point has been raised that the Corporation has not been working

properly for the last 15 years.

Now, Sir, 1 will givea very brief summary of the work. Sir, originally
this Corporation was installed or constituted in 1961, and the amount payable
was rupees one crore. Subsequently, through instalments it could be raised
to five crores originally. Then, it was amended in 1966 and the ceiling was
raised to Rs. 25 crores. But as yet, Sir, the Corporation has been working
with a capital of Rs. 70 crores. Some amount was drawn in the form of
credits and the other in the form of barters. Even that amount is considered
to be insufficient and in each annual development programme some alloca-
tions were made annually, but now we have come with a request that the
limit of Rs. 25 croses may not be there, and I consider that there isno
difference of oninion as far as this part of amendment is concerned. Every
honourable Senator has agreed that we should have oil at any cost. Then,
Sir, I may add over here that the Corporation has found oil in Tut area, that
is in Campbellpur, and gas in Sari Hundi area, that is in Sind. Moreover,
there are hopeful indications of finding oil as well as gas in many other places.
Then, Sir, naturally, the Corporation needed funds and the funds are being
needed not only for exploration but even for drilling machinery and its
accessories. So, that is another atfempt to rely upon our own machinery and
on our own experts. Even this year in the budget an allocation of Rs. 42
crores has been made which will be allocated certainly after the amendment
is carried out. We are purchasing modern American drilling rigs and other
necessary equipments, and naturally we hope to give better results.

Now, Sir, a technical point has been raised by Senator Mohammad
Aslam, our great friend, that why we are amending the rule-making powers
in respect of determining the terms and conditions of service of the officers
and servants of the Corporation. Sir, first of all I may dispel all such fears
that the Government would waste money. [ assure him and all the honour-
able Senators that we would be very vigilant about the terms and conditions
which are to be determined by the Federal Government under the new powers
being vested, and may I repeat that these powers are not the new powers.
Even the rule-making power is with the Government. The Government could
have modified rules, and that is only some sort of change in technicality.
The power was with the Government, and the power would be with the
Government, but since some apprehensions have been expressed, I assure my
friend that we will take due care that no person or no authority misuses
those powers. These powers would be exercisable directly by the Ministry or
in other words by the Cabinet and not by the concerned authorities or the
Chairman or the Board or whatever it is. So, I consider that after this
explanation there is no difference of opinion on any point left, and this is my
request that the Bill may please be passed unanimously.
