The disposal through the
interim arrangements, at times, is unsatisfactory. ~ The faults are however
removed as soon detected. The position shall improve by June, 1977 when
the Sewerage Treatment Plant would be completed and trunk sewer laid.

The posts
of Divisional Accounts Officers are, however, to be manned, as far as possible,
by S.A.S. Accountants (Grade 16). Wherever S.A.S. Accountants are not
available, the Divisional Accountants are to be posted and given a suitable
special pay.

(b) No. The fact is that out of 10 PPWD Divisions in Baluchistan only
in two Divisions, the S.A.S. Accountants (Grade 16), are working.
