Building), Islamabad, at ten of the clock in the morning, Mr. Chairman
(Mr. Habibullah Khan) in the Chair.

Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso :  Yes, Mr. Chairman Sir, it was moved last
Friday.

Mr. Chairman : It was under discussion ?
Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso : It was only moved.

Malik Mohammad Akhtar : It was only moved and again, Sir, the
Minister for Fuel and Power and everybody is busy in the National Assem-

bly and it is requested that it may be deferred because we are continuing -

this session. Senate will be in session for some days more.

Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso: I have no objection. 1 concede to the
honourable Law Minister.

Mr. Chairman : - All right. This resolution also stands deferred to
next Private Members’ Day.

Yes, Qazi Faizul Haque Khan.

RESOLUTION RE: THE ZIARAT RESIDENCY, BALUCHISTAN
TO BE NAMED AFTER THE QUAID-E-AZAM

Qazi Faizul Haque : Sit, I beg to move :

«That the Ziarat Residency, Baluchistan
where the Quaid-e-Azam spent the last days of his
life be named as the Quaid-e-Azam House.”

Mr. Chairman : The motion moved is :

«“That the Ziarat Residency, Baluchistan

where the Quaid-e-Azam spent the last days of his

life be named as the Qauid-e-Azam House.”

~ Malik Mohammad Jafar (Minister of State for Science and Techno-
logy, Cultural Affairs and Provincial Coordination) : I will deal with this.

~Mr. Chairman : You are present. All right, Qazi Sahib.
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Malik Mohammad Akhtar : Before the discussion starts I would like
to beg your leave as I have to attend the National Assembly Session.
Actually it is at the conclusion of the sitting. But may I request you,
Sir, and the House also to work on Saturday which is normally a holiday ?

Mr. Chairman : You mean tomorrow?

Malik Mohammad Akhtar : Tomorrow, in the morning we meet at
10.00 a.m., Sir, if the House agrees to that. I have come to make that
request.

Mr. Chairman : You could make this request at the time of the
conclusion of today’s sitting. i

Malik Mohammad Akhtar : I have to leave because some technical
aspects are being discussed in the National Assembly and I have to go
there.

Mr. Chairman : [ see your presence is necessary there.

Since the Law Minister is going to the National Assembly to parti-
cipate in the debate,—you know about the two Ordinances which are
being laid before that House for consideration, he has requested that we
should meet tomorrow. Normally Saturday is always treated as a holiday.
We never meet on Saturday—rather we very seldom meet on Saturday.
His request is that we should meet tomorrow. Is there any opposition to
his request? '

Members : ‘No objection.

Mr. Chairman : You agree all ?

Members :  Yes, Sir.

Mr. Chairman : All right. Malik Mohammad Akhtar, if you want

to go, you can go and we will adjourn the House to meet tomorrow.
Should it be in the evening or morning?

Malik Mohammad Akhtar : Morning, Sir.

Mr. Chairman : All right. Qazi Sahib you continue.

" Mr. Afzal Khan Khose : Sir, I have a simple suggestion to make in
the form of an amendment if it is accepted by Qazi Sahib first and then,
of course, by the honourable House. It is a very technical suggestion in
the form of an amendment. _ :

' MY, Chairman : You want to move an amendment but you have
- given no notice of it.
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Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso : No, Sir. I am relying on Rule 118, if T am
permitted to do so.

Mr. Chairman : Well, the Rule says :

“118. After a resolution has been moved, any
member may, subject to these rules, move an amend-
ment to the resolution.” .

What is the time required for an amendment?

Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso : There is no time limit over here under this
present rule.

My. Chairman : Is there any restriction?
Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso :  Yes, Sir, the restriction is that the nature

and character or the original Re%olutmn may not be changed in the form
of an amendment.

Mr. Chairman : All right. What is your amendment?

Mr. Afzal Khan Kheso : 1 wou‘ld humbly submit this. I beg to move
this amendment that the present Resolution may be read in this form :

““That the Ziarat Residency, Baluchistan w~here
the Quaid-e-Azam spent the last day of his life be
named as the Quaid-e-Azam Lodge.”

Sir, the dlfference is only of ‘House’ and ‘Lodge’ and I would submit
my-arguments for that. )

Mr. Chairman : So your amendment should read :

. “That the last word ‘House’ should be replaced
by the word ‘Lodge’.”

The rest of the Resolution wil-l stand as it is.
Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso : Yes, Sir.

Mr. Chairman : You only want to substitute the word ‘Lodge’ for the
last word ‘House’. ;

Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso :  Yes, Sir, because 1 personally feel that that
will be more suitable. v a

er. Cha‘im’xa'n : Let us ask Qazi Sahib if he has any objection.

Qazi Faizul Haque : I have no objectlon but let the honourable
Member explain the dlfference between ‘House’ and ‘Lodge’.
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o Mr. Chairman : There must be some difference. It is not for noth-
~ ing that he has moved this amendment. There must be some significance
of this substitution.

Qazi Faizul Haque : Let him explain.

Mr. Chairman : I do not know what are his arguments. He will

cxplain it. Any way you have no objection to the amendment being
adopted?

Qazi Faizul Haque : I have no objection.

Mr. Chairman : First we will take up this amendment. He has no
objection to the amendment being taken up. So I will read the amended
Resolution. The amended Resolution proposed by Mr. Afzal Khan
Khoso is :

«That the Senate is of opinion that the Ziarat
Residency, Baluchistan where the Quaid-e-Azam
spent the last days of his life be named as the Quaid-
e-Azam Lodge.”

Yes, Mr. Khoso.
| B Mr. Afzal Khan Kheso : Do [ have the permission?
Qazi Faizul Haque : Mr. Chairman, Sir......

Mr. Chairman : Qazi Sahib, you will have your chance. Yes, Mr.
Khoso.

Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso : Sir, I have moved this amendment with a
i view simply that when we use the word. <‘House’, normally in the present
context there are so many Houses in so many universities in the form of
hostels. So one reason for my amendment is that. Then, Sir, secondly,
it is not a House in the sense of a particular building belonging to a parti-
cular person. This was the place where Quaid-e-Azam was lodged during
s his last days. So I think if we use the English term ‘‘was he housed
there or was he lodged there”, I personally think that he was lodged there,
he was not housed there. This is my second argument, and firstly as
I have already said the ‘House’ nowadays refers to these hostels more
than any thing else.

~So I think this is not an amendment which changes the basic nature of
the original amendment, and I think Qazi Sahib has not objected to it. 1
think it will be more suitable, and it will make a better appearance over
there if instead of ‘Quaid-e-Azam House’ we read it as ‘Quaid-e-Azam
Lodge’. This is my simple argument.

Mr. Chairman : Would you like to say any thing on the merits of
esolution? Well, the Resolution is placed now before the House, as
‘amended. So you can continue.

B
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Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso :  Should not I speak aftérwards?

Malik Mohammad Jafar : Sir, my point is that, of course, the
mover of the Resolution has said that he has no objection but the point
is that the Resolution has not been amended so far. So may I make a
submission on this change of name?

Sir, my point is that the concept of a ‘House” is different from a ‘Lodge’.
Now the Quaid-e-Azam is not residing there. That is another matter.
He has died and in his memory we are creating this thing. We have, for
instance, ‘Friendship House’, ‘Culture House’. Now if we name it as
‘Lodge’ then we will also have to determine the use for which it is going
to be put. It is not necessary that people will reside there. This is only
a name, and in my opinion, Sir, the House is a proper thing just as I said
that we have ‘Culture House’, ‘Friendship House’ and those things. That
is only to show that it is being named for this particular purpose, not
necessarily that somebody will reside or for what purpose it will be used
presently. But when we say ‘Lodge’, then ‘Lodge’ is ordinarily used for
a place which is being even now used for a residence, That is my sub-
mission. Therefore, I think that the word ‘House’ is more appropriate
with the object that the mover had in mind.

Syed Qamaruz Zaman : Mr. Chairman, Sir.
Mr. Chairman :  Yes.

Syed Qamaruz Zaman : Mr. Chairman, Sir, T think the Honourable
Senator who has moved the amendment, had something very special
in his mind, and I would request the Honourable Minister of State to re-
consider his views.

I think, firstly, his object in moving the amendment that the word
“House’ be substituted by the word ¢<Lodge’ would be to single out.

Mr. Chairman : No, no. ‘Lodge’ should be substituted for ‘House’.

Syed Qamaruz Zaman : Yes, Sir, I am saying that the use of
the word ‘Lodge’ would really single out this place as ‘Quaid-e-Azam
Lodge’ and the moment the word is mentioned as ‘Quaid-e-Azam Lodge’,
then there is not another ‘Quaid-e-Azam Lodge’ in the whole country and
it would single out this place to be the place at Ziarat. Wherever a refer-
ence is made about ‘Quaid-e-Azam Lodge’ it would be singled out because
as he very rightly said, there are a number of places which are called
‘Quaid-e-Azam House’. There are hostels which are named as Quaid-e-
Azam House’, there are other places in the universities where these hostels
and halls and other such small places are called ‘Quaid-e- Azam House’.

Secondly, Sir, I would most humbly submit that the Residency at
Ziarat is a place which is very nicely located on a hillock. I would most
humbly submit to the honourable Minister that the difference between
the two words ‘Lodge’ and ‘House’ is that a ‘House’ is a place which is
a usumal place of abode and the ‘Lodge’ is, on the contrary, a place
which is used temporarily either at a hill station or on the beach. The
name ‘lodge’ is usually given to a place which is not built as a formal
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house, but as a recreational place, a place temporarily used by people for
the purpose of recreation and holidays and it is usually situated on a
hillock or by the side of a lake or on the beach. I think this particular
building is situated at a very nice place in Ziarat, and it was a favourite
place of Quaid-i-Azam, not as a permanent place of abode, but a place
where he used to go in summers and spent his summers over there.
Therefore, my humble submission is that not only the word ‘Lodge’ would
single out the place and would distinguish it from other places but being
at a hill station, and the way it is constructed and the scenic view around
it, the more appropiate word would be ‘Lodge’ and not ‘House’, because
it is not a formal place of residence. Thank you, very much, Sir.

Mr. Chairman : Well, Mr. Khoso, you can reply to the debate. 1
think the procedure should be like this that we hold discussion on this
amendment. After it is discussed adequately and reasonable and sufficient
time will be given for its discussion. if it is carried, well and good, and
if it is not carried then we will take up the resolution. That is the
procedure.

(At this stage Mr. Afzal Khan stood up in his seat and wanted to say
some thing)

Mr. Chairman : Please resume your seat, I want to know and
understand the procedure. I think personally although there is nothing
in the rules strictly to that effect that we should now have a discussion
on this amended resolution. It is an amended resolution. Whether it
is accepted or rejected by the House, we will have discussion over it. It
will be put to the House. If it is accepted, the resolution will be dropped
but if it is rejected, we will hold discussion on the original resolution.
I think that is the normal procedure. Yes, you want to correct me.

Malik Mohammad Jafar : No, Sir. I think let us not stick up to this
verbal thing. 1 have a suggestion to make and perhaps that may be
accepted by the mover of the resolution, by the mover of the amendment
and by the House. Now, the point is, Sir, that a resolution is a recom-
mendation to the Government to do some thing.

Mr. Chairman : And also expression of opinion actually.

Malik Mohammad Jafar : Yes, Sir. Now, this is a matter which
concerns the Cultural Wing of the Ministry of Education and let us
consider and discuss the merits. 1 would suggest that instead of this
amendment, if the House is prepared to accept, let us say like this. This
i§ a recommendation :

“That the Senate is of opinion that the Ziarat Residency,
Baluchistan ; where the Quaid-i-Azam spent the last fiays of
his life be named as the Quaid-i-Azam House or Lodge.”

Kindly leave it to the Government. There is the Provincial Govern-

‘ment and there is the Cultural Wing of the Ministry of Education

which are concerned. The object is that it should be named after the
Quaid-e-Azam. That is the principal object, and let us say it Quaid-e-
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Azam House or Lodge. That will be a sufficient expression of opinion
on behalf of the Senate, and suggestion will go with both the words
‘House’ and ‘Lodge’ and will be considered. This is my suggestion if that
is acceptable to the House.

Mr. Chairman : It is upto the House to take any decision, but T will
suggest one thing. After all, a resolution or amended resolution is to
be placed before the House, and the duty of the House is to express its
opinion. The Government may accept it or the Government may not
accept it.

Malik Mohammad Jafar : Then, Sir,......

Mr. Chairman : Listen please. Don’t cut me short. Don’t cut me
short. Allright. So, after all the House is here only to express its
opinion, but still it is open to the Government to accept that opinion,
to reject that opinion or to amend that opinion. Now, if I accept your
stand, you move another amendment to the original resolution, and we
will have to take up your amended resolution. His is, ‘House’, Khoso’s

is ‘Lodge’ and yours is ‘House or Lodge’.

Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso :  Well, Sir, if that is the position, T would
submit that this second amendment.........

Mr. Chairman : Mr. Khoso, if you don’t agree, I would like the
House to first discuss his amendment to amended resolution.

Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso : Yes, Sir, but I would like it’ to be more
expressed and it is mentioned in rule 115, sub-rule (3)... »

Vir. Chairman : Let me get it. Yes ; it reads:

«It shall be clearly and precisely expressed and
shall be...”

Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso : Yes, Sir, this is my humble opinion.

M. Chairman @ “...... and shall raise substantially one definite
issue.”’

Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso : That is the second part, Sir.
Mr. Chairman : But that does not go against his amendment.

~ Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso : But the first part of sub-rule (3) says that
««it shall be clearly and precisely expressed”’. ‘

Mr. Chairman : Oh yes. It is clear and precise. So far as heis
concerned, he says ‘House or Lodge’. There is no ambiguity about that.
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It may not be acceptable to you but there is no ambiguity about it. He
says ‘House or Lodge’. Where is the ambiguity.

Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso : There is no ambiguity but in any case I feel
personally that my amendment would make a better readability rather
than his.

Mr. Chairman : Well, if it is not accepted by the Minister concerned,
I have to allow discussion on his amendment. The entire thing boils
down to this that there is a resolution in which he mentions ‘House’,
You have moved an amendment to it that the ‘House’ should be substituted
by ‘Lodge’. There is a second amendment by the Minister concerned
that it should read as ‘House or Lodge’. If you agree amongst yourselves,
[ have no objection and if you don’t agree | would like the House...

Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso : 1 accept ‘Lodge or House’.

Malik Mohammad Jafar : Not ‘Lodge or House’ but ‘House or
Lodge’.

Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso :  Yes, ‘House or Lodge’.
Mr. Chairman : Do you accept ?
Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso :  Yes, Sir.

~ Mr. Chairman : Do you want to withdraw your amendment in favour
of his amendment ?

Mr. Afzal Khan Kheso :  Yes, Sir.

 Mr. Chairman : Qazi Sahib, what is your position ? Have you any
objection to the amendment moved by the Minister ?

Qazi Faizul Haque : 1 have no objection.

Mr. Chairman : All right. Well, there is a technical thing. Iam
told that the Minister cannot move an amendment because he is not a
member of the Senate. The amendment must be in the name of member.
Well, any other member can move it. A very obliging member here.

1 Syed Qamaruz Zaman : Sir, I beg to move :

_ “That the original resolution moved by Qazi
Faizul Haque should read as under : A ‘

“That the Senate is of the opinion that the Ziarat
Residency, Baluchistan ; where the Quaid-e-Azam
spent the last days of his life be named as the
Quaid-e-Azam House or Lodge’. ;
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Mr. Chairman : No, T will ask the House whether Qazi Sahib and
Khoso Sahib are permitted to withdraw their respective resolutions. Do
you want to withdraw in favour of the amended resolution, Qazi Sahib? .

Qazi Faizul Haque : T have no objection.

Mr. Chairman : Have you accepted the wording of the amendment?
Qazi Faizul Haque : I accept the wording of the amendment.

Mr. Chairman : Do you withdraw your resolution in favour of the
resolution suggested by Mr. Qamaruz Zaman Shah or not?

Qazi Faizul Haque : But still the resolution will be in my name.
Mr. Chairman : Well, what about it, Mr. Khoso?

Mr. Afzal Khan Kheso : The position as I understand, is that the
resolution will be in the name of Senator Qazi Sahib.

Mr. Chairman : All right. Let us have discussion on this amended
resolution as put forward by Qazi Faizul Haque.

Mr. Afzal Khan Khoeso : 1 have no objection to this amendment.

Mr. Chairman : Now, we discuss the amended resolution as placed
before the House by Senator Syed Qamaruz Zaman Shah. Yes, Sayed
Qamaruz Zaman Shah, you can say something. It is not something which
requires any detailed discussion because there is little scope of controversy.
You must have realised the mood of the House. They all agree on this
thing. You can say something formally in support of your amended
resolution, you see.

Syed Qamarwz Zaman: May I make a humble submission, Sir?
Before I speak on the amended resolution, it has to be put to the House
first allowing Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso to withdraw his amendment.
Mr. Khoso has said that he withdraws his amendment, but the
permission of the House is, I think, necessary.

Mr'Chairman: Oh, you are right. Once he moved the amendment,
permission is necessary. He did move his amendment and the House has
not yet permitted him to withdraw that. Yes, Mr. Khoso.

Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso : Mr. Chairman, Sir, going strictly by the
rules.

‘Mr. Chairman : You want to withdraw?
Afzal Khan Khoso : Of course, I do.

Mr. Chairman : Then you formally say it in so many words that you
want withdraw your resolution in favour of that. ‘

permission of the House to withdraw the amendment moved by me to the
original resolution presented by Senator Qazi Sahib.

Mr. Chairman : Has the gentleman, Mr. Khoso, permission to
withdraw his amendment to the resolution?

Voices : Yes, Sir.

Mr. Chairman : No objection to it 2 All right, The amendment
moved by Mr. Khoso stands rejected,......

(Pause)

Mr. Chairman : Now we are left with the resolution and your amend-
ment. First, we will discuss your amendment and if it is carried, well and
good, the resolution is automaticaly dropped out, and if yours is rejected,
we will have discussion over the resolution. Well, Mr. Khoso is knocked
out. He is not there. Now we discuss the amended resolution moved by
Mr. Qrmaruz Zaman Shah.

Qazi Faizul Hague : What about my resolution, Sir?
Mr. Chairman : Your resolution is there.
Qazi Faizul Haque : 1 have already moved it.

Mr. Chairman : But there is an amendment. There is an amendment
to your resolution. Your resolution still stands. We want to see the
fate of amended resolution.

Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso : Personally I feel that the mover may be
given a chance because the resolution originally belongs to him.

Mr. Chairman : I think ........

Mr. Chairman: Well, I am not quite sure Mr. Ahmad Waheed Akhtar.
(No reply)
Mr. Chairman : Look here Mr. Ahmad Waheed Akhtar, Correct me

Syed Qamaruz Zaman : Sir, may I make a humble submission ?

I think no long discussion is really required on this amendment.
The amendment has been accepted by everyone. The same may Kindly

Mr. Chairman : Yours should be put to vote without any discussion.

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Qazi Faizul Haque : I am speaking with the permission of the Charr.

Mr. Chairman: You will have as much time as you like, anything
over and above that.
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Mr. Chairman : Amendment ?

Mr. Ahmad Waheed Akhtar : Yes, Sir, only amendment.

Mr. Chairman : Yes, you can. Well, you know, you say on one side,
«Yes’ and the other side ‘No’, uncle’s wife makes no difference. Now you
speak on the resolution, alongwnh the amendment carried by the House.
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" Syed Qamaruz Zaman : We do not want to take even 1 per cent;
wE;Q per cent will go to him.

© Mr. Chairman : You don’t correct him.
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Mr. Afzal Khan Khoso: [ am not going to make a lengthy speech
but I have just stood up to lend my full support to the mover of the
resolution, Senator Qazi Faizul Haq, and I also fully endorse the views
expressed by Senator Shaikh Umar Khan. I had moved that the last
words be left to the option of the Government. Personally, it does not
make any difference whether the Government adopts the word “House”
or “Lodge” as long as the word <““Quaid-e-Azam” is there, and that is
going to be there. I have suggested that it should be named ““Quaid-e-
Azam House” or ““Quaid-e-Azam Lodge”.

In may view, the word <“Lodge” makes the readability better as
compared to “House”. As far as the love of Quaid-e-Azam for the
people of Baluchistan was concerned, that was very evident from the fact
that he normally used to go to Ziarat, although we have in Pakistan many
better health resorts like Kaghan in our northern area and, for that
matter, there are till better health resorts having far superior means of
communication and other facilities than Ziarat, but it was not only from
health point of view that the Quaid-e-Azam used to come here, but it was
mainly for his love for the people of Baluchistan and Baluchistan itself
that he visited this place. I think, it will be a befitting tribute if we name
that place as <Lodge” in the name of the Quaid-e-Azam. The word
“Residency’’ is a colonial term and, therefore, will not be suitable. I
would submit that if we name that place with the name of <‘Quaid-e-
Azam’’, who had such great love for that particular place, I think, we will
be contributing some thing and paying homage and respect to the departed
soul of the Father of the Natian.

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Mr. Chairman : Thank you. Should I put the amended resolution to
the House ?

(At this stage Malik Mohammad Jafar rises in his seat)
Would you like to speak ?
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Mr. Chairman : Now, I put the amended resolution to the House.
The amended resolution reads :—

«“That Senate is of the opinion that the Ziarat Residency,
Baluchistan ; where the Quaid-i-Azam spent the last days of
his life, be named as Quaid-i-Azam House or Lodge.”

(The motion was adopted)

Mr. Chairman : The amended Resolution is adopted unanimously.
