Building), Islamabad, at 9.00 A.M. With Mr. Chairman (Mr. Ghulam
Ishaq Khan) in the Chair.

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MOTION UNDER RULE 229 FOR

Mr. Chairman : [ think before we take up this particular
motion I would like to draw the attention of the House to another
matter. Last evening while considering the time for commencement for
today’s proceedings, the Ministers insisted that in view of the volume .
of pending business before the House, the proceedings should be
started earlier than the usual time of 9.30. Everybody from the
Secretariat including myself, turned up at a few minutes to nine. Not a
single Minister was present in the House, and very few honourable
Members turned up. I know the reasons also, why this has happened
and why the House could not assemble earlier. But this is a situation
which should have been known to the Government yesterday also, and
instead of wasting everybody’s time, and then asking that the
Questions Hour should be postponed. Time should have been fixed

earlier, whatever it suited the Government or the House itself. And
only the other day, you would recall, we were placing a great deal of

emphasis on punctuality, on the due observance of time. This is how we
play with our time, and then ask that a motion should be moved in
order to give the House more time to dispose of the pending business.
think, there is an inconsistency; it is not logical, but, of course, the
decision is in the hands of the House and I will put the motion to the

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An Honourable Member : Sir, on point of personal explanation,
I was available here at quarter to nine.

Mr. Chairman : We were all there.
An Honourable Member : I was also present, Sir.

Mr. Chairman: [ was told about the thin attendance, therefore,
I could not come to the Chamber. But, at any rate, the point was that
the House could not assemble for reasons which were known to the
Government or should have known to the Government, even earlier
also, and we should have assembled at the normal time of 9.30.

Mr. Chairman: Iam used to very early hours and I am used to
very late hours; I can sit for 12 hours; I can work for 18 hours a day.
That is no problem. But I am worried about the staff. They have to
work throughout the night to prepare for the day’s proceedings, and
then the poor fellows don’t have time even in the morning to have a cup

“of tea. In fact, I offered a cup of coffee this morning when I was in my
office and the poor fellow had to leave that it was time actually for the
meeting of the House............... (interruption)

Dr. Muhammad Asad Khan: Sir, had we known, we would have
come and joined there ?
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Mr. Chairman : I am not worried about rmy own time; I am
worried about the time of the House itself. All the honourable
Members have, actually, many other things to do and they cannot sit
waiting for the House to assemble.

At any rate, the motion moved is :
“That under Rule 229 of the Rules of Procedure & Conduct
of business in the Senate, 1973, the application of Rule 41
regarding questions and rule 70 regarding adjournment
motions may be suspended for the sitting of the Senate on
Thursday, the 31st October, 1985.”

REPORT OF THE LABOUR COMMISSION

t109.  *Mr. Abdur Rahim Mir Dad Khel: Will the Minister for
Labour, Manpower and Overseas Pakistanis be pleased to state
whether the Government has any plan to make public the Report of the
Labour Commission; if so, when?

Mr. Muhammad Hanif Tayyab : The Report of the Labour
Commission was received by the Government on 7th July, 1979. It was
then felt that some of its recommendations may create false hopes in
one sector and some apprehensions in the mind of athers and as such
may create discontentment in the minds of both the workers and

EcoNoMIC REHABILITATION OF OVERSEAS PAKISTANIS

110. *Mr. Abdur Rahim Mir Dad Khel : Will the Minister for

Labour, Manpower and Overseas Pakistanis be pleased to state
whether the Government has prepared any scheme for the economic

rehabilitation of overesas Pakistanis workers, returning to Pakistan?

Mr. Muhammad Hanif Tayyab : The Government has taken
following important measures for economic rehabilitation of

returnees.—

(i) The Sixth Five-Year Plan has envisaged the creation of
3.32 million job opportunities. These opportunities
would provide employment to the majority of
employment seekers in the country including employment
seekers among the returning migrants. The latter being
more skilled and experienced, would be quickly absorbed
in the various jobs in different sectors of the economy.

(ii) Overseas Pakistanis have also been given incentives of
various types to invest their savings in industrial under-
takings in Pakistan. This will have a positive impact on
employment creation. Migrants who avail themselves of
such incentives on return will not have any problem of
rehabilitation; instead they would help in job creation for
others.

(iti) There are already 36 employment exchanges working in
all the Provinces of country. They provide free and
voluntary service to all the employment seekers including
those of the returning migrants who may be seeking
employment.

(b) according to an unwritten understanding between the
Ministry of Information and Broadcasting and All Pakistan News-
papers Society (APNS), the audited circulation figures of the news-
papers are not made public.

(c) Government advertisements amounting to Rs. 7,31,47,380
were released to the daily newspapers during the financial year 1984-85.

RADIO ANNOUNCEM!;NT ABOUT A CATASTROPHIC CYCLONE

113. *Maulana Kausar Niazi : Will the Minister for
Information and Broadcasting be pleased to state:

(a) whether it is a fact that the Pakistan Radio broadcast a

number of announcements, alerting the residents of Karachi about a
catastrophic cyclone in the Sea likely to hit Karachi about three

months ago; if so, the number of the announcements made in this
behalf.

(b) whether it is also a fact that, in those announcements the
inhabitants of the coastal areas were asked to vacate their houses;

(c) whether it is further a fact that the Meterological
Department and the Karachi Administration did not sound similar
warnings or take any action in that behalf?
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Mr. Hamid Nasir Chattha : (a) Yes, it is a fact that two
announcements were initially made alerting the people against the
likelihood of a cyclone and heavy rains. They were at the same time
told to wait for further information which was to be furnished by the
local administration. The information was subsequently broadcast in
later announcements.

(b) nosuch announcement was made. On the other hand from
6.20 a.m. onwards Radio Pakistan kept on announcing that the people
of the coastal areas should not unnecessarily feel panic or vacate their
houses.

EMBEZZLEMENT OF THREE CRORE RUPEES IN K.D.B.

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ENGAGEMENT OF AFGHAN REFUGEES IN THE SALE AND
PURCHASE OF ARMS

115. *Malik Muhammad Ali Khan : Will the Minister for
States and Frontier Regions be pleased to state: '

(a) whether it is a fact that some of the Afghan Regufees are
engaged in the purchase and sale of arms in the Punjab and Sind; and

(b) if so, the measures which Government intends to adopt to
deal with this situation?

Syed Qasim Shah : (a) Reportedly a few cases have been
detected/registered in District Attock, Punjab and one case in Karachi,
Sind. Action according to law has been taken.

(b) Check Posts have been established by the Government of
Punjab where search of vehicles moving towards the Punjab is
conducted. Similarly suspected persons travelling by rail are also
searched in the districts of North Western border. Pickets have been
posted to check the activities of Afghan Refugees staying in Sind. A
vigilant watch is being maintained by the law enforcing agencies to
crack dens of unauthorised arms sellers.

Mr. Ham'i(‘l‘ Nasir Chattha : (a) Pakistani Television’s
programmes of different categories are given to foreign private
Television Organizations fér telecast on royalty basis for a specified
period. The terms and cof;di‘iions for the supply of programmes with
each Television organization are negotiated separately in order to
obtain optlmum monetary benefit and effective pr01ect10n of
-Pakistan’s image abroad.

(b) itisnota fact. Pakistan Television’s programmes are given
to those foreign based Pakistani organizations who have their own
Television channels, and who enter into an agreement with PTV for
this purpose.

Photostat machines for preparing
copies at one and computers for pro-
gramming, data collection, record
keeping at the other, offer a wide
variety of technological aid. Depend-
ing upon the resources in money and
personnel, it should be possible to
slowly go in for more and more to
eliminate human failings (para 13, 18).

As a
large number of Pakistanis in the Kingdom are unskilled workers
possibilities of their return can not be ruled out.

(b) 1. Employment opportunities are expected to be created -
as a result of the implementation of the Sixth Five Year Plan. These
opportunities would provide employment to a large extent to all the
employment seekers within the country including the returning
migrants. The latter, being more experienced, are expected to be

absorbed in the various jobs more quickly.

2. Incentives have also been given to the Overseas Pakistanis
to invest their savings in industrial undertakings in Pakistan which will
have a positive impact on employment creation. Such migrants on
return will not pose any problem of rehabilitation but would also help
in job creation for others.

3. Thereare already 36 employment exchanges working in the '
country under the administrative control of the - Provincial
Governments. They are responsible to provide employment assistance
to all the employment seekers including the returning migrants who are
in need of employment. The services of the employment exchanges are
free and voluntary.

CONSTITUTION (EIGHTH AMENDMENT) BILL

(Mr. Ghulam Ishaq Khan) in the Chair]
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STATEMENT BY THE PRIME MINISTER RE :
CONSENSUS ON THE CONSTITUTION
(EIGHTH AMENDMENT) BILL, 1985.
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Mr. Ahmed Mian Soomro: Mr. Chairman, I would first thank
you for the patience and the intelligence shown by you in giving us this
opportunity to arrive at a consensus on this Eighth Amendment Bill
which probably would not have been so easily possible without your
kind cooperation. Sir, it is indeed a pleasure for us that today certain
demands made by us to the Prime Minister and his Cabinet have, after
discussions, been accepted in the larger interest of the country. The
question was that the Eighth Amendment Bill, as it came from the
National Assembly, which made efforts and improved it to some
extent, was a step further to attain our goal of democracy, was in our
opinion not enough. The question before us is whether to accept it as it

was, or try to improve it. In the first case it may have been the cause of
delaying our primary objective of getting this country rid of the ¢~ urce

of Martial Law, which is existing now for almost 9 vearc. K --in

those interests in view those colleagues of mine who fe.t that tus  us
not enough, as contained in the Eighth Amendment Bill, it re juired
further impfovement. But looking to the question of time and seeing

that in case we may be ready for amendments, there was really no way
out under the present Constitutioh in view of Article 239 as it stood.

We, therefore, felt that in the larger interest of the country and because
it was a step towards our goal, we should accept this and at the same
time, take a step further and obtain from the Prime Minister an
assurance that the remaining things which he just now spelt out and
which we felt necessary would be done as soon as Martial Law is lifted.
He was kind enough in the course of discussion which has been lasting
day and night for a few days to accept those things which he just spelt
out here and also accepted our request that the Ninti"Amendment Bill
must be moved in this Session so as to fulfil the aspirations of the
people who demand that this country, its laws must be run according to
the Quran and Sunnah.

The next most important thing which deserves priority, I think,
is that we should have an egalitarian society and we must fulfil the
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aspirations of the smaller provinces particularly and give them
provincial autonomy at least as contained in the 1973 Constitution as
passed in 1973. He has kindly agreed to that and I am sure this will
cause great relief to the people of the smaller provinces who have felt
that they have been deprived of their rightful share. The third thing,
there is no doubt, is that there has been excesses in the Martial Law. It
was necessary and people were claiming for redress of their legitimate
grievances in respect of punishments that have been awarded during
this period of almost 9 years. That has also been accepted and as he
very kindly announced that a Committee would soon be constituted by
him of this House and also a similar one may be announced of the
National Assembly so that laws could be brought in conformity and
proper and suitable actions taken to set up lawful authorities to deal
with those excesses and punishments awarded where they are satisfied
of their excesses.

Sir, I assure the Prime Minister that this House is aware of the
fact that he is also anxious to maintain the dignity of this upper House
and I can also assure him on my behalf and on behalf of my colleagues
to give him full cooperation as he is already being given full confidence
of this House. I thank you once again.

Mr. Chairman : Thank you, Maulana Kausar Niazi Sahib.
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Mr. Javed Jabbar: Thank you, Mr. Chairman, for giving me
this opportunity. I think Sir, it is a historic moment but rather than
look upon this as a point of arrival, as a point of consensus which has
become very faishonable in our country in the past few months, I look
upon this moment Sir, as a point of departure, a new beginning,
because.I believe Sir, that we are facing a most unusual crisis by any
standard in world history. Working under a non-party system in a
Senate which is confronted with a Bill which has been ostensibly
unanimously adopted, we are on the other hand faced by what I call
“the blank high wall” of Article 239 of the Constitution which
unfortunately does not provide the clear and explicit frame work to
resolve a crisis by which an amended Bill returned from the Senate to
~ the Assembly can be dealt with without causing further constitutional
upsets. Faced, therefore, with what I believe is a unique constitutional
dilemma and a political challenge, I think, my colleagues and I in the
Senate did our best to present our view point, and I must compliment
the Prime Minister on the foresight, the compassion and the sensitivity
with which he dealt with our proposals. Because despite possessing a
very clear and decisive majority in the Senate, he felt that the larger
interest of the country, the dictates of history required that at this
time when there is no party system, consensus must be a key
imperative.

On our side the choice was to emulate some of my distinguished
colleagues in the National Assembly, where I think for their own good
reasons of conscience they chose to stay away from the time when the
Bill was actually moved and this is the possibility that I did consider
throughout the day today but ultimately I resolved the dilemma by
reminding myself that by being elected to the Senate, I have a duty to sit
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in this august forum. Whatever the consequences be I must not evade
-or escape the responsibility that faces one and if in the targer national
interest one has to give and take, one has to compromise, one must not
hide inside a hotel room but must be here in public and accept the
dignity of the compromise. It is Sir, a very difficult moment for me
because I don’t want to inflict my personal sentiments on this august
House. But I think, I also represent many thousands of people in this’
country who did feel that perhaps an honourable way would be not to
be present, to abstain, but I do not, however, on reflection, feel that
abstention at a key moment would be the right and honourable thing to
do because one has a responsibility and, therefore, I come back to-what
I said initially Sir, that I do not look upon this as a point of arrival but
as a point of departure and in saying that I refer to the amendments
“that are sought-to be made through the 9th Amendment Bill.

I believe that we have secured a very crucial advance because I
interpret the application of the extension of the jurisdiction of the
Federal Shariat Court towards uplifting the economic and social
conditions of the people of Pakistan. This I believe opens up a genuine
opportunity to bring about a reconcilation between historical Islamic
theory and the dictates of the modern and rapidly changing world. And
lastly Sir, I think that by the clause that ensures a Senate mechanism
and a National Assembly mechanism to review cases of injustice under
Martial Law, we have guaranteed that justice will be done to all
political prisoners in this country and to the freedom of the Press that
has been so badly subverted. Thank you , Mr. Chairman.

Mr. Chairman : Thank you. -~ < V‘;" ’r/"—-/ VU2
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Mr. Chairman: I think this is an historic occasion. The

Members are entitled to give expression to their feelings, and if
somebody wants to speak I think it would be unfair to stop him from
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[Mr. Chairman]

giving an expression to his feelings. But I would request the honourable
Members to be very brief because as the Minister for Law and
Parliamentary Affairs has pointed out we have still some business to
conduct and we should be able to find time for that also, and not
carried away by merely emotions.
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Mr. Wasim Sajjad : Mr. Chairman, I would like to join my
" colleagues in congratulating the Prime Minister, and the Senators for
having taken a very responsible and a very mature decision. This
House, as the Upper House, is expected to act with maturity and
reason. Some of us, genuinely think that the Bill, as passed by the

National Assembly, was deficient in certain respects and required some
rectifications. I simply suggest it that the Ninth Amendment Bill

should be moved in this Session, with maturity, consideration,
reasonableness, which should be the hallmark of this House. As
suggested, we should suspend our right of disagreement in the ational
interest. We felt the deficiencies over there. We have identified those
areas. We have pointed them out right because we feel that it is in the
national interest. And the only thing which prompted us to do that is
that all of us i.e. the whole country, the National Assembly and the
Senate wanted that the Martial Law should go for ever on the 31st of
December, 1985. Thank you Sir.

Mr. Chairman : Thank you; Mr. Zahoor-ul-Hagq.

Mr. M. Zahoor-ul-Haq:’ Mr. Chairman, thank you very
much, I would like to highlight that the achievement of today was of
three parties i.e. two parties were negotiating inside the room and one
party was waiting outside the room. I am speaking on behalf of those
. honourable Senators wha are waiting outside the room, and I would
like to convey my thanks to both the parties on the one side, the Prime
. Minister and his team and on the other side, the other honourable -

Senators. I particularly congratulate the honourable Prime Minister

that he has succeeded in taking the first concrete step towards the

democratisation of this country. And because of the pancity of time, I
- would, thank you Sir, and once again I reiterate my congratulations to
- both the parties. Thank you, Sir.
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Mr. Chairman : Despite the most welcome and happy
culmination of the efforts of this House to reach a consensus on the
Constitutional (Eighth Amendment) Bill, I believe we still have to go
through certain formalities. Before this discussion started, the Prime
Minister was kind enough to address the House. I was reminding you
that we were considering the motions for referring the Bill to the
Standing Committee and we were, when the House was last adjourned,
on the second motion moved by Professor K hurshid, which is still with
the House. Do you withdraw them ? What about that motion ?

Prof. Khurshid Ahmed : As well.

Mr. Chairman: Well, then, I take it that this is the pleasure of
the House that the motions standing in the names of Movers to refer
the Bill to the Standing Committee are withdrawn.

Mr. Igbal Akmad Khan: Those were moved and were under
discussion, therefore, I would respectfully submit that for each motion
the House should be asked to gramnt permission for withdrawal.
