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Lt. Gen. (Retd.) Jamal Said Mian : Sir, I understand the
anxiety of the honourable member because when I was in Quetta, there
were some complaints that people from outside in the lower grades
have come to Baluchistan and I assured them that whenever a local
person would available in these grades, we will not import anybody
from outside. But, Sir, the honourable member should kindly
understand that most of our jobs are technicakin nature and if we can
not get hold of the people with that sort of qualifications we may be
forced to take them from other places. But the intention of the
Government is that we will give these jObS in grades 1 to 15 to the local
people.
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Lt. Gen. (Retd.) Jamal Said Mian: Sir, I have said what is the

policy of the Government. If before my time some people have come,

we will slowly reduce that number and we will give chance to the local
people.

As far as technical nature of the jobs is concerned, I must say
whether it is a very highly technical job or a low technical job the fact is
that in WAPDA except for Qasid and things like that, most of the jobs
are technical jobs. I am not saying that we will not be able to find
people with technical degrees in Baluchistan but there may be such a
situation that people with requisite qualifications may not be available.
In view of this we cannot have hard and fast rule that no one will be
imported but this is the stated policy of the Government that we will
give chance to the local people.

(Retd.) Jamal Said Mian.

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Lt. Gen. (Retd.) Jamal Said Mian: Sir, the question asked was
the total number of employees of Baluchistan domicile working in BPS
15 and below that has been given and if he wants to know what is the
percentage of the total employees of WAPDA over there of the local
people that I will be able to reply if a new question is asked.

Mr. Chairman: I think, heis asking for information what has
been given in answer to part (e) the total number of officers and the
number of officers of Baluchistan domicile. He wants the same type of
information for the grades from 1—15 also.

Lt. Gen. (Retd.) Jamal Said Mian : Sir, this is about 15 and
above. :

Mr. Chairman : That is right, but he wants similar
information for grades 1—15 also. Have you got the information ?

Lt. Gen. (Retd.) Jamal Said Mian : No.

Mr. Chairman : So, fresh notice is required.

Mr. Chairman : Where does the recruitment physically take
place ? This is the question.

Lt. Gen. (Retd.) Jamal Said Mian: Sir, for grades 15 and below

it is done locally on departmental basis but for officers it is centrally
recruited. The method of recruitment is that a number of vacancies are
created and then WAPDA advertises the posts, the examinations and
interviews are held and then recruitment takes place.

Engr. Syed Muhammad Fazal Agha: Sir, according to the list,
as given in answer to part(e) there are 1459 officers in grade-18 but from
Baluchistan they are only-27. May I know the reason that inspite of
having same qualifications against recruitment formula they are not
being promoted. I have been listening from one and a half year in this
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House that they are not being promoted because of many other

reasons. Sir, in addition to this we have been trying our best for the last’

one and a half year to get the Minister’s recommendation so that more
candidates having graduation degrees in engineering may be
accommodated in WAPDA but we failed to do so. Sir, I request
through you to the honourable Minister to instruct the people at
Quetta that those recommendations may be accommodated against
existing vacancies.

Lt. Gen. (Retd.) Jamal Said Mian: Sir, this has been the result
of the recruitment over many years. This has not been the result of an
immediate action. So, we will try and for these officers of grade-17 and
above we will stick to the quota fixed for each province and then of
course, they will have to be posted anywhere. And for grades—15 and
below as I have already said that we make honest efforts to have the
local people employed.

No project has been taken by them ; that is
Minor Irrigation Scheme under Special Development Programme but
due to typing mistake it has become small irrigation.

Mr. Chairman : Are we talking of two different things. Small
irrigation scheme and minor irrigation scheme both are financed by the
Special Development Programme.

Lt. Gen. (Retd.) Jamal Said Mian : Sir, both are the same.
Mr. Chairman : They are not the same.

Lt. Gen. (Retd.) Jamal Said Mian: In our answer, we said, no
separate organization has been established for the Small Irrigation
Scheme as such. Anyhow Sir, this is entirely under the province, it does
not come under WAPDA or under this Ministry but we were advised
by your Secretariat that as far as possible you should get the
information from the provincial Government. So all the details are
given here as asked.

Mr. Chairman : I would like to draw the attention of the
honourable member that the question as we had received it originally

Lt. Gen. (Retd.) Jamal Said Mian : Sir, I answered what I
could and I didn’t know that the matter concerning award will arise
from this question. The honourable member is trying to find out
something which is not stated in the question in quite clear words and
that I cannot categorically answer.
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Mr. Muhammad Mobhsin Siddiqui: My question was that there
was a one man commission comprising of the Chief Justice of Pakistan
but a commission or an arbitration like an obligation was constituted
with Chief Justice of Pakistan as the Chairman and all the four Chief
Justices of the provinces as its members. An award wag given by this
commission and that award has not seen light of the day so far. What
is the reason of withholding it ?

As a Minister concerned this must have come to his notice that
this has caused great grievances and even disputes were arisen and a lot
of hard words were exchanged between the Chief Minister of Sind and
the Chief Minister of Punjab and the matter was subsequently resolved
in a most diplomatic mannar. Would he enlighten us where is that
award and when went it to the court ?

Mr. Chairman : The supplementaries have to be within the
framework of the original question. The original question was whether
it is a fact that the Government had constituted and Indus Water
Commission for the distribution of water. It doesn’t talk of any award.
If you want to know something ....... (Interruption).

Mr. Muhammad Mohsin Siddiqui : The commission was to
give its award. I know it is a fact that the commission was appointed
only to make an equitable distribution of water by way of an award
between the provinces.

Mr. Chairman : Questions are meant to elicit information. If
you know it already and better than the Minister....(Interruption).

Mr. Muhammad Mohsin Siddiqui: But the answer is so vague,
so misleading and so out of context that it is my duty as a member to
bring it to his notice through you that he should better take time and
answer this question in the next meeting having the full information
about what has happened before he joined as a Minister.

Mr. Chairman : In order to facilitate his task and to save our
time, it would be better if notice for all the information that the
honourable member wants with regard to this particular issue is served
on the Minister in the form of a fresh notice.
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Lt. Gen. (Retd.) Jamal Said Mian : Sir, this will not be one
person’s decision. The study was given to Justice Haleem at a time
~ when the president was the Chief Executive and it was on his order that
the study was carried out and so naturally it was submitted to him.

KALABAGH DAM

111. *Mr. Abdur Rahim Mir Dad Khel (Put by Prof. Khurshid
Ahmad): Will the Minister for Water and Power be pleased to state :

(a) whether it is a fact that the Kalabagh Dam will reduce the
level of floods in Sind ;

(b) whether it is also a fact that the said dam will adversely
affect 9 lakh acres of flood irrigated land in the Dakhi areas of Sind ;
and

(c) if so, the measures being taken to avoid such a situation ?

Lt. Gen. (Retd.) Jamal Said Mian: (a) Kalabagh Dam Project
will slightly reduce the level of flood in Sind.

(b) According to the available information the effect of
Kalabagh on Sailaba area in Sind will be insignificant.

(c) Inview of the above no remedial measures will be required.
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e S O O

Lt. Gen. (Retd.) Jamal Said Mian : Sir, the average annual
inflow of the Indus River at Kalabagh would be 89 million acres feet of
water. Kalabagh Dam when it is built, reservoir has been designed to
provide 7.6 million acre feet of useful storage which is hardly 9 percent
of the average annual inflow. That is why we have said that that would
be reduced slightly. During the flood season the reservoir shall be
operated at a minimum sluicing level of 825 feet till the 20th July of
every year. Because during flood time the reservoir capacity is so little
that it is a sort of such a thing that if we stop sluicing, it will overflow .
So, therefore, the storage space is small and the water will be flowing
through in the sluicive and that is why we have said that only the 7.6
million acre water would be stored which is a very slight percentage of
the total inflow.
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Mr. Ahmed Mian Soomro : s it not a fact that they have not
finalised now what is going to be the level of Kalabagh Dam and the
whole matter is being reconsidered in view of the tussle between the
provinces......... (interruption).

Mr. Chairman : The question was that the Ministry or the
Government for that matter has not finalised the design of the dam

and in the absence of that how can you say how much water would be
stored.

Lt. Gen. (Retd.) Jamal Said Mian : Sir, this is on the existing
design and if there is any change it will make a slight change to that |
effect but this is on the existing design.

Mr. Ahmed Mian Soomro: My question was Sir, is it not a fact
that it is being redesigned because of the tussle between the provinces ?
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Mr. Chairman : Mr. Jamal Said Mian.

Lt. Gen. (Retd.) Jamal Said Mian : It is a fact that we have
produced a few alternatives to the actual design and these designs have
been as far as we are concerned finalised and we are going to submit
them to the Heavy Dams Commission and they will study them. So this
is the only figure given on the present design.

Mr. Ahmed Mian Soomro : Supplementary Sir. Sir, the
honourable Minister has said ‘as far as we are concerned’ they are the
Government, they are the final authority. So, what does he mean by ‘we
are concerned’ and the Heavy Dams Commission ?

Mr. Chairman : [ think he is referring by ‘we’ to his own
Ministry and to WAPDA.

Mr. Ahmed Mian Soomro: My request was Sir, thatitis not a
fact that the is design is not finalised. It is being reconsidered.

Mr. Chairman : This is what he says. Mr. Jamal Said Mian. -

Lt. Gen. (Retd.) Jamal Said Mian : Sir, the story is that the
original design was objected to by various provinces. So, we have made
alternative design that is why I said ‘redesign’. The various redesigns
have been prepared when I say ‘us’ it means the WAPDA and passed
by the Ministry but we are not the authority in that respect. The
authority is the Cabinet. Before it goes to the Cabinet, it will have to go
to the Heavey Dams Commission where the Chief Minister of each
province will be sitting or their representatives so that nothing takes
place against the wishes of the people of their provinces and after an
agreed solution has been found that will be put before the Cabinet and
once the Cabinet passes it then it is the final design.

Mr. Ghulam Faruque : Mr. Chairman, you must have also
understood yourself that the reply given by the honourable. Minister
- with regard to the Kalabagh Dam which changes the whole concept of
the Indus Basin which was intended wholly for irrigation purposes.
The holding capacity of Kalabagh Reservoir will have to be kept within
certain limits and to that extent you will have to allow some water to
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run through the electricity turbines and to that extent it will affect the
entire irrigation scheme of both Punjab and Sind. This is a very
important matter. You have dealt with it yourself. Here, it is said that
the total volume of water that will be passing thxough Kalabagh is 83
million cusec feet.

The bulk of it comes from Indus River and the balance of about
23 million Cft.is from the Kabul River. Now you cannot hold all that
water, you will reduce it by 7 million acre feet as against 10 million acre
feet of Tarbela because you will have to allow the water to run through
turbine machines as the honourable Minister has said. The result is that
the concept of the whole Indus Basin Scheme which is primarily for
 irrigation, changes. When it is controlled for the supply of electricity.
think the Government should reconsider this matter because it changes
the whole principle of Indus Basin Treaty.

Mr. Chairman : I do not want to come between the
honourable members and the Minister but on the basis of what little
knowledge I have of dams, how the reservoirs are operated what their
utility and” advantages can be and disadvantages for that matter, I
think the question from that point of view is not fair for several
reasons. :

No. 1, the design of the dam, as honourable member Mr.
Soomro pointed out, has not been finalised yet. The honourable
Minister has referred that some water will have to pass through Cluice.
Even these sluices, as far as I am concerned and my knowledge goes,
they are going to be in the final design because they are so expensive
and in fact will harm the integrity of the dam itself. So it is a premature
statement at this stage.

The main thing is about the effect of the reservoir on the flow of
the river. The honourable Minister has mentioned that the Indus at
Kalabagh has a discharge of 89 million Cft. That 89 million Cft. is
distributed over 365 days of the year. It can happen thaton a particular
day you may have a flood of any thing from 800,000 to 1 million cusecs
passing through Kalabagh. Here I am not talking of the time when the
Shiat Dam burst in 1979 and the whole of the Indus valley was flooded.
If the flood comes at that time and if the reservoir is . full, it is one
situation. If the flood comes at that time and the reservoir is not full
then the reservoir would accommodate about 7.6 million acre feet of
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[Mr. Chairman]
water. When we talk in terms of percentage e.g. 9%, as Prof. Khurshid
Ahmad is perfectly correct, is quite a large amount but we are actually
talking to what extent the flood peak would be affected. If the water is
flowing at Kalabagh at the rate of 800,000 to a million cusecs, at that
time even if you store 7.6. million acre feet of water, the peak would be
reduced very marginally. I think, may not be more than a feet or so.
These are actually the hydraulics of the whole thing. The river flows,
the time at which you store water, all these will have to be gone into
before you can decide how much of the 9 lakh acres of flood irrigated
area would be affected. These are very complicated questions and I
think this question from the point of view of admissibility of questions.
although we have admitted it, but one of the criteria is that a question
shall not raise a policy issue too large to be covered in the form of a
question. However, I thought that perhaps these remarks of mine will
help you in understanding the whole problem.

Mr. M. Zahoor-ul-Haq : The point made by Mr. Ghulam_
Faruque raises the question that is it not realy important that the
apportionment of the Indus Basin water among the four provinces

-should be decided first before we can talk conclusively about the
Kalabagh Dam. This is a question which goes back to the previous
question concerning the report of the Chief Justice of Pakistan which is
lying with the President. This issue is pending since 1960 when the
Indus Basin Treaty was arrived at and the replacement works were
started, the Mangla Dam was constructed and ultimately then entire

~ Indus Basin water is to be apportioned among the four provinces. This
issue has been avoided by every political Government and ultimately it
is now lying with the President. So, unless the quantum of water for

. each province is determined by that report, it will be premature to

finally decide and talk about Kalabagh Dam because it is going to
affect the share of the province of Sind and the province of Punjab as
well as the other two provinces. In support of what my senior friend

Mr. Ghulam Faruque has said. I suggest that the honourable Minister

should also throw light on the proposition whether the Kalabagh Dam
decision is subservient to the decision of the Indus Basin
apportionment or not.

Mr. Chairman : [ think this should be an altogether separate
question. Here there is a limited question and even that I said was
premature and could not be fairly answered. Your’s raises a very big
issue and that I think could come at the time when the Kalabagh Dam
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design is being finalised. Its impact from the point of view of floods,
from the point of view of irrigation, from the point of view of electricity
generation all these will have to be gone into alongwith the impact of
this on each province, its share of water, its share of electricity and its
share in flood control or whatever other benefits you have. These are
very large questions which will have to be decided separately and I do
not think you can do it in the form of questions and answers.

— undertaking the above programme for the year 1983-84
using a separate allocation of Rs. 1.00 billion per year
which would be made available to HBFC for this
purpose.

— allowing the poor to construct houses according to their
own design and with ‘their own labour without
interference from the concerned regulatory building
authorities.

86. *Maulana Kausar Nizai: Will the Minister for Religious
Affairs and Minorities Affairs be pleased to state :

(a) whether it is a fact the Hajj Complex, Islamabad, was
proposed to be constructed previously at a cost of Rs. 8 crores, whereas
" its cost has now been increased to Rs. 16 crores ; and

(b) whether the reasons for this increase in cost is that,
formerly, this project was to be completed within one and a half year,
but now it will be completed within one year ?

Mir. Haji Tareen : (a) No.

(b) The Construction of Hajj Complex Islamabad has been
under consideration since, 1978. Serverl proposals varying in scope
and size from 14 acres to 30 acres at different sites remained under
consideration during this period. Finally, the present site in the
sector I-14 Islamabad covering 30 acres was approved on 30th May,
1984 and the PCI of the first phase prepared by the CDA was approved
by EC/NEC on 14th October, 1985 at an estimated cost of Rs. 117.760
million. No revision of this estimate has been approved.

The stipulated period of completion of the Hajj Complex
approved by EC/NEC is 18 months ending April, 1987. In view,
however, of the Prime Minister’s directive to start Hajj flights from
Islamabad in 1986 the construction work started on 15th October,
1985 is proposed to be completed by 30th June, 1986 on all the essential
buildings in a record time of 8/1-2 months. The CDA anticipated some
increase in the completion cost of this account but their revised
-estimates have not been firmed up and approved.
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Mr. M. Zahoor-ul-Haq :  Sir, the reply of the Justice Minister
to the point of Maulana Kausar Niazi by itself raises a question of
privilege. If there is a Cabinet decision, then the Justice Minister wins
but if there is no Cabinet decision and he communicates to the
members that there is a Cabinet decision, that by itself is a breach of
privilege of the House and it should be taken into consideration
because the Minister is supposed to be responsible to communicate
true position to the members.

Mr. Chairman : I think the Minister hasnot said that this is a
Cabinet decision but he said that this is a Government decision. .
Government decision can be taken at various levels. Under the Rules
of Business the Government has allocated duties at various levels. At
any rate at this stage we have to decide about the admissibility of the
motion.
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Mr. Chairman: Thank you. But I don’t take it in the personal
light
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As Maulana Kausar Niazi has read out, it is quite correct that

this House did pass a resolution unanimously. The wording of that
resolution was :(—

“This House is of the opinion that Pakistan Independence
Day may be celebrated on the 27th of Ramazan instead of the
14 of the August”.
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It1s also correct that the resolution was passed unanimously. A
resolution on any subject passed unanimously by any House whether it
is the Senate or the Assembly is deserving of the highest respect; it is
deserving of the highest consideration, it is also deserving of the earliest
consideration. This is one aspect of the issue. And that, I think, would
lead us to the conclusion to which Senator, Professor K hurshid Ahmad
was referring, as also Maulana Kausar Niazi in a somewhat different
form that these should not be brushed aside lightly, which means that
decisions on such reslutions should be taken at the highest level,
consistent with the dignity of this House. Second, as far as the
Secretariat is concerned, these resolution are dutifully and punctually
passed on, under Rule 124, to the concerned Division and it is left to the
concerned Division to process them further. The Rules do not mention
how they should be processed but what I have stated earlier and
flowing from that, I think they should be considered at the highest
level. Moreover, when the Secretariat of the Senate writes to a
particular Division about a particular matter, ordinary courtesy
demands that a reply should also come to that particular
communication in due course of time. In their reply the Division
should indicate the status of the case as well as the action they have
taken on it from time to time. And if it has not been possible for them to
implement the resolution and I will give my ruling on that aspect
separately, they should also give all the reasons they have why they
have not been able to implement it. If they have been considering a case
say for the past six months, this House is entitled to know. earlier than
that, what the status of the action which they have taken on it, is, and
whatever the position might be it should be communicated to the
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Secretariat. It then becomes the duty of the Secretariat to place a report
before this honourable House, this August House did pass a resolution
on this or that subject on so and so date, which was communicated to
the Division on such and such date, and up-to-date this is the action
which that Division has taken on it, so that the Senate gets an
opportunity of expressing its views whether it is satisfied with the
action taken or it would like to provide further guidance to the
Division in the matter.

Now, with regard to the subject matter itself i.e. whetheritisa
question of ‘Istehkak’, whether it constitutes a breach of privilege,
I have listened to Maulana, for what I think would be the third
occasion, when he himself has said that a resolution passed by the
House whatever its status is not binding on the Government. This is
not entirely correct. There are resolutions which are binding on the
Government and there are resolutions which are not so binding. And I
would like to explain this, both for our future guidance and also
because this is the universal practice, more or less, in all parliamentary
democracies, which should be widely known.

In terms of their effect, the resolutions adopted by the House
can be divided into three categories, those which have a statutory
effect, that is those which are tabled in pursuance of a provision of the
Constitution or a statute of Parliament. For example, a no confidence
motion in the Chair, a no confidence motion as far as the Assembly is
concerned in the Prime Minister, and several other resolutions of that
type which-are statutory in the sense of their being constitutional
resolutions, are absolutely binding on the Government and there can
be no question of their being not binding.

The second category of resolutions is of those that concern the
control of the House over its own proceedings. These are resolutions
passed by the House for evolving or controlling its own procedure and
have-the force of an order or law,and cannot be defined by any one, nor
challenged in any court. They again, let us say, have a semi-
constitutional or statutory position. Whatever we decide here with
regard to controlling the proceedings of the House or the procedures
that we should adopt that becomes binding. Nobody, for example, can
say in the Government or a particular Division that he is not prepared
to answer a question if the rules provide that such a question in to be
answered.
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The third category includes those resolutions which are moved
mostly by private members and which amount to an expression of
opinion. As Maulana Kausar Niazi Sahib has himself been conceding
these are the type of resolutions which are not binding on the
Government. A resolution like “Government assurance” in some
situations if not implemented, as I think I have said on previous
occassions—but let me quote from my own ruling—and I quote, that
“non-implementation of an assurance given by a Minister on the floor
of the House is neither a breach of privilege nor a contempt of the
House™. This again is a universal Parliamentary practice. A resolution
of this type which amounts merely to an expression of opinion, but
which has been passed unanimously, that is, with Government
members also agreeing, is in a sense at par with as assurance by
Government, and like an assurance if it is not implemented, does not
constitute a breach of privilege, because the resolution by itself does
not confer any right or any privilege on the House or any individual
member. And there are good reasons for that view. If  may quote again
from the ‘Parliamentary practices’ as it exists elsewhere, the reason is
that the House does not and cannot itself govern or administer,
because the House is not the “‘executive”: we are a ~o8r - we
are a legislature and we don’t have any power to administer. As such, a
resolution of the House cannot, in any way, bind the Government to
any policy or course of action and its non-implementation does not
amount to a breach as “the implementation of a policy matter is
conditional on a number of factors contributing tosuch policy” which
are better known to the Executive and which may not have been vocied
or brought to notice or considered during the debate.

But here, I think some moral considerations are involved which
as was referred to by Prof. Khurshid Ahmad must also be taken into
account. If there is a resolution under consideration on which the
Government or some Division of the Government or some Minister
has some reservation or is going to have a second thought, that thought
must be expressed in the House itself, and in that case the resolution
should not be allowed to be passed unanimously. But when you do pass
a resolution unanimously then I think, there is a moral commitment
involved on the part of the Government also, to the extent of its having
subscribed to the basic thought or basic theme of that resolution.
Although it may not be binding but keeping the moral force behind it
Government should consider such a resolution very seriously before it
comes back to the House and says that ‘sorry’ we cannot implement
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it. And when it does, it must have very sound reasons for that. A
situation may arise where a resolution is passed against the wishes of
the Government. Now, this is the other aspect of the case. A resolution
may be passed by the House against the expressed will of the
Government. If that happens it would amount to a vote of censure and
the Government in that case is bound to resign. But where the
Government is itself a party to a resolution, even though it may not be
binding onrit, it lends its moral force to it and because of it, must have
very good reasons why it is not able to implement the resolution. The
Government should in good time inform the Senate Secretariat also of
these reasons.

With these observations, I will conclude that since the
resolution in question is a mere expression of opinion and does not
constitute or confer any privilege on the House or any member there is_
no question of a breach of privilege as such. But, I hope, the
Government would bear in mind what I have observed with regard to
the status, importance and prestige or #”  of a resolution
passed unanimously by the House, the respect that it deserves and the
manner in which it should be considered and disposed of in
Government. Thank you.

We move to the next one which stands in the name of Mr.
Ahmed Mian Soomro.

(i) RE : FAILURE OF JUSTICE MINISTER TO PRESENT A
BILL IN THE HOUSE TO REMOVE ANOMALIES IN THE
PROVISIONS OF THE MEMBERS OF PARLIAMENT
(PAY AND ALLOWANCES) ACT, 1974

Mr. Ahmed Mian Soomro : Sir, I ask for leave to make a
motion in respect of breach of privilege of this House by the failure of
the Minister of Justice and Parliamentary Affairs to fulfil his assurance
given in this august House to introduce legislation to rectify the
mistakes in the members of Parliament (Pay and Allowances) Act.

Mr. Chairman: Would you like to offer a brief explanation ?
Mr. Ahmed Mian Soomro : Yes, Sir.

Mr. Chairman : Please.
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Mr. Ahmed Mian Soomro : Sir, if you remember a Bill was
dropped in the very first session of this august House wherein mistakes
were pointed out by me and other members of this Senate that the Bill
conteins certain clauses which were wrong for example, Sir, they tried
toinsert 14—A which says that this Act shall have effect subject to such
constant instructions etc. as the Federal Government may issue from
time to time. I had, Sir, pointed out that nowhere under the principles
of law-making can any rules framed by Government over-ride the Act.
Because the Act is the source from which the rules derive their
authority. The learned Minister concerned was pleased to uphold that
objection and assured the House that he would bring a Bill to amend
those mistakes. Sir, that session was over and in the second session I
brought a motion of a similar nature. Again, I got an assurance from
the honourable Minister and on his assurance, I withdrew it. Again, in
the 3rd session, when I found nothing happened in the second session I
brought a similar motion, with the same assurance from the Minister, I
did not press it. In the fourth session when I again brought the motion,
your honour would be pleased to recollect, that you even Sir, had (I
wouldn’t say warned) advised the Minister that he should not take it so
lightly and now again I have brought it, and you have no alternative
but to allow it. My intention Sir, is merely not only to draw the
attention but again, as in the previous motions which show the scant
respect the Government has for this Senate, Sir, which is supposed to
be the upper House and which is the upper House. Outside, Sir, the
Government keeps trumpeting that this is the representative
Government because all the members are the elected representatives,
elected in a fair and free election. On the other side, this is the scant
respect which Government shows for the assurances given in this
august House not once, twice, thrice but four times. Uptill today, no
such Bill has been brought before this House or the National
Assembly, the Minister has occasionally discussed the matter with me
and whatever humble advice I could give, I have given him, but upto
this time, if, where their own membership is at stake, they can within
ten days, when a House is to be called even, issue an Ordinance. They
are not prepared to respect the wishes of this House whether the dignity
of the House is concerned. I would, therefore, Sir, very respectfully like
to know where Bills so quickly can come concerning themselves, why
are they not respecting the assurances given to this honourable House
in 3 or 4 consecutive sessions and that is why I have, Sir, moved this
privilege motion. 3

Mr. Chairman, in the privilege motion No. 16 an honourable
Senator has alleged that PIA has committed breach of privilege of the
House by allowing concessional air fares to Qadianis for travel to
London from Pakistan for participation in their convention which is
being held in London.

On behalf of the Aviation Division, Mr. Chairman I would
submit that this privilege motion is not maintainable on technical
grounds because PIA’s concessional fare for any group of travellers
does not in any way amount to breach of privilege of the House.

‘All international airlines have developed various concessional
fares within the IATA rules to promote their business. These include
- group affinity/common interest/group fare besides other categories.
Group affinity/common interest fare is being offered by all the airlines
operating to and through Pakistan. Under this fare following group of -
passengers are generally carried.

— Religious group attending convention/moot and
travelling for tabligh.

— Pilgrim Group visiting Holy places.

— Cultural Troupe.

— Sports Group.

— Professional groups (doctors, lawyers, engineers, etc.,)
attending Conventions/Seminars.

Under the group affinity fare, PIA has provided concessional
fare for travel abroad from Pakistan to the following groups, inter alia,
during 1985-86 :

1. Bohra Community Group.  Convention at: Bombay.

2. Christian Community Group. Convention at Goa
(India) and Rome.

3. Advertising Group. ~ Asian Advertising

; 4 Seminar at Bangkok.

4. Pakistan Cultural Troupe.  Celebration of Pakistan
Day in USA.

5. Tablighi Jamaat. 35 different groups for

- tabligh in different parts

of the world.
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6.A Trade group. London.
7. School children group. Istanbul.
8. Qadiani Group. Convention at London on

23rd July 1986.

According to PIA’s information, between 500 to 600 Qadianis
from Pakistan are expected to attend their annual convention at
London starting from 23rd July, 1986. Out of these, PIA has been able
to book around 250 Qadianis under the group affinity fare for
travelling from Pakistan to London this year. The remaining 250—350
Qadianis have been booked by other airlines at fares which reportedly
are lower than those charged by PIA. Under the IATA rules, PIA is
duty bound to check the admissibility of the individuals who are
travelling in a particular group so that the concessional fare provided
to them is not misused. In order to establish bona fide of this particular
group, PIA has to check their certificates, their passports or any other
documents to establish that they belong to this particular group. This
should not be misconstrued as any privilege being granted to this

group.

PIA as a commercial airline is required to conduct its activity
and business on commercial lines. The airline as such does not
differentiate between passengers and groups of passengers on the basis
of caste, creed, etc. Any group which is ailowed by the Government to
travel by having all the genuine documents issued by the concerned
authorities is considered to be hona fide passenger and is entitled to all
facilities which are normally made available to its passengers by PIA.
In case PIA had refused to book these Qadianis on PIA flights to
London, they would easily have been taken over by other airlines.

In view of these submissions, I would suggest Mr. Chairman
that this privilege motion is not admissible.

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: Mr. Sartaj Aziz : Mr. Chairman, the so-called ‘Loya Jirga’
held in Kabul in April, 1986, was that another vain attempt by the
puppet regime of Kabul to spell out its policies to the people of
Afghanistan. In this attempt, they have laid great emphasis in Kabul
on trying to ensure the presence of some dissident tribals from
Pakistan. Huge amounts of money are offered and fire arms are
distributed to those willing to attend. As a result, it is true that a few
greedy and misguided persons are brought over but none of these
people have any influence or respect among their fellow tribals in
Pakistan because they are purchaseable commodities.

I would, therefore, submit Mr. Chairman, that no importance
should be attached to the presence of such mercenaries in Kabul. In
fact, by admitting such an adjournment motion, we will be further
serving the end which the Kabul regime wants to secure but cannot do
so in reality.

But even here, it has
miscalculated the strength and determination of the people of
Pakistan. So, while the attempt of the Afghan regime is understandable
it is a fact that they have achieved a very limited success in relation to
the resources and the efforts that they have made and therefore, we
should not either acknowledge ‘the importance or give it undue
importance by admitting the motion. I will, therefore, request the
honourable member not to insist on his adjournment motion.

As already the House is aware a
private member, Professor Khurshid had brought a similar Bill which
is pending although he submitted it much earlier. However, this is
going to expedite things better. but I certainly oppose this habit which
the Government is getting into of trying to suspend all the rules to get
through quickly something which they want. Sir, after all there is a
procedure prescribed and passed by this House. What is the urgency if
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after three days this Bill is passed while it has been existing probably for
year and years and years. Whereas the Private Bill has gone to the
Standing Committee, why don’t they give us the report of the Standing
Committee also with this ? Let us study the Bill. Let us see what the
Standing Committee has said. Why do they want to rush through and
have each rule suspended from time to time. Therefore, I oppose the
suspension of that Rule.

They
might have to make some further amendments in it in the interest of
free Press. Give us that opportunity but please don’t rush through
things like this.

“That the requirements of sub-rule (2) of Rule 83 of the
Rules of Procedure and Conduct of Business in the Senate,
1973, in regard to the Bill further to amend the Pakistan Penal
Code and the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1898 [The Criminal
Law (Amendment) Bill, 1986] be dispensed with.”
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(The motion was adopted)

Mr. Chairman : Sub-rule (2) of Rule 83 stands suspended.
Next.

Mr. Igbal Ahmad Khan : With your kind permission I move :

“That the Bill further to amend the Pakistan Penal Code
and the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1898 [The Criminal Law
(Amendment) Bill, 1986] be taken into consideration at once.”

Mr. Chairman : The motion moved is :

“That the Bill further to amend the Pakistan Penal Code
and the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1898 [The Criminal Law
(Amendment) Bill, 1986] be taken into consideration at once.”

(The motion was adopted)

Mr. Chairman: This finishes the first reading of the Bill. Now,
we come to the second reading. Clause 2 of the Bill. Is there any
amendment ?

Mr. Ahmed Mian Soomro : There was no time for.
amendments. We do not oppose this bill ; It is a good bill, but to the
way the bills are being brought and the way amendments are being
asked, we had no time even for expressing our views or moving any
amendment. This is what the Senate has been reduced to.

Mr. Chairman : I think you are right. In normal
circumstances, the rules must be observed but I think there are
situations where in the public interest it becomes necessary to suspend
the rules and proceed ahead with a particular matter otherwise I am
myself very keen on the due observance of rules and regulations.

No amendment. So it will put Clause 2.
The question is :

&
That clause 2 of the Bill be adopted.
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(The motion was adopted). . .

Mr..Chairman : Clause 2 stands part of the Bill. Next clause
No. 3. ;

Mr. Igbal Ahmad Khan: . It may kindly be noted that in the Bill
as it has been circulated there were typographical errors which I have
corrected, that is, in line 3 in place of the word ‘after’ it is ‘between’ and
in line 4 after ‘500’ there is an addition of ‘and 501°. I want to know Mr.
Chairman whether you have got the corrected copy.

Mr. Chairman : [ have it.

- Mr. Ahmed Mian Soomro : Are these ‘amendments being
moved by the Government to the Bill or what is this after all ?

Mr. Igbal Ahmad Khan : No. No. It was typographical
mistake which was detected before circulation and I was just checking
from the Chairman whether he has got the corrected copy or not.

Mr. Chairman : [ have got the corrected copy.
I will read out clause 3. It says :

“In the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1898 (Act V of 1898),
in the second schedule, the entries in columns 2, 3,4, 5,6, 7 and
8 appearing between the entries relating to sections 500 and

501 shall be omitted.”

The question is that clause 3 of the Bill be adopted.

(The motion was adopted.)
Mr. Chairman : Clause 3 stands part of the Bill.
There is one suggestion. I do not know whether the Chair can
move an amendment but in view of the present Bill, will it not be

necessary to have the earlier law of 1979 repealed ?

Mr. Igbal Ahmad Khan: No, Sir, that is not required because
by way of that Ordinance of 1979 amendment was made in PPC and
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Cr. PC and now we are amending PPC and Cr. P.C. It is not necessary.
It automatically stands repealed.

Mr. M. Zahoor-ul-Haq : I think that it will be proper if the
repeal of that Ordinance is incorporated as a last section in this Bill
. because that still remains on the statute books.

Mr. Chairman : That is what I thought was necessary but I
bow to the superior judgement of the Minister for Justice and -
Parliamentary Affairs.

Mr. M. Zahoor-ul-Haq : You very rightly suggested that Sir.
Normally in such like legislations there should be a last clause to the
effect that such and such Ordinance of 1979 is hereby repealed
otherwise it could create some complications later on. There is no harm
in introducing that section as a last section in this Bill. '

Mr. Igbal Ahmad Khan : As I have already submitted,
according to the drafting point of view and otherwise, it is not
necessary. This Bill seeks amendment in the Criminal Procedure Code
and the Pakistan Penal Code. The earlier Act was also making
amendments in the two laws. You will recall, Sir, that when Professor
Khurshid, the Senator from Karachi, moved an earlier Bill, it was only
‘withdrawn because in his Bill he suggested the fepealing of that Act.
This was pointed out to him at that time that it cannot be done by that
way. We are only amending a particular section of the Pakistan Penal
Code and a particular section of the Criminal Procedure Code. Sir, in
this Bill. So we need not repeal that Act because that very provisions of
the Penal Code and the Criminal Procedure Code are being amended
by this Act. So this is not necessary according to the drafting point of
view otherwise there was no harm in including one clause. So, my
humble submission is that I have studied and I have got views from the
experts and it is considered that it is not necessary. That is why we have
‘not included it. '

Mr. Chairman : I have no serious objection, your earlier
objection to Professor Khurshid’s Bill was quite correct because this
Ordinance by itself was not doing the trick, it was only an instrument to
bring about certain amendments in the Pakistan Penal Code and Code
of Criminal Procedure. Now, that purpose has been served but should
that Ordinance clutter the statute books as an extinct law, why not
make it an extinct law.
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Mr. Igbal Ahmad Khan : Sir, automatically it shall be because
when law is passed and the amendment is sought to be incorporated in
certain other law, the amendment is incorporated in that law and that
law finishes at the same moment when the amendment is incorporated
in particular law. When that Ordinance was promulgated in 1979 by
virtue of that Ordinance amendments were made in the PPC and Cr.
PIE.

Mr. Chairman : So, you have viewed the consequences.

Mr. Hasan A. Shaikh: It would only have effect from the date
of the repeal but in this case expressly those sections have been
amended, therefore, that does not apply at all. I don’t think this will
stand in our way I agree with the Law Minister that there is no need for -
a section to be provided for it.

Mr. Chairman: Well we go by the advice of the Law Minister
after all it is his Bill. Then coming to the Preamble, Clause 1 and Short
Title, the question is :

“That clause 1, the Short Title and Preamble>stand part
of the Bill.”

(The motion was adopted)

Mr. Chairman: The Preamble, Clause 1 and Short Title form
part of the Bill.

Mr. Igbal Ahmad Khan : - Sir, I beg to move :

“That the Bill further to amend the Pakistan Penal Code
and the Code of Criminal Procedure, 1898 [The Criminal Law
(Amendment) Bill 1986] be passed.

Mr. Chairman : The motion before the House is :
“That the Bill further to amend the Pakistan Penal Code and the

Code of Criminal Procedure, 1898 [The Criminal Law (Amendment
Bill 1986] be passed.”

(The motion was adopted)
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Mr. Chairman : The Bill stands passed. -

This brings us to the end of the day and the Senate is being
adjourned to meet on Sunday at 6.00 P.M. as private members day.
