Mr. Javed Jabbar: Supplementary Sir. Is the Minister aware that
during 1985 and 1986 the Government of Sind has declared at least four
Taalugas of Sind province to be calamity hit but from the figures given
Sind remains the only one out of the four provinces which has not received
a single penny as relief for calamity hit areas. Would the honourable
Minister like to comment on this discrepancy?

Mir Nawaz Khan Marwat: Yes. I agree with you. It is a fact that
the Sind province have not received any aid under the natural calamities
head, the reason is that it being a provincial subject when a demand comes
from the Provincial Government that the losses are more which cannot
be born by the Provincial Government then the Federal Government grants
aid under that head for the assistance of the Provincial Government in that
respect. Since the other provinces have represented their case and submit-
ted their demands to the Federal Government so they were given that.
From the Government of Sind so far no such request has been submitted
to the Federal Government if at all it comes, naturally the Federal Govern-
ment will help them. : :

Mr. Javed Jabbar: Supplementary. Can then one, therefore, assume
Sir, that the Government of Sind is not sufficiently seized the gravity of the -
calamity that has hit that part of Sind. Is that the reason why you have
not given aid?

Mir Nawaz Khan Marwat: I am sorry Sir, the reason as I have sub-
mitted, if the losses are so great that it cannot be born by the Provincial
Government with in its own resources it cannot be met. then they make out
their case and forward it to the Federal Government with the request for
funds. Since the losses can be easily met by the Provincial Government
so the request has not been made. The allegations of the Government of
Sind are not correct. These are baseless Sir.
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Mir Nawaz Khan Marwat: If the honourable Senator wants to see
the record, he is most welcome.

Mr. Javed Jabbar: Supplementary Sir. Will the honourable Minis-
ter agree that it is the duty of the Federal Government to also investigate
those parts of the country which through neglect or incompetence may have
been ignored by the Provincial Government, is it not then the duty of the
Federal Government and I ask the honourable Minister because unlike.
unfortunately any Federal Minister, I have happened to visit those areas
in the last two weeks and I know that conditions there are approaching

From this data it appears
that the Rural Development Finance Corporation (RDFC) remained enti-
rely inoperative for three whole years. Is that correct?

Mir Nawaz Khan Marwat: I think let me take him to the point when
it was formed. Sir, the Regional Development Finance Corporation
(RDFC) started its function from 5th of May, 1985.
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Mr. Javed Jabbar: Supplementary, Sir. There was a delay of three
years till the funds were made available to the Rural Development Finance
Corporation (RDFC). Any way, Sir, in the projects listed indicating dis-
bursement as on 31st December, 1985 not a single project comes in Sind
province. Is there a special reason for this omission?

Vil

Formally it was established on the 5th of May, 1986, and it started
as Regional Development Finance Corporation under the Ordinance of
1985. However, it had started its operations earlier and that was in July, |
1983 as a subsidiary of National Development Finance Corporation but
as RDFC i.e. Regional Development Finance Corporation it started from
May, 1986. So far as Sind is concerned, basically this Organization is
for Baluchistan, Northern . Arcas. Azad Kashmir, Frontier, portions of
Punjab as well as Sind—the most backward places. It was for the most
backward regions of the country. So far as Sind is concerned portions of
Punjab as well as Sind are also mentioned but it is not given in the figures.

Mr. Javed Jabbar: Were no requests for assistance or project invest-
ment received from Sind for the entire period of the existence of RDFC?
Was no project proposal received from Sind province requesting for dis-
bursement?

Mir Nawaz Khan Marwat: As I told you earlier, it is mostly for the
most backward regions.

Mr. Javed Jabbar: Rural part of Sind, Mr. Marwat as you know,
is one of the most backward areas as backward as any other part.

Mir Nawaz Khan Marwat: As I told you these are not mentioned.
What is in black and white that is before you. A

Mr. Javed Jabbar: Is Peshawar backward?

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Mir Nawaz Khan Marwat: Sir, as far as I remember, in various capa-
cities he has worked in the Economic Ministry and I have also been infor-
med that probably he has worked in PIDC but I am sure about it that he
has worked in the Economic Ministry, for that I am sure as the data availa-
ble.

Syed Abbas Shah: Is there any proposal for closing the PIDC?
Mir Nawaz Khan Marwat: I don’t think that is correct Sir.

Sardar Khizar Hayat Khan: That may be the qualification........

The amount has been paid but nobody was punished.
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There were increased dacoities and dacoits activities, increased bomb blasts
in NWEP, not only law and order but also Shia Sunni clashes and political
agitation. :

There is a very good article published in the ‘Herald’ in the month
of August about the dacoits in Sind and we also had that news item which I
read the other day that 26 Indians were captured. So that goes to prove
that since 1976 till today there has been a foreign hand in these activities,

be it in NWFP or in Sind.

These refugees we have looked after them. We hope they are satisfied
with our conduct and behaviour. A political settlement scems to be very
close. 1 think the United Nations representative is coming next month.
What I fail to- understand is that these seven socalled leaders of Afghan
Movement in Pakistan, 1 think none of them can form a Government in
the interior of Afghanistan. Who will rule Afghanistan in the next few
years, Allah knows best.

In the political settlement we ar€ vitally concerned because we are
almost at a hand shake distance at Turkham from the Russians. We are very
much concerned what will be the outcome of this political settlement and it
will have a direct bearing on the people of NWFP primarily and Pakistan
in general. In these Refugees 1 found another group which came after.
| think, ejected from Iran Bahaics, whether anybody have heard of them.
Bahai is a sect, they are Iranians. Now, very interesting,they speak persian
and I fail to understand as to why they are being paid directly by the UNCHR
Rs. 1,000. Are they refugees of Pakistan? Why they should be paid through
Government of Pakistan.. Our Intelligence should have woken up. It
is not business of any UN Organization paying anybody directly in Pakis-
tan, on the soil of Pakistan. Coming to this Intelligence I must also point °
out Sir, that we have given or we have given up Siachen Glacier a few years
ago. Itisa very much in Pakistan control line territory. We have signed
an agreement with China in 1962-63 from K-2, to Karakoram Pass. This
Siachen Glacier lies in that area, it is not 350 Kmy, it is 1400 Km. 1 do not
know why and under what clause. .. _because neither Karachi Agreement
not the Simla Agreement permits India to be in Siachen tody. Why that
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protest was lodged? Why did not we take up this case and what pertutbs me
most and has perturbed most that they were there and the people of Pakistan
were never informed by the Government in power. They came there in
1982 and then came back again in 1984, when we came to know in 1985.
The Military Intelligence or the Martial Law Administrator of Northern
Areas and the Agencies civil and military Intelligence should be asked. in
fact they should be prosecuted for their not keeping public informed or the
Government informed. In tribal area because of the nearness of Russians
we have people working against the interest of Pakistan. I hope the Govern-
ment is alive to the situation. We have to do something positive to makc
sure that we keep the tribesmen to our side, they are good Musalmans they
will remain with us but they need little protection plus help, because the

offer given by other party is very lucrative.

Now, coming to my own province, we have in N.W.F.P. today more
than six thousand proclaimed offenders and this is the figure I got from the
Inspector General Police. When the Prime Minister was there last year
in the beginning when he took over as a Prime Minister, I had suggested
to him when I was asked that Martial Law should be lifted, fundamental
rights be restored and emergency be lifted. I am glad, and we have been
very fortunate that we have none of these today. In the next meeting when
he came and visited us a year ago I said that there were proclaimed offenders
in the province and we should worry about law and order that was about a
year ago. I assure you nothing has been done in that part of the N.-W.F.P..
in the tribal belt as well as settled districts. Now, Frontier Constabulary
was primarily meant for maintaining law and order on the administrative
border, that is the border between the tribal area and settled districts.
Unfortunately, it is put to use either in Sind or other places. I come from
Kohat Division which I represent but unfortunately my Division is sur-
rounded by the tribal area or the special area, if a murder takes place there.
say 30 miles towards Pindi from Kohat the chap runs off through its Cherat
hills that is a tribal area, we can not locate him, we can not prosecute him.
If he does not go to Cherat. if it happens in Hungoo Tehsil, he runs off to
other Agency, we can not touch him. If it takes place in Tull, he goes off
to Kurram Agency. If it happens in South of it in Khattak area, he goes
to North Waziristan.

Now, in the days of British, they had a very fine arrangement because
the Governor used to take care of the tribal area and the settled area both.
A proclaimed offender was not to be kept by a Malik within 24 hours walking
distance from the administrative border, if he ever crossed or he left the
protection of that Malik, then Malik was bound to inform the Deputy Com-
missioner that proclaimed offender had left for a dacoity in Hungoo Tehsil.
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This is not being done now. The proclaimed offenders have made their
houses right on that administrative border. They just cross in their Suzukies
or Pick Ups, commit murder and then they disappear back into the tribal
area. Pick up a boy, get 40,000,o0r 50,000 rupees and what more, nothing
is reported, the Police is a silent spectator to the whole game. In fact,
they are a party to the whole process.

The Police wholly and solely get their red share, Thanas are sold,
the money is paid, the FIRs are not registered, a copy is never given. The
FIR should be registered. There was a case in Ayubia the other day I
went to check up, the FIR was not registered. Well, if FIRs are not regis-
tered and the Police are not doing their job, somebody should suffer or pay
for it, not the public but the Government. Now this free exchange of money
we can call it bribe. Corruption is so much in our country that we have to
live with it and this Corruption Commission which has been appointed,
unfortunately its Secretary has been changed, I do not know who is the
new Secretary. I happend to meet one of the members and asked him
what were the terms of reference of this Corruption Commission.

Mr. Presiding Officer: You mean anti-corruption.

Maj. Gen. (Retd.) Shirin Dil Khan Niazi: Anti-Corruption Commis-
sion whatever it is. So, I do not know what happened to the Secretary of
the Corruption Committee or Anti-Corruptin Commission. He has gonc
on lemve.  He thought. he will get extension because he was sixty years
old. He has gone abroad. Now, if the Government want to tackle this
problem of corruption, they should tackle it seriously, not by just telling that
we are going to stop corruption. Everybody is corrupt, and this is all I can
say as bluntly as I can. '

Mr. Presiding Officer: Too sweeping a remark.

Maj. Gen. (Retd.) Shirin Dil Khan Niazi: I am sorry, everyone means
‘me’ and excluding all the big people but I am sorr that corruption starts
from the top. I will say that if it is me, it is me.

Now as far as, the other day, we were discussing the Shariat Bill as
that was part of law and order sectarianism. In 1953 the Princeton Uni-
versity worked out with concurrence of its Congress Library to celebrate
come Islamic culture show and they had a conference in 1953, and the topic
of the seminar was:
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This was in 1953. I only wish that our Law Minister and others visit
these universities and be apprised what have they done in the last 30 years
because nothing has been done in Pakistan as far as the research is concer-

ned. I thank you Mr. Chairman, I am grateful to you.

Mr. Presiding Officer: Thank you very much. Brig. (Retd.) Muham-
'mad Hayat. :

Brig. (Retd.) Muhammad Hayat: I thank you, Mr. Chairman, for
giving me some time to say a few words on law and order situation. I agree
with most of the previous speakers. They have all explained very well
with regard to law and order and I agree with them that there is neither law
nor order. Similar kind of exercise was held a year ago and we discussed
the same problem and since then we have not been apprised of any impro-
vement or any step taken by the Government. I hope, the Minister con-
cerned will inform us what he has done since the last discussion held on this
subject.

Now, before proceeding to law and order, I would like to put the
record straight by asnwering some of my friends from Sind. Kotri Barrage
was constructed in 1954, when there was only the Punjab Province to help
them I am not defending Punjab, but I must put the record straight. Entire
money that was spent on it, was spent from the funds of the Punjab which
went to the Centre and there was no outside help in this project. Sind was
mostly barren at that time. Sind only became viable when Ayub Khan’s Land
Reforms and Ayub Khan’s Industrial Reforms were enforced at Karachi
and since then 27 lac acres were brought under irrigation in that area out of
that 9 lac. acres belonged to the Sind owners as their property whether they
were Hindus or Muslims and 18 lac acres were ‘gabar’ land and out of this
18, only 2 lac acres were given to the retired soldiers with the agreement of
the Chief Minister, Mr. Khuro and the Railway Minister, Mr. Rashdi.
This was 1953-54, and everybody paid according to the local price for non
perennial @ Rs. 250 per acre, and for perennial @ Rs. 300 per acre. They
all developed the land with their own resources without any help or loan
from the Government, and they brought these barren lands under cultiva-
tion and 2 lacs out of 27 lacs you can work out the percentage. The rest
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all went to the Sindi Horris and Waderas. So, to accuse the Army or Pun-
jab, I think, is not quite fair. My friend also mentioned something about
Units. The unit measure was taken by the British Government in ninetcen
twenties. The Punjab lands were irrigated when in Frontier and Sind there
was no canal irrigation. There was well irrigation system _in Punjab, the
units varied from 100 to about 60 for perennial and 60 to 40 for non-peren-
nial which mostly now is either lying barren or water logged or salinity
affected. While later on, the Government put 28 units per acre of all
the ‘Chais’ i.e. ‘well-irrigated’ and also put 28 for all the irrigated areas in
Sind and Frontier. So, there is no equilibrium between the lands reforms
as such. If you work on produce in some areas you will have 28 units per
acre and in my area in Sargodha 80 units per acre.

Now, next is about the Refugees: There are more than 529, refugees
really settled in Punjab, and are much less than 40% in Sind. However,
we have accepted them as Pakistanis and all Pakistanis are equally good
or equally bad. There should be no further discussion after 40 years.
In fact, Sind’s main revenue come from Karachi which is mostly run by
refugees and it is their money that they have invested in the industries. 1
wish whole of Sind can be industrialized so that all those who are unemplo-
yed, they can get the jobs provided the industries move into the rural areas.

Now, ‘the sense of deprivation’ is, I think, self-made. I remember
the sense of deprivation in Bengal. They said that Punjab has taken every-
thing from them. Now, who is takeing everything from them? Now, they

ATe starving, they have famines every year, and without 800 million dollars
they cannot survive. Therefore, I would request the honourable members,
clected MPAs, MNAs and Senators to put the record straight and there
is not that much deprivation as there is a propaganda in the daily newspapers.
