Mian Ghulam Mohammad Ahmad Khan Maneka: (a) This is not
a fact. The salaries of employees of Pakistan Tours Limited ; and Motel
at Ziarat, the subsidiaries of PTDC in Baluchistan, for the months of
February, March and April, 1986 were paid with a little delay due to
certain administrative reasons. Salaries are being paid regularly since
then.

(b) The Administrative system in PTDC establishments in
South Region including Ziarat has been streamlined to improve their
functioning and to avoid recurrence of delays in future. Timely
payment of salaries is now being made.

(b) The following steps were taken to lookafter the physical
health of the Haj pilgrims :—

At Madinatul Hujjaj, Islamabad and Baitul Hujjaj', Karachi.

One dispensary each is set up at Madinatul Hajjaj, Islamabad
and Baitul Hujjaj, Karachi where a doctor with other para-medical
staff is available round the clock for the treatment of the Haj pilgrims.
Ambulances are also available at both the places to carry seriously ill
pilgrims to hospitals where beds are specially kept reserved for Hujjaj.

Although all the Haj applicants are required to produce a
medical fitness certificate at the time of submitting their Haj
applications, arrangements were made at Baitul Hujjaj, Karachi and
Madinatul Hujjaj, Islamabad for their second screening so that sick,
weak and infirm persons are not allowed to proceed for Haj.

These arrangements will be strengthened in the future years.
During Journey
The shipping companies make arrangements in their ships for

the medical treatment of the sick pilgrims where a doctor with
necessary staff and medicines is always available.

Arrangements were also made by P.I.A. for a doctor on each
Haj flight.

In Saudi Arabia

A Medical Mission consisting of 111 persons including doctors,
nurses, paramedical staff and Attiba was sent by the Government of
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Pakistan to Saudi Arabia to lookafter the Haj pilgrims during their
stay in Saudi Arabia. The Medical Mission was provided medicines
worth Rs. 22 lakhs during the Haj season 1986 as against Rs. 17 lakhs
provided for Haj, 1985. The number of ambulances was increased from
6 to 10. Three dispensaries at Makkah Mukarramah and one each at
Jeddah and Madina Munawwarah remained open for 24 hours and
provided necessary medical facilities to the pilgrims. Tentage hospitals
were also set up in Muna and Arafat by' the Haj Medical Mission.

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Rawalpindi and Peshawar accord top priority for availability of
playing facilities for use by the local educational institutions. The
services of the national Coaches are also offered free to the educational
institutions as and when required.

Secretary Education, Government of Pakistan, as well as
Provincial Education Secretaries including AJK, are members of
Pakistan Sports Board.

No load
shedding has been carried out in Austa Mohammad area since \piil.
1986. Therefore, the question of excessive load shedding does not arise.
However, there had been major breakdowns only on 7-7-1986 and
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8 7 1986, and that also did not last for more than one hour. However
the XEN concerned has been asked to be vigilant in_respect of stable
power supply to Austa Muhammad.

(b) The equipment installed at 66 KV grid stations Austa
Muhammad and Dera Murad Jamali is working properly.

(¢) The 66 KV grid stations Austa Muhammad and Dera
Murad Jamali are being controlled by qualified Assistant Engineer
Transmission Jacobabad. There is no grid station at Jhat Pat and this
area is being fed from Dera Murad Jamali 66 KV grid station. The staff
i.e. sub-station Operator, sub-station Assistant and Helpers have been
posted according to the yardstick and they are trained persons.

Mr. Zain Nooré_mi : Sir, I was under the impression that this

stage was to speak about the admissibility. I was also under the
impression that it is only once a year during the budget session and that
too during the general discussion a person could spoke on anything on
the surface of the earth. The proof of this Sir, is evident from the
manner in which the honourable Finance Minister came marchinginto
the Hall when he heard the tune of the honourable Senator’s speech
outside. He thought there was general discussion going on the budget
and that his calendar had got mixed up. However, so far, the
honourable Senator has not mentioned in what way this forms an
- adjournment motion? '

Before I go further, I would like to make one point clear, as far
as his contention is concerned that the Parliament of both the Houses
should be given an opportunity to discuss the Pak-Bharat relations, 1

- am sure, you would agree with me, Pak-Bharat relations form a part of
the foreign policy of Pakistan as a whole and I for one, am of the firm
opinion that merely having once foreign affairs debate in a year is not
sufficient. I would like to have it more often than once in a year and I
assure you that the Foreign Minister of Pakistan is due tomorrow and
in consultation with him we shall fix a date most probably during the
next session of both the National Assembly and the Senate for
discussing the foreign policy of Pakistan. Whether Indo-Pak relations
as such time is sufficient or not, it is the normal practice everywhere in
the world that a member who considers a portion of a particular policy
is more important, he devotes the first part of a speech and more time
to that rather than going around the entire globe. So, I am sure the idea
of having a debate on the foreign policy would meet the requirements
of the honourable Senator. If you ask me today to give a date, I will not
be able to do it but I assure him that I will endeavour my level best that
in the next session there should be a foreign policy debate in both the
National Assembly and the Senate or jointly as is decided by the
Government.

As for as this adjournment motion is concerned Sir, it is hit by
Rule 71(c), 71(f) and 71(j). If you want the details of why, I will give
later on if it becomes necessary. Now unfortunately or may be
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fortunately in view of the lengthy learned statement or speech made by
the honourable Senator, if you will bear with me, I would liKe to make a
few points clear. Just as the honourable Senator has seen the reports so
as the Government of Pakistan seen the reports about the Indo-
Swedish arms deal and we fully understand and share the concern
. shown by the honourable Senator. On the basis of the information
available so far M/s. Bofars have contracted a deal with India to supply
1500 FH77BS Field Guns over a period of ten years. The contract also
reportedly envisages constructions of one and possibly two arms
manufacturing plants under licence to India. Though not officially
confirmed so far the contract is estimated to involve an expenditure of
about 3.3 billion US dollors. India obviously believes in double
standards. It has been relentlessly pursuing a programme of acquiring
ultra modern weapons on a mortal scale. The members of this august
House are aware of the agreements. India has signed with the USSR,
UK, France and West Germany. The Swedish deal is just the latest.
While itself embarked upon a programme of militarization, India on
the other hand has been persistanly critical of Pakistan’s most modest,
recent defence purchases for replacement of its outmoded and obsolete
armament. The crude Indian policy has been well understood by every
one in the world and hardly any one now gives credence to India’s
frequent attempts to cry wolf against Pakistan in an attempt to mislead
-international public opinion. Pakistan on its part adheres to the

. principles that all countries have the soverign right to acquire weapons
for self-defence. and has accordingly refrained from criticising India.

It is our desire that the precious resources of South Asia be
- diverted not to a futile arms race. We should stead fastedly maintain a
policy of establishing a tension free good neighbourly and cooperative
relationship with India. This does not however mean that Pakistan
would in any way neglect its legitimate defence needs. The House can
rest assured that the Government of Pakistan is fully concious of its
responsibility to maintain an effective deterrent capability but at the
same time just as Pakistan does not allow or does not take kindly to any
other country criticising our arms purchases because we think it is our
sovereign right to purchase whatever we can afford. Similarly we will
not interfere or criticise whatever any other country wants to purchase.
Our duty to our people and our nationals is to safeguard our frontiers
-and Insha Allah we shall continue to do so without compromising
Pakistan’s interest in any way. I thank you, Sir.
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Mr. Ahmed Mian Soomro : Sir, is it a privilege motion or an
adjournment motion?
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In raising an adjournment motion, if someone cites a rule in a
manner which is not correct then is it a breach of privilege of somebody
else or not? That is the guidance I am seeking from the Chair. Why?
Because it has been stated over here that according to Rule 71 (f) which
says, “‘it shall raise a matter which is primarily the coencern of the
Government,” since this is a mafter in which the Government has
substantial interest, therefore, it is in order. :

Sir, what does Rule 71 say. It says, “a motion shall not be
admissible unless it satisfies the following conditions, namely
a,b.c,d,e,f and so on.” So if it does not meet any of the conditions in
a,b,c,d,e,f, then it falls through. The rule does not say that if it meets
any of these conditions it will be admissible. So to say this in the House
is to take the rule to a bit of an exaggeration. That is all I was trying to
say.

Now, Sir, as far as this adjournment motio;.n 1S concefned, first
of all although it may have been printed on the 5th of July as stated,
this concerns matters which took place in 1984 and 85. Therefore, it
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gets knocked off by Rule 71 (a). Then according to the notice itself it
relates to some building which belongs to ‘Afzal Stores’ where a
diagnostic centre of PIA was set up.

It aiso next relates to another banglow in KDA Scheme No. 1,
where a hospital was set up supposed to be belonging to some lady. So
only on these two counts, it is more than one issue, so it gets knocked
off under Rule 71(b).

Then we come to what I have already said that it is a matter

“which has not happened recently. Agreement for the Afzal Store and
'for the Bunglow and the hospital was signed in 1984 and 85. So it is
knocked off by Rule 71 (c). Then to say that all of a sudden the people

of Pakistan are very much concerned. How they could be very much

concerned to-day when they have not been concerned since 1984-85.

The facts are that PIA took on rent the premises of the Afzal

Store opposite the airport for the diagnostic centre for which it was
claimed that Rs. 15 million was paid as rent in advance by PIA. This is
not correct. PIA did take on rent the premises of Afzal Store for the
diagnostic centre on lease at a rent of Rs. 29,530 per month and not
three lakhs of rupees per month which would be the calculation if the
figures quoted by the honourable senator were to be accepted. The
lease was for three years from Ist January, 1984. The covered area of
the space is 7,838 sq. ft., and a sum of not Rs. 15 million as stated by the
honourable Senator but Rs. 3,54,360 was paid as advance as rent for 12

" months. This is as far as the diagnostic centre is concerned. The rate at
_ which the rent was paid was about three rupees per sq. ft. whereas the
rental value in that area has been estimated to be much more than that.

Similarly, another building in KDA Scheme No. 1, was
acquired for the hospital for the staff and officers of the PIA. This
lease, again, was entered into on the Ist of April, 1985. A sum of
Rs.6,72,000/- less 3% income tax was paid as advance rent for two
years.

Mr. Ahmed Mian Scomro: Point of Order, Sir. Is he speaking
on admissibility? (interruption)
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Mr. Zain Noorani : You see, Sir, this is where the problem
becomes difficult. If the honourable member or Senator rather, my
apologies to the Senator, if the honourable Senators when moving the-
adjournment motions were to stick merely to the admissibility then it
would be easier for the Ministers to reply only as regards the
admissibility but since while moving we go beyond that, therefore, it
becomes necessary to present the other side of the picture also.
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Mr. Zain Noorani : [ think I have already given you sufficient
grounds that it does not lie. Since this was affecting the patience of my
dear friend Senator Soomro, I think in deference of my relations with
him I finish it.
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Mr. Zain Noorani:  Sir, although it does not make it admissible
but as far as the contradiction is concerned, probably the PIA would
have given a contradiction but in defference to the members of the
Senate, probably it did not give this thing because this appeared on the
5th and on the 7th instant the honourable Senator had sent a notice of
this adjourment motion and naturally the PIA thought that till it was
decided in the Senate, it would not be worthwhile to give any
contradiction before the matter was discussed in the Senate. As far as
the rest of it is concerned, I still insist that it is not order and it should be
ruled out.
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ANNUAL REPORT OF THE F.P.S.C. FOR 1984

Mr. Wasim Sajjad : Sir, with your permission I beg to lay
before the Senate the annual report of the Federal Public Service
Commission for the year 1984, as required by section 9 of the Federal

_Public Service Commission Ordinance, 1977 (Ordinance No. XIV of
1977).

Mr. Acting Chairman: Mr. Wasim Sajjad, Minister for Justice
and Parliamentary Affairs has moved to lay before the Senate the
annual report of the Federal Public Service Commission for the year
1984, as_required by section 9 of the Federal Public Service
Coxmmsswn Ordinangce, 1977 (Ordinance No. XIV of 1977).*
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Brig. (Retd) Muhammad Hayat : Mr. Chairman, I thank you for
giving me the time to discuss the law and order problem. I shall
continue from where I left.
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 GENERAL DISCUSSION ON THE LAW AND ORDER
SITUATION IN THE COUNTRY

Brig. (Retd.) Muhammad Hayat : Mr. Chairman, I shall try to
confine my discussion on the two major areas of our disturbances. One
of those disturbed areas is the area of the North West Frontier
Province which is not of our own making and neither the people are
responsible for it. It is due to the large influx of the Afghan refugees

- whom we have well comed, but out of three million if the Russians or
the Kabul Government send only one per cent agents is amounts to 30
thousand enemy agents. The police is not enough., although Frontier
police is most efficient police as compared to other provinces but they
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IN THE COUNTRY
are not enough., therefore, they need a heavy security cover by the

Federal Government to catch all the saboteurs who are sent from
accross the border for carrying out sabotage.

I hope, the Minister for Interior will throw some light on it when
he gives his views to us.

Now, the other area, of disturbances where the whole country’s
eyes are riveted is law and order situation in Sind Province. The
situation is so bad that the administrative machinery has failed. The
Police is blamed for helping the decoits instead of catching them. We
. hear that some army elements have also been sent out to catch the -
duml\ but so far, I do not think th# have achieved much success. The
“situation is so bad that the main route of the country has more or less

"been blocked and the truckers and the transporters refuse to go

. to Karachi Port of they would go with a squad which is very
unfortunate. I think, this is the gigantic failure of that Provincial
Government which should be put on notice by the Federal
Government that unless they improve the law and order situation
within a month, or maximum three months, that Government should
be dissolved and fresh elections be held in that province.

Now, I come to the law enforcing agencies: The basic element is
the Police. The Police today is much maligned and perhaps correctly
so. They are corrupt; they are inapt; they are untrained; they are
incompetent, but the Government has not found the reasons for all this
malady. Perhaps, the people do not know that the Police is still
working under ‘The Police Act of 1861°. Sometimes during early 1930’s
somebody thought to improve that and there is something known as
Police Rules of 1934. Since then, no effort has been made to improve
the situation of the Police with regard to their recruitment, training,
specialization, etc. Recently, this Government had asked the Police
experts to submit a report and I believe they submitted this in 1985 with
comprehensive recommendations. It does not cost very much but we
are still waiting for the result. If that is accepted in toto, then we can
expect some improvement in the Police affairs. I submit that the
Policeman who is under-paid and under-fed, gets his feeding Rs. 187
p.m., while an Army Jawan gets Rs. 300. So, he gets 2/3rd money. We
can imagine a half-starved Police man chasing the decoits in Sind or
anywhere else.
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Sir, their promotion system is bad and the training system just
does not exist. When these are the days of specialization where the
Police must also go on to specialization with regard to the catching of
the criminals; with regard to the investigation; with regard to the traffic
control and with regard to the security and intelligence. They have no
institution worth the name and the Government should establish these
institutions for them. With regard to their investigation agencies the
latest example is of the hijacking of a plane at Karachi and so far we
could not know about it. They have not been able to find out the
culprits as to which country they have come from, and which is the
organization behind them. ;

Apart from the Police, the other elements which play equally
important part are the security agencies. Mr. Chairman, Sir, since I
know this subject. This country has the largest number of security
people per capita than anywhere in the world. Yet the results are very
poor.

I think, a complete reorganization of all security agencies is
required by the Government and they should establish a Commission
as to why they are wasting so much money on these people who cannot
find the culprits or cannot warn us in time as to what is going to happen :
in North West Frontier or in Sind.

The other element that comes into law and order situation is the
administration. Since the Martial Law has been lifted it has been found
that the administration has relaxed and some are just taking no
interest. In this kind of apathy, if it continues, I think we are not going
to get anywhere. Alongwith the Police, the civil servants have also to
play their part. Alongwith them the judiciary where the eases go and
finally all the Parliamentarians have also a responsibility for their
constituencies while they are members of the Provincial Assemblies,
National Assembly or the Senate. And the MPAs, or the MNAs

*concerned must also be held responsible for law and order situation. I
think, this will strike you out of context but I shall read this because the
honourable members can find out where the real blame lies and then
the administration should try to put it right. This is from an Indian
paper about the situation in Sind, It says that betwesn 13th to 31st
August, 32 persons were killed while more than 300 were injured; 18
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Railway Stations were arsoned; railway tracks were,uprooted at
several points. Efforts were made to loot two banks and five Police
Stations. More than 45 under trials were forcibly rescued after attack
was launched on a jail. Several fields of crops were destroyed either by
burning or inundating them by water by breaching the canals in the
rural areas.

Now this is a little beyond law and order. I think, this is a
compelete subversion being carried out by a apolitical party, or also,
being inspired from outside. All these outside agents and the inside
agents must be identified by the security organizations of the country
and must be punished. Unless this is done, this kind of effort against
the State will continue.

As far as the administration at the Federal level is concerned, we
do not know where the responsibility of the Provincial Governments
starts and where it ends, and we do not know where the responsibility
of the Federal Government starts and where it ends; whether the
Federal Government can interfere in law and order or not. If they can
interfere, perhaps the problem can be solved. But if they cannot, then
some laws must be made where Federal Government can come in
where the Provincial Governments cannot control their areas.

Finally, I shall repeat that the entire Police force in the country
needs reorganization so that they improve their recruitment; their
training; their pay structure and their promotion structure. The entire
set up of security agencies needs to be looked into and all the extra
people to be eliminated and only two or three effective agencies left in
the field. The Provincial Governments should be held responsible and
also with them, the legislature. That is all. Thank you, Sir.

Mr. Acting Chairman : Thank you. Kazi Abdul Majid

motion and gave an opportunity to the House to give its views and
recommendations to deal with the law and order situation in the

country.
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Sir, it has been said that law and order situation in the country is
not very pleasant. Some members have been talking about Sind
particularly indicating that the situation is very alarming there which
needs some more effective measures than what they have been taking at
‘the moment. Sir, I do not agree with them fully. All that I can say is
that there is no smoke without fire. and I have been going around,
meeting people from all walks of life. I belong to that area and I feel
that we should deal with the situation with a heavy hand but at the
same time we should consider the issue more dispassionately and find
out the root cause of all these things. After all the punitive methods will
suppress it but so long we do not arrive at a conclusion, we do not know
the reasons, we do not know the roots due to which these things are
happening, we cannot come to a correct solution. Somebody is ill,
unless we diagnose correctly, we cannot treat him properly. In this
context I would say that we should take some corrective and
reformative measures which I will talk out separately.

I would like to express here about people of Sind. What they
were and how they are being branded today? So, I would like to say a
few words on the situation. Sir, we all know the contribution of the
people of Sind in Pakistan movement in its establishment and in the
history. The people of Sind received our brethren who migrated from
accross the border during 1947 with open arms and played the role of
“Ansars”. This has been also said in one way or the other by my
learned friend Gen. Shirin Dil Khan Niazi. So, I need not say more
than that and what I would only add here is that even today the people
from all over the parts of the country continue to move in Sind and
settle there. There is only one way traffic and the people from Sind,
they stay there and there is not much of a traffic from Sind to other
provinces. Mr. Chairman, Sir, Sind is a part of Pakistan. It has rich
culture, rich language and rich traditions. It has today a number of
universities and colleges which turn out a number of graduates. The
position of the unemployment in Sind is very acute and my other
colleagues have said rightly in the House that the unemployed
educated persons have been found involved in the dacoities and this is
very unfortunate not only for Sind but for the country as a whole. After
all there is a limit of frustration. If anybody can get his livelihood
through proper means, I don’t think he could think of these routes. So,
the urgent need is that we should have to make some arrangements for
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making available the job opportunities to these young people who get
misled otherwise. So, this is what I would feel about the students. The
boys were not getting the employment and in this particular case some
efforts are definitely being made to get employment or government
jobs for them. Sir, there are many organizations of the government,
corporations and the other companies and we have been getting
information on the floor of this very House through questions and we
find that the quotas are not being maintained properly and that there
have been some gaps, not only for Sind but other provinces also which
are in minority. So, we have to take some corrective measures to make
appointments to remove these inequalities.

Sir, people of Sind are as patriotic as any other citizen of
Pakistan. It is not a privilege of one section of the people. Slogans of
loyalty do not make a man patriotic, patriotism has to be

‘demonstrated. The people of Sind have amply demonstrated it on
many occasions. Sir, General Niazi had mentioned of 1965 war and the
part played by the people of Sind under the leadership of Pir Pagharu is
on record, they defended the borders of Sind in 1965. However asking
for the corrections of wraongs done to the people of Sind in the past
cannot and should not be painted as unpatriotism. This I want to make
clear, Sir, that people of Sind are also part of Pakistan and we are four
brothers in the shape of provinces and we have got FATA as our fifth
brother. Now, if there are some problems of one brother, is'it not the
duty of others to lookafter their problems, find out their problems and
correct them and give them a helping hand instead of giving a sense of
isolation. So I would urge upon all the provinces to give a helping hand
to Sind and resolve their issues where they have got grievances. Sir,
there is no country in the world where 5 to 10 per cent people are not
against the State or against the land. Their patriotism and love for land
is never doubted, they are tolerated. The few lone voices that you find
in Sind are also found in other provinces as well, but Mr. Chairman, in
case of Sind we feel much alarmed and more concerned and shout at

the top of our voice that Sind is burning and all is not well there. Sir,
this is neither correct nor fair. Mr. Chairman, problems cannot be
solved by mere accusations or levelling slanderous charges. This is an
evasive approach and leaves us nowhere. We can only solve the
problem by finding the root cause and then making sincere attempts to
correct the situation.
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Sir, in Sind the phenomenon of lifting of people, what you call it
the kidnapping, and asking ransom is a very recent matter. It is only
three years old. There used to be cattle lifting and the people used to get
the ‘Bhurunk’ to return those animals. ‘Bhurunk’ is the ransom money
that they were given, but it is only during the last three years from 1983
onwards that this process has started and we have never heard of this
sort of a thing before 1983. Sir, it is a matter of concern for all of us that
modern weapons including rocket launchers are being used by the
dacoits. These are not produced in Sind. From where do they come?
Now what steps have been taken to see how this illegal inflow of these
weapons is in the country and how they reach the dacoits. What steps
we have taken? We must find out that cause and try to stop it there
rather than the people get armed and they are able to face any
‘situation. I think it is the problem of the province of Sind. So, the root
cause is somewhere else fromwhere the weapons come. If they don’t
have those weapons, they will not be in a position to commit all these
dacoities and all sorts of things.

Sir, another point that I would bring to your attention is, let us .

see these dacoities where do they occur. Mostly they are occurring in
Jacobabad, Shikarpur, Larkana, Dadu, on the right bank of river
Indus and parts of Khairpur, Sukkur and Nawabshah on the left bank
of river Indus. The dacoits escape in the western hills and forests and
the hatcha areas. On the right bank the agriculture mostly is non-
perennial and there are no industries worth the name. With the result
that the people depending on agriculture are not gainfully employed all
the year round and the others do not get their job opportunities as there
are no industries in that area. Similarly, the riverine areas which used
to be inundated prior to construction of Tarbela Dam remain high and
dry during all the year round, earlier the flood water used to spread and
over take the river embankment almost every year and there by on
recession of this flood water this was providing adequate moisture to
support bumper oil seed crops during ‘Rabi’. Besides grass would grow
and provide pasture for cattle grazing, the depression would trap water
and provide lot of fish. This is not there any more after the
commisioning of Tarbela. It is once in 8 to 10 years that the high flood
occur and katcha area is partially inundated like this year. The last
flood that came was in 1976. As a consequence, the livelihood of the
people in the riverine areas from Kashmore to Kittibhander was at
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stake. The cattle wealth has dwindled and the fish is getting scant in
these areas. Sir, the area so affected between Kashmore and Kotri
Barrage alone is around two million acres. What I would suggest that
we should have electrically operated tubewells, properly planned and
installed to provide perennial supply all the year round to every inch of
the land that could be brought under plough. This will not only provide
means of assured livelihood to the people of area but will add to the
national wealth. Sir, I am not trying to say any thing against Tarbela
Dam, what I am saying is that from Tarbela Dam among all other
benefits that we have received this is one aspect that has happened to it
because the water used to come in floods. Now, the flood water is not
there and the katcha areas are not getting inundated and we are losing
Rabi crop every season. So. therefore. | would suggest that this project
should be launched so that we can get about two million acres of land
under plough. This will not only improve the livelihood of the people
but also give a boost to the national wealth.

Sir, once the areas prosper, people are fully rehabilitated and
infrastructure is built, this will discourage kidnapping and dacoity in
those areas. :

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Mr. Abdul Majid Kazi : Right; Sir. I would urge upon the
Government to view the problem from this angle and provide special
funds to the provincial Government to implement this programme.
This is in line with the Prime Minister’s Five Point Programme and the
people of the riverine areas deserve more attention than is being given
to them at the moment. ‘

Sir, I will now come to this point that some members of the
parliament have raised the question of proclamation of emergency in
the province of Sind under Article 234 of the Constitution. Under the
same provision the President has the power to declare emergency and
assurne himself the functions of the Government of the province and all
other powers vested in or exercisable by anybody or authority in the
province but this power is subject to the condition that the President is
satisfied that a situation has arisen in which the functions of the

Government of the province cannot be carried out in accordance with
the provisiqns of the Constitution. Those who advocate this idea, I say
“with due Fespect. appear to be blisstully ignorant of the conditions
political or otherwise in the province of Sind. There is already a sense of
deprivation in Sind. Unfortunately, a large segment of the population
feels that they are ignored by the Centre and are being ruled and that
they have no right or opportunity to participate in the governance of
the country or in the decision making process directly affecting the
rights and privileges as citizens of Pakistan much less as citizens of the
province. In this situation to resort to emergency provisions of the
Constitution and the promulgation of emergency will be a suicidal act
and would amount to adding fuel to the fire. This would deepen the
sense of deprivation from which the people of Sind are woefully
suffering. Politically, it will be very fetr_bgressive and detrimental to the
integrity and solidarity of the country. It will provide an excuse to a
very vocal element to propagate cessational tendencies. This will also
provide an provide an opprtunity to super powers knocking at the
doors of our country from the north.

What I am trying to suggest here is that we have been hearing
that we should do this and we should do that. A learned colleague has
just said that we should hold fresh elections in Sind as the government
has failed. I say that the government is competent, it can deal with the
situation. In this matter only a few days back the Prime Minister has
said that the members of parliament and MPAs will be associated with
the administration to help them and assist them in the maintenance of
law and order. I am very positive that once these steps are taken they
will go a [6ng way in Improving the situation rather than you dissolve
the Assembly and remove those people and they will all become hostile.
This will not be a correct step at the moment. You know the political
situation in the country and in the provinces. It is not wise to suggest
this thing. I do not have a heart even to think of it. I do not think this is
a wise step and I would vehemently oppose this. In the matters of Sind
we have got a little more knowledge about things. Leave us alone. If
you do have sympathy with us then only give the corrective measures.
Give us due share in services. You help us out in giving us funds so that
we are able to make our projects and we get as much as other brothers
are getting. We are part of the body. Suppose some limb is aching, if we
just try to cut it off or ignore it, that is not going to be helpful for the
‘body as a whole.
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In order to sum up all these things I would only give a few
suggestions at the end to indicate what I am aiming at.

We should create Revision Development Authority. This
authority may be made responsible for the total management of
development work in the area from Kashmore to ketibunder. Special
funds for the purpose be provided by the Federal Government to Sind
Government.

In case of employment the quota system may be faithfully
followed for new appointments and steps may be taken to correct the
wrongs done in the past.

Now, Sir, we have been getting information about the Chief
Executives. We have got so many corporations and companies but
there are . . . . (interruption)

An honourable Member : Point of order. Sir, what it has to do
with the law and order situation.... (interruptions)

Mr. Abdul Majid Kazi: I am talking about the inequalities
which are breading all these problems. I am giving the causes.
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Mr. Abdul Majid Kazi : I am just trying to outline corrective
steps. I am just trying to say that the people of Sind who were so warm,
who were so hospitable what has gone wrong with them. I am only
trying to say that these are some of the inequalities which have come
up. If you take the list of so many corporations and organizations and
companies under the Federal Government, how many of the chief
executives are from Sind, how many of them are in top positions and
how many of them are in the lower positions. If I take the name of
Atomic energy Commission, if I take the name of WAPDA, if I take
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the name of Heavy Mechanical Complex, Taxila — where is the quota?
Why cannot we also be given an opportunity? This is what I am saying.

The other day my friend Mr. Palejo said that even in private
industries which are located in the district of Thatta you hardly have
got the local people from the area who could be appointed even as
Chawkidars or given other jobs. These are the things which create heart
burning and generate such feelings. Therefore, I would urge the
industrialists of that area to keep these factors in mind. They should
have respect for these norms and they should try to give them the local
people as much opportunity as possible. If there are any shortcomings
and deficiencies there is no harm in creating some facilities for training.
I am sure they could always give the local people non-skilled jobs but
the people of that area are not getting those jobs. This is really creating
heart burning in these areas. The factories are installed with a view to
generate employment. The industrialists who go into the interior in tax
free zones get concessions but the people of the area do not get any
benefit out of it. This'is what is causing the present situation.

Similarly, I would say that the people of Sind should also be
given preferential treatment in the armed forces so far as the
recruitment is concerned. If you relax the rules that might be possible.
It had been done earlier in the case 6f East Pakistan when Bangladesh
was part of Pakistan, the height of the people for recruitment in the
armed forces was reduced specially for those areas. If there are certain
difficulties because of which the people from Sind are not able to be
recruited then we may seriously consider removing those difficulties so
as to give them the opportunity to serve in the armed forces also.

Then, as I have said earlier, I vehemently oppose the suggestion
of proclamation of emergency under Article 234 or dissolving the
Provincial Assembly and holding fresh elections only in Sind. Thank
you very much.
