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() RE: KIDNAPPING OF CHILDREN FROM
DIFFERENT PARTS OF THE COUNTRY

Mr. Muhammad Mohsin Siddiqui: ~ Mr. Chairman, I beg
leave of the House to move a motion for the adjournment of the
business of the House to discuss a definite matter of urgent public
importance and of recent occurrence namely the news item which
appeared in ‘“The Daily Dawn® Karachi dated 23rd August, 1987.
According to that an attempt was allegedly made to smuggle forty five
children abroad for the use of camel races in Dubaj. This news item has
caused widespread resentment and unrest to the parents all over the
country and created a sense of insecurity for the kids. The matter may
be discussed at the floor of the House in the light of gravity of the
situation.

Sir, this is a very serious matter as a number of times the misuse
of our young kids has been reported in the Press. This is by itself a very
serious thing. Forty five children were taken from all over the country
and were kept in two hotels near Cantt. Station Karachi. Somehow the
FIA got the information and the people, who were keeping them,
were arrested and the boys were recovered. Now. this situation calls for
some measures on the part of the Government to ensure that such
incidents do not occur. As a matter of fact we might have to take the
steps with our friendly countries in the Gulf where these young kids are

« being taken away and sold. They should also be contacted so that in
future they should not allow any such trade which is absolutely illegal,
immoral and this country cannot afford to lose its children especially
young kids in that manner. The situation has further deteriorated
because in the camel races probably because of the weight they use
these kids and they are treated as a bait. [ would submit that this is a
situation in which Pakistan Government should take a strong stand
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and should protest to those friendly countries where such a custom or
such a usage or such a game is being played. With these words I would
humbly submit that the subject as such is very important and I do not
think that any man can overlook it. All of us are parents and we have
got kids, we have sons and daughters and everybody should feel if any
kid or any son or daughter of this soil is being taken away in this
manner.

Raja Nadir Pervaiz Khan: Thank you Sir, I would like to
submit before the honourable Hosue that an incident had taken place

“in 1986. That was the first incident Sir, when the Government got the .

“information that some of the boys are being taken to the UAE States —
the Gulf States. They normally go there as a camel rides. They
normally go there as for grazing the camels and other animals of the
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Sheikhs’. These boys were intercepted on the Phillipines Airlines. They
were recovered alongwith their guardians, alongwith their parents and
the case was registered under the Immigration Ordinance. A special
Court was constitued, those people were arrested. Later on they were
released on bail. They are still on bail and the case is in the Court. The
other incident regarding which the honourable Member has just
informed the House, they were not forty five Sir. They were twenti\/
three boys who were recovered from Mehran Hotel and the same man
was involved ; one with the name of Mr. Muhammad Igbal and the
other his accomplice Mr. Sher Muhammad. Last year too the same
persons were involved in taking these boys with the consent of their
parents and the guardians to the Gulf States. This time too this man
had lodged them alongwith their necessary documents in the Mehran
Hotel so that they could be shipped across with the Gulf States as
required by some of the Sheikhs for the camel racing in their countries.
The FIA got the information and they raided the hotel and these boys
were recovered. The persons were arrested and the investigation is on
the way. I just want to make one thing clear Sir, that the number of the
boys was 23 and not forty five or fifty five as given in the newspapers.

Second thing is Sir, that you cannot call it smuggling. It is with

the consent of the parents, of the guardians of those minor boys. Some
of them accompany the boys there to the Gulf States and they stay with
those boys. It so happens when some of the Sheikhs come to the area of
Rahim Yar Khan or Cholistan, they contact these parents for the
minor boys and they have the temptation that the boys would be
getting better pay — more money. It is just the temptation of the
money which makes the parents to decide that the minor children
should be permitted to go to UAE as trainers as people who take part
as camel riders and they take part in the camel racing. This is with the
consent of the guardians Sir. It has been established during the
investigation in 1986 or now presently which we have got the cases with
us that these boys aree permitted by their parents and guardians and
not that they have been smuggled without the will and without the
consent of the guardians. That is a very clear point Sir. It has not been
established so far Sir.

The second point is that this case is subjudice. It isalready in the
Special Court. Special Court has been constituted and the case is under
trial and once the investigation of this particular case is completed this
will go to the Special Court before the Special J udge. I assure the

Yhonourable Member that the Government is fully alive to the situation
and we try our utmost not to permit these parents or guardians to allow
or to take their minor children to the Gulf States so that they cannot be
employed by the Sheikhs in that area. Third point is Sir, that it is being
hit by the Rules and Procedure of the Senate. Thank you very much.

Mr. Deputy Chairman : Mr. Ahmed Mian Soomro Sahib.

Mr.Ahmed Mian Soomro: Ifthe honourable Minister talks of
the consent of the parents, does it justify the action or to assure that it is
not a serious matter or if he says 23 children I would say even if there
were three children, does it not make the matter equally serious?

Raja Nadir Perviaz Khan : Really serious that is why the
Government has taken the notice of that and those people were
arrested and those people who were involved with this illegal trade
have also been arrested.

Sir, that this is an illegal trade and the Government is fully alive to the
situation and a special court under the Special Judge has been
constituted and the cases are under trial. It is subjudice and I assurc the
honourable Member once the cases are proved they will be given
punishment according to the law.

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Raja Nadir Pervaiz Khan: Thank ;ou, Sir. I oppose the
motion. The honourable Member has made a reference to the
honourable Members of the Parliament whether he is an MNA,
whether he is a Senator or he is a Member of the Provincial Assembly.
According to the reports collected through the Director General

Registration no case uptil now has come to the limelight of the
Ministry of Interior regarding the involvement of any honourable
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Member of the Parliament who has attested the forms of foreign
nationals as mentioned by the honourable Member in his adjournment
motion. I just want to assure you Sir, that some of the cases have been
uncovered. We have nearly 2700 cases which are registered for fake
attestation. All those people involved whether they belong to any part
of the community, whether they are officers, whether they are incharge,
whether they are workers of a particular group, whether they are
employees of the Registration Office, anybody may be, once it is
established that the man is involved in issuing a fake identity card to a
person, the case is registered against that person. Here I just want to
limelight some of the Members of the local body, some of the
Councillors in Karachi because the maximum influx of the foreign
immigrants and nationals have been towards Karachi towards the
Province of Sind, from where they have been easily, in the past, getting
the national identity cards and passports and in thousands they have
gone to the Gulf States and Saudi Arabia.

The Government has revised its policy regarding the new
national identity cards and a pilot project after being accepted by the
Cabinet and the elected representatives has been enforced in Islamabad
and Rawalpindi and on that the work has started. The policy of the
Government is to ensure check on the influx of the foreign immi-
grants who come to Pakistan illegally. They cross the border. The
instructions have been issued to all the agencies on the border that no
illegal immigrant would be permitted to cross the border and come to
Pakistan. This land is only for the Pakistanis and those people who
have already come, we just want to ensure that those people who have
illegally got hold of the identity cards they should be uncovered and the
cases must be registered against them and those people who
attested their documents. I assure the honourable Member that any
Member who is involved in attesting a false document of any illegal
immigrant who is a foreign national he will be dealt with according to
the law. As far as the adjournment motion is concerned Sir, uptil now
the name of any MNA, a Senator or MPA has not come to the limelight
with the Registration Office at Karachi or in other parts of the country.
If it is ever discovered we assure the honourable Member that action
will be taken according to the law. With these arguments Sir, I oppose
the motion.
