In addition th‘erﬂ
s Imam of the mosque who teaches “NAZRA” Holy Quran on part- ,
time basis. However, additional teachers may be provided if the
enrolment so demands. The average student teachers ratio in Mosque
Schools is 16:1.

(b) The Maktab/Mosque school makes use of the Mosque
premises as school building. Some of the mosques do have the bath-
room facilities while others do not. However, the drinking water
facility is invariably available in mosques which is made use of by the
students as well.

. (c) A total number of 36923 Matriculate teachers are wofking
in Maktab/Mosque Schools in the four Provifices. In addition 25199
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Imams are also teaching part-time in these schools. The province-wise
break up is as follows —

(d) Constrained by financial resources for construction of
school buildings and inspired by the fact that mosque, which is present
in tc\\b}ery settlement big or small, remains unused between Fajar and
Zohr prayers, the idea of mosque schools was conceived. However, it
was not altogether a new concept. The mosque have been the centres
for dissemination of knowledge in Muslim societies since the advent of
Islam but lost importance during the alien rule.

It is a fact that accommodation in some of the mosques is not
adequate to house the three classes (Mosque Schools are basically
‘meant for classes I—III). These schools are opened as an immediate
arrangement to provide much needed assess to primary education
particularly in rural areas.

In order to provide extra accommodation the provincial
Governments can construct additional room(s)/shed(s) with the
mosque where needed either from Government sources or through
community help. Under the Prime Minister Junejo’s 5-Point Pro-
gramme the provision has been made for construction of sheds for
providing extra accommodation in the mosque schools to be opened in
Federal Areas (FATA, FANA and Islamabad).

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RE: POLICE VERIFICATION FOR NATIONAL INDENTITY
CARDS
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Although I got it very late but still I would like to answer that.
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I will come to that later
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I take up these points one by one although I have got the
adjournment motion very late but as it relates to some of the questions
which have been answered on the floor of the House, we have the
knowledge, I have got the brief of the report with me I would like to
satisfy the honourable Member today. First of all Sir, the issuance of
identity cards started in 1973 and all those identity cards which were
issued in 1973 and onwards they were linked up with the issuance of the
passports. Anybody who had an identity card would not be requiring
any verification he would automatically get a passport but resulting
which Sir, thousands of the people who were non nationals, illegal
immigrants like the Afghanis, the Burmese, the Ceylonese and
Bangladeshis they managed to get the national identity cards and in
turn they got the passport made and s0 many of those people in
thousands have gone abroad and we have got the reports from our
Foreign Missions. It was due to lack of care taken by the people
because it was linked up with that way that the Magistrates and the
elected representatives of the area could verify and attest the forms of
the national identity cards. Due to the lack of care taken by the
attestors so many people got the forms attested and got the passports
issued and after that those people managed to go abroad. This created
a lot of law and order problem for us Sir. All that subversive activities
in the country, the terrorists moving here and there and all that
unlawful activities were connected with all this national identity cards
though this is one of the very important document which could be in
possession of a person who is a Pakistani basically. I just want to assure
the honourable Member that any card issued before 79 does not need a
verification. All those people who are the honourable Senators,
MNAs, MPAs, employees of the autonomous and semi-autonomous ~
bodies, employees of the municipalities, the wives and dependents of
these officers from the different departments, retired persons and their
families, journalists who have been registered with the Federal and the
Provincial Governments do not need any verification by the Police and
once they apply for identity card their national identity card will be
issued within three days. All those people who want an issuance of a
duplicated copy of the identity card or a duplicate copy of the passport
will have to be verified through the Police. This is just for the
verification, Sir. Before 79 we don’t need any verification.
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Second thing is Sir, that all those people who have the identity
cards and once they have been verified by the Police to get a passport
they will not be needing a verification again as required by the
Registration Officer. This policy was adopted by the Government to
revolutionize the entire system so that all those people who have
illegally got hold of the passports and the identity cards could be
checked. Recently the Government has decided to start a pilot project
in Islamabad and Rawalpinai. We would re-verify all those identity
cards issued after January. 1979 till July. 1987. This policy was decided
by the Government to counter all those illegal immigrants in our
country who could easily get the identity cards and could get their
passports made. I am sure. Sir. with this brief statement of mine the
honourable Member would be satisfied and will not pursue the motion
as: ‘

firstly, it is the Government policy and a decision has been
taken;

secondly, certain confusion was there in the adjournment
motion and I have tried to clarify that, Sir.

The third thing is that it comes under rule 71(d) of the
Rules of Procedure and it is hit by that because this was

discussed on the floor of the House in the National
Assembly and 1 request, Sir, that this may not be
discussed on the floor of the Senate again.

I am sure, Sir, by this statement and the clarification the
honourable Member will be satisfied. Thank you, Sir.

As I said earlier the
purpose of this Bill is that offence under section 302 or 307 committed
in the course of those offences which are scheduled, should be tried by
the same court.
