Mian Muhammad Yasin Khan Wattoo: (a) The Government of
Pakistan is paying pension to those Indian pensioners who migrated to
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Pakistan on or after 1st January, 1961, subject to final adjustment with the
Government of india.

(b) and (c) Information is being collected from the Auditor General

of Pakistan and the AGPR, Islamabad and will be placed before the House
in due course.

Mian Muhammad Yasin Khan Wattoo: (a) No. Under the existing
rules, the facility of ‘move-over’ to the next higher pay scale is available to
all civil employees of the Federal Government in BPS-1 to BPS-19. It is not
available beyond BPS-19 as government wants to retain a strict criteria for
allowing promotion to or drawal of salary in higher scales.

(b)  No proposal for further enlarging the scope of ‘move-over' is
under consideration of the government.
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Hill Allowance

44. *Mr. Abdur Rahim Mir Dad Khel: Will the Minister for Finance -
and Economic Affairs be pleased to state whether a uniform rate of Hill
Allowance is given to Federal and Provincial Government Employees; if
not the reasons therefor?

A scheme for
conversion of pedestrian streets/galis of Sector G-6 into flexible black-top
pavements is under consideration and PC-1 of the same is under
preparation.
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Rana Naeem Mahmud Khan: Thank you, Mr. Chairman. The
situation regarding this sector and these houses is that the water proofing
which was applied on those houses had an estimated life of about ten
years. These houses are now about twenty years old. With the result that
we have more than occasional complaints of leaking roofs. We have
already started a phased programme to rectify this defect. As far as
providing a new water proofing on all the houses is concerned, we have
so far in 1986-87 carried out repairing work in 599 houses. About 537
houses will be repaired during 1987-88. As far as the question of individual
complaint is concerned whenever we do receive complaints they are
attended to as properly as possible.

The standing committee is
competent to approve proposals for grants upto Rs. 10 million. Approval
of the ECC of the Cabinet is required for amounts exceeding Rs.10 million.

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(b) Health and Education sector allocations were reduced by
Rs.51.594 million and Rs.74.657 million respectively.

Mian Muhammad Yasin Khan Wattoo: (a) The banks, according
to law and terms of lockers hiring agreement entered into by the banks
with the locker hirers, are not liable in the event of any loss of content of
the lockers. This legal position has also been upheld by the Wafaqi
Mohtasib in his judgement on complaints lodged by affectees of the
Quetta incident.

(b) Looting of the lockers of Shara-e-Alamdar Branch Quetta
was committed by a mob who took out a procession on religious reasons.
Banks take all possible precautions but elimination of such incidents is not
within their control.

Mr. Muhammad Mohsin Siddiqui: Would the honourable Minister
inform us as to the disparity in the figures given by him and those released
by the State Bank of Pakistan in their annual report?

Mian Muhammad Yasin Khan Wattoo: No Sir, | don't think that
there is any difference between the figures mentioned here or mentioned
by the State Bank of Pakistan.

Mr. Muhammad Mohsin Siddiqui: Unfortunately | have not
brought it but as my memory goes the figures differ.

Mian Muhammad Yasin Khan Wattoo: | think we should recheck

Mr. Muhammad Mohsin Siddiqui: | will try to meet him and check
up those figures. Now, the second question that | would like to put in
supplémentary is what new measures, he has said that realization is being
made so as to cover the deficit, have been taken or being contemplated?

Mian Muhammad Yasin Khan Wattoo: Sir, | have given two
important measures; one is that we are improving the realization of the
receipts and at the same time controlling expenditures. Sir, you will see
that the figure of deficit financing has also come down. Of course, it is
something which fluctuates for the whole year and it will only be possible
by the end of the year to know as to what is the actual deficit financing but
it continued fluctuating and the very fact that from December 87 the deficit
financing has come down to 7.6 million goes to show that the measures
being taken by the government are effective.

Mr. Muhammad Mohsin Siddiqui: | think my learned friend has
not understood my point. These are usual measures that realization of the
dues should be made and expenditure should be curtailed. These are the
normal measures. | ask whether any extraordinary measure is taken or
under contemplation to avoid deficit financing for good?

Mr. Chairman: | am sure the honourable Minister and this House
would be grateful if the honourable member could suggest such
measures which would reduce or bring down deficit financing.
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Mr. Muhammad Mohsin Siddiqui: If we are given a chance, we
can. | am prepared to accept the challenge.

Mr. Chairman: Right.

Mian Muhammad Yasin Khan Wattoo: Sir, | may submit that
already the National Taxation Reforms Commission Report is under
discussion in the National Assembly. It will be discussed here in this
House also and the draft of the 7th Plan has also been published which
will be discussed here and is under discussion everywhere. One of the
important aspects of that Plan is to identify ways and means to fill the gap
between the resources and the requirements and if the honourable
member would give concrete suggestions we would welcome that.

Lt. Gen. (Retd.) Saeed Qadir: Supplementary, Sir. Would the
honourable Minister for Finance like to state that the projected deficit
financing for the whole year was estimated at Rs.7644.3 million as stated
in the reply at para (a) above, and the deficit financing which has taken
place upto 3rd March, 1988 is Rs.7625.00 million which is about the same
amount which was predicted for the whole year. It is obvious that during
the remaining period of this (current financial) year deficit financing will
‘continue to be resorted to and it is likely to exceed the figure of
Rs.9308.00 million which was upto 31st December, 1987. This will have
very far reaching effects on the inflationary trend in the country and one of
the measures which is being mentioned in sub-paragraph (c) is, ‘control
of expenditure by the Government’. Now, would the honourable Finance
Minister please state what specific measures have been adopted to
reduce the government expenditure so far, that is, upto March and what
other measurgs are being adopted upto 30th of June about which it could
be positively mentioned that these measures would either contain deficit
financing or reduce deficit financing so for as the Government expenditure
is concerned. This is what the question actually pertains to. Thank you.

Mian Muhammad Yasin Khan Wattoo: Sir, as | have already
stated, most of the questions — rather the speech of my honourable friend
has already been answered. | have submitted that about deficit financing
the figures continue fluctuating throughout the year. At times it may be
higher, at other time it may be lower.
