Mr. Acting Chairman: Questions. Mr. Muhammad Mohsin Siddiqui.

PRIVATE NURSING HOMES

11.  *Mr. Muhammad Mobhsin Siddiqui:  Will the Minister for Health, Special
Education and Social Welfare be pleased to state:

(a) whether it is a fact that the private nursing homes are run by the doctors’
and para-medical staff of the Government hospitals and dispensaries, if so ;-

(b) the steps Government intends to take to check this tendency by imposing
restrictions on private practice of doctors and para-medical staff employed in
Government Hospitals and Dispensaries; and

(c) whether it is also a fact that some of the private nursing homes and
maternity homes are run by unqualified doctors-and staff, if so the steps taken by the
Government to check these practices?

Mir Hazar Khan Bijarani: (a) Yes, some Private Nursing Homes are being
run by doctors and para-medical staff of Government Hospitals and Dispensaries.

(b) Yes. Health Division has taken the following steps to restrict the private
practice:—

(i) Adeclaration form has to be filled in by the doctors on their first
appointment, where regular or ad hoc, to observe the restrictions on
practice according to the rules on the subject.

(i) A declaration of \practising; and non-practising ' posts has been issued
regulating private practice according to the rules;

(iii) . Non-practising allowance has been increased to make non-practising jobs
more attractive; ' '

(c) Yes. An ordinance has been drafted and a summary to the Cabinet is
under submission to regulate the functioning of nursing . homes and private clinics.

Mr. Muhammad Mohsin Siddiqui: I am glad Mr. Chairman, the department
has come with some confession that there are private nursing homes run by the doctors.
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Now, would the Government conduct a survey and evolve some other method to know
the exact number of doctors and para-medical staff of the government hospitals and
dispensaries who are involved in the running of private nursing homes. This is a
malpractice which is going on for long and unless a complete survey is made and all
those who are running such private medical homes should be listed and specification
should be taken against them instead of only having a declaration or certain other
smaller measures?

Mr. Wazir Ahmed Jogezai: Mr. Chairman Sir, well I don’t know whether it
was a question or a suggestion? We will certainly look into it and the Ministry will go
into a greater detail to find out and do the needful but let me mention it here that health
is a provincial subject, the Ordinance is coming for the federal territory to begin with
and once we have promulgated it here in the cap1ta1 territory then we would request
the Provincial governments to go by the spirit of this Ordinance which will be
promulgated. Beccause we went to the Law Ministry for their opinion and they
restricted us only to the federal territory.  So, we are not coming out with an
Ordinance for the whole of the country but for the federal areas only and then we
would be going to the provincés and we would be requesting them to adopt that law :
Thank you, Sir.

Mr. Muhammad Mohsin Siddiqui: Mr. Chairman, even the provincial
governments are fully conscious and in today’s ‘Jang’ there is a statement by the
Provincial Minister for Health Mr. Muhammad Naseer Khan as under:
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So, this malpractice is not only at the federal :level but I concede that it is at the
provincial level as well.

Of course thisis a provincial subject but as you can advise them, therefore, they
should be asked to promulgate the law and make the survey on the same pattern so that
you come to know the doctors who are doing it and with this I would also ask the
learned Minister who is a substitute of course today, why not non-practising allowance
should be increased to give an incentive to the people so that they may not run private

nursing homes.

Mr. Wazir Ahmed Jogezai: Mr. Chairman, I thank the honourable member
for the information he has given us. He is very well aware that the provincial
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governments have taken note of it very seriously and we would also advise them and |
would request the Health Minister to consult the honourable member in this
regard.  And if he has some point of view to share with him (Health Minister) the
Minister would Insha Allah call him for that consultation. [ thank you, Sir.

Mr. Muhammad Mohsin Siddiqui: There is another aspect Sir. a very serious
aspect which I would like to draw your notice and the notice of the learned Minister by
asupplementary that if some of these maternity homes and nursing homes are being run
by unqualified people and unqualified nurses and they are being used for illegal and
immoral purposes as [ have got some information on the basis of which I could say that
some of these maternity homes arc only for abortion cases which is illegal, immoral and
against Islamic injunctions.

Mr. Acting Chairman: Thank you. Nawabzada Jahangir Shah Jogezai
Sahib.
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Mr. Muhammad Mohsin Siddiqui: Sir, my supplementary is a different one
and my supplementary is not replied.

Mr. Acting Chairman: What was your supplementary?

Mr. Mukammad Mobhsin Siddiqui: My supplcmentary was that some of these
nursing homes and maternity homes have been established by persons who were not
qualified doctors and nurses and they are used for immoral purposes of abortion which
is not only illegal but anti-Islamic and it is against the tenets of Islam.

Mr. Wazir Ahmed Jogezai: Mr. Chairman, of course, I agree with the
honourable member that these practices are not only illegal but also grossly immoral
and we would do our best to restrict and control them. 1 would request the
honourable member to come to the rescue of the Government and suggest to the
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Government ways and means to curb this kind of activity. I thank the honourable
member for having raised this issue which is of substantial importance.

PROMOTION AVENUES FOR DOCTORS

12.  *Amir Abdullah Khan Rokri: Will the Minister for Health, Special
Education and Social Welfare be pleased to state :

(a) whether there is any plan under consideration of the Government to
improve promotion prospects of doctors employed in government service; and

(b) the total number of jobless doctors in the country and the steps taken by the
Government for their employment?

Mir Hazar Khan Bijarani: (a) Yes. It is under consideration, In
consultation with the Establishment Division to constitute a Medical Service of

Pakistan.

(b) The estimated number of jobless doctors is 4,300. The following steps have
been taken to increase the employment of doctors:—

(i) Double shift was introduced in all urban hospitals in the country.

(if) An additional post of doctor was created in all Rural Health Centres in the
country.

(ili) A post of a doctor was created in all the Basic Health Units where
previously only para-medicals were working.

(iv) Small Business Finance Corporation extends loaning facility of Rs. 1 lakh

to doctors who opt to practise in rural areas and Rs. 75,000 to those doctors
who opt to practise in urban areas.

CHARGES IN PIMS, ISLAMABAD

13. *Amir Abdullah Khan Rokri: Will the Minister for Health, Special
Education and Social Welfare be pleased to state whether it is a fact that various fees
are being charged for obtaining medical treatment from thé Pakistan Institute of
Medical Sciences, Islamabad, if so, the details of such fees with reasons?

Mir Hazar Khan Bijarani: Yes. Details of such fees are at Appendix-I.
The charges have been levied for the following reasons:—

(i) Pakistan Institute of ‘Medical Sciences is a referral hospital of international
standard with most modern equipment and to maintain and run the
hospital, the Governmentis providing grant-in-aid of Rs. 133 million every
year.

(ii) The expenditure will increase after the induction of full complement of stafl
and range of services.

(iii) The services of such’'standards can not be fully financed from government
revenue. It is necessary that hospital raises some revenue of its own to
meet at least a part of its expenditure.

(iv) The charges which have been levied are nominal.  They are comparatively
much less than charges of the private clinics which provide services of much
lower standards. The chargés are also comparable with the charges of
Sheikh Zayed Hospital, Lahore.
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(v) Approximately 50% of patients are getting treatiment free of cost. In
addition. all federal government employees and their families; and
members of parliament are also getting treatment free of cost as entitled
patients.

(vi) It may be submitted that revenues generated from the charges which have
been levied would cover approximately 20% of the recurring budget of the
Pakistan Institute of Medical Sciences.

AG REEMENT BETWEEN .PAKIS'I:AN & CARGILL COMPANY

14.  *Mian Amir Haider Qureshi : Will the Minister for Industries be pleased to
state whether it is a fact that an agreement was signed between Pakistan and Cargill
Company for setting up a factory for the preparation of citrus, kino & orange juices if
so0, the progress made in this matter so far.

Ch. Shujat Hussain: No agreement has been signed by the Government of
Pakistan and M/s. Cargill Pakistan Limited.

Messrs Cargill Pakistan Limited were granted permission on 10-9-1987 by the
Government of Pakistan for the establishment of a new industrial undertaking for the
production of frozen concentrate\orange juice for 100 per cent export, in District
Sargodha, Punjab.

No progress has been reported so far by the sponsors.

Mr. Muhammad Mobhsin Siddiqui : Would the honourable Minister inform the
House as to what is total capital cost of the project. .

‘Ch. Shujat Hussain : Sir, its total cost is Rs.9,94,00,000.

Mr. Muhammad Mohsin Siddiqui: Then, next question arises ; what is the capacity
of concentration to be prepared in this factory ?
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Mr. Muhammad Mobhsin Siddiqui : Would the honourable Minister consider the
desirability of setting up such units in other parts of the country as well ?
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Mr. Acting Chairman : Former member of the National Assembly and noted
religious scholar, Maulana Abdul Haq expired on Wednesday, the 7th September, 1988.

He was father of Senator, Maulana Sami-ul-Haq. Maulana Abdul Hagq, rendered
distinguished services to Pakistan in various capacities.

Maulana Abdul Haq belonged to the
Deovband . School of Islamic thought and was much respected for his knowledge of
Hadith and Fiqgah. Maulana Abdul Haq founded a religious Institute of Repute Dar-ul-
Uloom Haqania at Okora Khattak. This Instituteturned out thousands of religious
students from NWFP, Baluchistan, Punjab, Azad Kashmir, Northern Areas, Afghanistan
and South Africa. Many graduates of this Institute earned fame in religious and political
fields. Maulana’s demise is a great loss—a national loss. I, on my own behalf and on behalf
of the House express my heart-felt condolences to the four sons and seven daughters and
other members of the deceased family and pray to Almighty Allah to rest the departed
soul in eternal peace.

Syed Abbas Shah : I raise the question that the privilege of this House has been
breached by the appointment of Brig. (Retd.) Amir Gulistan Janjua as Governor of
NWEFP which is violation of Article 101,(1)and (2) of the Constitution of Pakistan.

Mr. Acting Chairman : Isit being opposedfrom the Government side ?

Mr. Wasim Sajjad : Opposed, Sir.

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Syed Abbas Shah : It is our duty to protect the Constitution and if a provision of
the Constitution is violated, it is the breach of privilege of the House. Sir, Article 101
says : '

“There shall be a Governor for each Province who shall be appointed by the
‘President after consultation with the Prime Minister”.

‘The clause (2) of Article 101 says :
“A person shall not be appointed as Governor unless he is qualified to be
elected as member of the National Assembly and is not less than 35 years
of age”.

Then, Sir, I refer to Article 63(1) (k) of the Constitution which reads :

“63 (1) A person shall be disqualified from being elected or chosen as, and
from being, a member of the Majlis-e-Shoora (Parliament), if :—

(k) he has been in the service of Pakistan or of any statutory body or any
body which is owned or controlled by the Government or in which the
Government has a controlling share or interest, unless a period of two
years has elapsed since he ceased to be in such service™.

So, Sir, on both grounds I feel that the requirements of the Constitution have not
been fulfilled. First, that there is no Prime Minister and the appointment of the
Governor has not been made with the consultation of the Prime Minister which is
‘a necessary requirement of the Constitution.

Second point is, Sir, that he was in government service and he has not completed
two years after his retirement.

So, I feel-it is a very simple issue of violation of the Constitution and he is
disqualified on the basis of these two facts. I, therefore, propose that this should be
considered as a breach of privilege of this House.

Mr. Acting Chairman : Mr. Wasim Sajjad.

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Mr. Ahmedmian Soomro: Point of order. Sir, if you are talking about the
delimitatiop of Constituencies Ordinance, it has been the tradition in this House that
whenever any Act or anything is amended the original one must also be supplied to us
to know what amendments they are bringing about.

§ Mr. Acting Chairman: Right, I will ask the Sccretariat to supply this.
Mr. Wasim Sajjad: When the matter is brought up as a Bill for discussion at

that time we will provide the original text to the honourable members. At this time we
are only laying it before the House under Article 89 of the Constitution.
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Mr. Ahmedmian Soomro :  No, [ am talking of the last item.

Mr. Acting Chairman: Lastitem Sir, we are taking the last item of the agenda.
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Mr. Wasim Sajjad: Sir, it is the Secretariat of the Senate which provides all the
documents which are required by the members but today there is no item on which we
have to supply any docufnent. Because item 7 to which reference has been made...

Mr. Acting Chairman: No, Sir, he is talking about the Ordinance that you
have laid just now.
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such States and territories as are or may be included in Pakistan, whether by accession
or otherwise.

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Mr. Ahmedmian Soomro: Thank you. Mr. Chairman. While I am in
agreement about the principle of not reducing the seats of FATA. we can notignore the
basis on which the elections have to be held.  As far as the census is concerned. my
learned brother General Jamal Said Mian has pointed out some of the things whiclr
lend suspicion to the veracity of the census.  But at this stage Sir. until Government
and the relevant Agency is able to correct the census figures we can not go out of the
Constitution.  For that Sir, 1 would respectfully take you to Article 51 of the
Constitution which says:—

“The National Assembly shall consist of (two hundred and seven Muslim)
members to be elected by direct and free vote in accordance with law.”

Then, it gives additional ten seats in the National Assembly to certain reserved classes
and for a period of ten years an additional twenty seats are reserved for women and
allocated to the provinces in accordance with the Constitution and law. Article 51.
(3) which my learned brother had referred, says :

“The seats in the National Assembly shall be allocated to each Province,
the Federally Administered Tribal Areas and the Federal Capital on the
basis of popuiationv in accordance with the last preceding census officially
published.”

Now, Sir, we can not go out of this as long as the Constitution as it exists is there.  The
case made out by Senator General Jamal Said Mian is one whereas constitutional
amendment could be considered by the relevant authorities. But the Constitution as
it stands can not be acted against because neither the number can be disturbed which is
the total composition of the Assembly nor the basis on which it is to be divided. If
today instead of five, eight seats are allowed on what basis would it be. And that
would again have its effect on the distribution of the total seats which is to be in
accordance with the last census.  Therefore, Sir, however, we may feel sorry about the
reduction of the number of seats the Constitution, as it stands, gives us no loophole to
increase the number of these various groups mentioned in sub-article (3). Therefore,
Sir, it is not possible to change the basis unless the census is changed and then that
would affect the overall position of the composition of the National Assembly in all the
Provinces. As learned Professor Khurshid pointed out that he has been receiving protest
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from Hyderabad - Twould also say about the arca to which I belong Shikar Pur, their
scats have also been reduced by one. But the question is. a basis has been provided o
the Election Commission by the Delimitation Ordinance on which thev have to delimit
the constituencies.

I therefore. feel Sir. that the number of seats can not transgress beyond sub-
article (3) of Article 51, As regards the method of voting there also I think. Sir. the
system thatis being adopted in FATA . in my humblc opinion, is notin accordance with
the Article 51 sub-article (1) which says that the two hundred and seven members are .
to be elected by direct and free vote in accordance with the law. They can not be
elected by any indirect method.  Therefore. the point raised by the learned Senator in
this respect is absolutely valid and no law can be made repugnant to the Constitution
and therefore, the election from FATA has to be held on the basis of irect vote.  This
is my humble submission Sir.

Mr. Acting Chairman: Thank you. General sanial Said Mian on point of
order.

Lt. Gen. (Retd.) Jamal Said Mian:  Mr. Cii..iman, Sir, | am not arguing that
the Constitution is wrong.  That is one of the things which is very sacred and we can
not question that.  What I was all along saying that you know [ was trying through
the condition there and other thing is that the census has been carried out wrongly. |
give you one or two examples from the book by the census people.  Now take Kurram
Agency. Now Kurram agency is one of the agencies which is relatively more settled
than the other agencies, where the functionaries can go at least to the major part of the
area. There you would see that in 1951 there were 158,000, in 1961, there were
200,000, in 1972 there were 280,000 and in 1981, they vwere 294,000.  So, ymi see that
there is a gradual increase and there is some sort of semblance of correctness. Now,
you come to another part which is Mohmand Agency. It is a new agency. The
whole of it is not an open area. There you cannot go beyond the roads and it is an
unprotected area. Here in 1951, their population was 129000, in 1961, their
‘populatlon was 294 000 in 1972, their populatlon was 383,000. Now this all seems
ﬂurl) well-spaced, and then suddenly in 1981 it has been reduced to 163, 000, half of
what it was in 1972. So, should an intelligent person not look at this and question as
to what happened? Was there famine, was there epidemic, was there a war, was there

‘@ complete annihilation of population in Mohmand Agency. So, this is what I was
saying that I question the correctness of the census and if it is grossly wrong then, |
expect the Government should take some action to correct it.

Mr. Acting Chairman: Thank you. Mr. Muhammad Ali Khan.
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“Wazirs and Mahsuds fighting in their own country are the best warriors of
the world”, and then he says : “They are the best umpires of the world. No
tactical error goes unpunished e.g. not picketting properly or timely.”
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Mr. Acting Chairman: The motion is talked out and the Justice Minister will
make a detailed satement on the issue of delimitation on the next working day
(Government business day). Then, the House is adjourned to meet again on 12th
September, 1988 at 5.00 p.m. in the evening. That will be a Private Members
day. Thank you.
