*(Def.) Question No. 9 Senator Shahadat Awan: Will the
Minister for Finance and Revenue be pleased to state the details
of 43 articles of gold and silver valuing Rs.7.85 million stolen from
a field office of FBR at Lahore during the Financial year 2020-
2021 indicating also the action taken against the officers/officials
involved in the same and status of recovery made, if any?

Mr. Muhammad Aurangzeb: It is apprised that as a result
of two (02) detailed audits of the State Warehouse (Valuables),
Custom House, Lahore conducted in the year 2019, embezzlement
of 43 articles, consisting of 36 currency articles and 7 gold/silver
articles, was unearthed.

The main individuals implicated in the matter were Mr. M.
Yusuf Khan, retired Superintendent and Mr. Khalid Pervaiz Bhultta,
Inspector. The discovery of embezzlement prompted the initiation
of formal investigations and subsequent proceedings. However, by
the time the embezzlement was detected. Mr. M. Yusuf Khan had
already retired on 30th June, 2019, thus precluding the initiation
of departmental disciplinary  proceedings against  him.
Consequently, Mr. M. Yusuf Khan was nominated as one of the
principals accused in FIR NO. 881/2019 dated 15-12-2019, in
which  Mr. Muzaffar Hussain, Inspector and Sepoys
Mr. Fageer Hussain, and Mr. Muhammad Naeem were included in
the subsequent investigation, registered with the Police Station Old
Anarkali, Lahore. Following jurisdictional concerns, the case was
transferred to the Federal Investigation Agency (FIA), which
subsequently registered FIR No. 03/2020 on 8th January, 2020,
retaining both Mr. M. Yusuf Khan and
Mr. Khalid Pervaiz Bhutta as principal accused in the matter, while
the three other officials (as mentioned above) were retained to be
included in the subsequent investigation.

Following extensive investigation, the FIA concluded its
inquiry and, on 29th November, 2021, submitted a final Challan to
the FIA Court (Central-1), wherein one of the Main accused Mr. M.
Yusuf Khan alongwith other officials (as mentioned above) who
were included in the subsequent investigation were exonerated of
any involvement in the embezzlement. However, the investigation



found Mr. Khalid Pervaiz Bhutta, Inspector, to be solely
responsible for the embezzlement of 36 articles of currency. As the
case is still under trail in the concerned court, it is important to
note that Mr. Khalid Pervaiz Bhutta was granted post-arrest bail on
statutory grounds by the court on 22nd July, 2022, with a bail bond
of Rs. 500,000.

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Resolution moved by Senator Sherry Rehman
condemning the heinous incident wherein a woman
and a man were publically and illegally executed in

broad daylight, following a so-called Jirga decision

Senator Sherry Rehman: This House strongly and
unequivocally condemns the heinous incident wherein a
woman and man were publically and illegally executed in
broad daylight, following a so-called Jirga decision. This
premeditated act of vigilante murders constitutes an
abhorrent crime; it is a gross violation of human rights,
the Constitution, and the laws of Pakistan.

This barbaric murder cannot and must not be
masked by any cultural, tribal or traditional justification
under the pretext of so-called ghairat or “honour”. It is in
fact the crime that has gravely dishonoured the nation.
Any attempt to justify such a crime based on “custom or
honour” is completely unacceptable, as is the entire
process of victim-blame.

The House recalls that Parliament has previously
enacted legislative reforms to curb so-called honour
crimes, particularly by disallowing compoundability or
sulah in such cases, in recognition of the need for a State
to act decisively against perpetrators. However, this
House notes with deep concern that despite such legal
safeguards, implementation on the ground remains
weak, and justice is often subverted, as evidence in past
high-profile cases, especially those that target women.

This House affirms that so-called honour killings
are not honourable but constitute murder under the law
and must be prosecuted and treated as such. The rule of
law cannot be selectively applied, nor can tribal or
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informal justice mechanisms be permitted to undermine
constitutional protections and due process.
The Senate therefore resolves that:

The Government must ensure immediate
and transparent investigation into the
recent killings, with all those involved-
directly or indirectly, including those who
convened or sanctioned any Jirga- brought
to justice without delay.

Law enforcement agencies must be
directed to treat all such cases strictly
under the relevant provisions of the
Pakistan Penal Code, without compromise
or discretion.

The Ministry of Law and Justice and
Ministry of Human Rights are urged to
conduct a thorough review of the
enforcement gaps in existing laws dealing
with the so-called honour crimes, and to
recommend actionable reforms for robust
implementation.

Public prosecutors and investigating officers
must be trained and sensitized to treat
gender-based violence on honour crimes as
serious  criminal  offences  requiring
proactive prosecution.

Provincial and Federal governments must
launch awareness  campaigns  that
categorically reject the concept of honour-
based violence and reinforce the primacy of
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constitutional law over tribal or feudal
normes.

This House stands once again squarely with all
citizens of Pakistan as equal and entitled to the
protections of the law. It also, finally reiterates its
unyielding commitment to upholding the rights, safety
and dignity of all citizens, especially women, as enshrined
in the Constitution of Pakistan.”
