Minister Incharge for Defence: (a) (i) Civilian ‘employees
therﬁseives oﬁly and their malé chﬂdren of 12 to 18 years (excluding BPS-1 to 4
staff) are entitled to free outdoor and indoor treatment in milifary hospitals but
their wives and children are not entitled to receive such treatment as indoor
patients other than male children of 12 to 18 years age.

(i1) The family menibers of theée empioyees ‘are at present
receiving indoor treatment in - Cantohment Creneral Hosﬁifal like the general
public. The civilian employees of GHQ and their family members are, however,
entitled  to jindoor l;rt;atment in.  emergency  cases. from  amy
aumoﬁsed/unapﬂloﬁsed h:ospiitalu,_,and the amount so incurred by Gov_ernment,
servant for Selfi ég_.yv;zll as famlly is fe-hnbursed by the Government. _ ‘

d) . Budget allocated in medical stores Head is meant for military
héspitals and it ‘includes provision 'of medical facilities to the civilian employees
of the GHQ and their f: arruly members mentioned at a (i) & (ii) above.

(c) (3) fI"he spouses/children of the civilian employees are entitled to
outdoor treatrﬁeﬁt in mlhtaxy hospitals but they are not allowed indoor treatment
facilities like .i‘ainily members of regular army employees, except to the extent
mentioned at a (i) above. This facility was not being provided by miedical
authorities in GHQ to the family members of GHQ for the reason that military
hospitals are over loaded and facing financial constraints. Last year Government
of  Pakistan, Ministry of Defence issued Government letter allowing indoor
treatment facilities to the family members of GHQ civilian employees as civilian

non entitled patients on Government charges, the expenditure of which will be

reimbursed to the military hospitals .concerned out of separate allocation to be
earmarked out of army budget under medical stores head. The said Government
letter has been accepted in principle and Is in the process of being implemented.

{¢) (i) The parents of these ¢émployees are neither entitled for outdoor
nor indoor treatment in military hospitals. Health Division has also regretted to
accept the liability of civilian employees of GHQ and their family members as the
Federal Government hospitals/institutions are overburdened with the civilians
paid out of civil estimates and cannot accommodate the civilians paid out of

Defence Services Estimates without additional allocation.
