Mushahid Hussain: Sir, the question asked is
outside the perview of specific ques’dqn ‘which was originally
asked by the honourable Senator but I just like to say that one
manifestation of our government's commitment to uphold the
Supreme Court's Judgement 1is the fact that the senior most
Judge of the Supreme Court, Mr . Justice Saeed-uz-Zaman
Siddiqui has already been notified to be appointed as the Chief
Justice of the Supreme Court and Insha-Allah tomorrow he will be

taking oath of his Office, which shows very clearly that our



commitment in the Supreme Court Judgemenf 1s very consistent,
categorical and clear.

Mian Raza Rabbani:Sir.

Mr. Chairman; Mr. Raza Rabbani.

Mian Raza Rabbani: Sir. that is not the pointin
question , the point in question is that in the case of the Sindh
High Court . the appointment to the vacancy that had been
created was not filled within the speculated period, in the case of
the Lahore High Court, the vacancies created were not filled in
the stipulated period. Then, in the case of Acting Chief Justice,
the Lahore High Court Bar and the District Bar and every one
else is crving hoarse that the senior most Judge of the Lahore
High Court has not been appointed as the Acting Chief Justice.
The Judge at seniority —number 2 has been appointed Chief
Justice . These are glaring facts. 1 don't know how the honourable
Minister savs that his regime has a commitment to uphold the
Judgerments of the Supreme Court.

Mr. Mushahid Hussain: Sir. it is better to refer to a
government rather than regime because regime has certain

connotations.

Mian Raza Rabbani:  Sir. that reference by intention...
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Mr. Mushahid Hussain: I think sir, it was a mistake.

Mian Raza Rabbani: Most certainly, I don't make such
mistakes.
