Wasim Sajjad) in the Chair.

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PANEL OF PRESIDING OFFICERS

Mr. Chairman: In pursuance of sub-rule (1) of Rule 14 of the Rules
of the Procedure and Conduct of Business in the Senate 1988, I nominate the

Mr. Chairman: Yes Mian Raza Rabbani.

Mian Raza Rabbani: Sir, this is a very important point. Sir, the
point is that keeping in view this regime's attitude, particularly towards the
Senators and the Senate of Pakistan and generally towards parliamentarians. A
colleague of our Senate Mr. Ali Nawaz Shah was made a victim of brutal police
lathi charge at Hyderabad on the 25th August and not only that but he had
subsequently been charged and booked under the Anti-terrorism Amendment
Ordinance 1999, which at that time, when he was booked has lapsed and was a
lapsed Law. He has been detained in Central Prison Hyderabad and in keeping
with iradition, the Leader of the Opposition wrote to you on the 30th of last
month that Senator Ali Nawaz Shah be produced for this session. That letter
was received by your secrefariat at 12:00, 12:3C noon on the 30th of August
under rules 72(a) that he be produced. Bit it is most unfortunate that till 12:00,
12:30 when I got intouch, you were not gvailable, I got intouch with the
Secretary of the Senate. And I was told that till 12:00, 12:30 the Senate

Secretariat did not even bother to issue the letter of production for Senator Ali



Nawaz Shah. And when I protested on this, I would like to state on the floor of
this House that the attitude of the Secretary Senate was so casual
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Senator Ali Nawaz Shah is coming here under his own right. He is coming here
under the rules and I would most humbly submit to you that you ask the Senate
Secretariat not to issue such casual remarks and I would also most humbly
request you that once you had ordered to be issued. why is the Senate Secretariat
keep sitting on it and that why is not Senator Ali Nawaz Shah present in the
- House today. It is his right to be present in tl;e House.

It is a requisitioned session. He has been made victim of state brutality.
He has been a victim by this fascist regime and Senate Secretariat has played
with the rules, I would say, sir. I am excluding you from this because you issued
the orders but the Senate Secretariat has colluded with the regime and thus made
sure that Senator Ali Nawaz Shah is not produced today.

We, in the combined Opposition take strong exception to this and we
would demand from you, sir, that you please ensure, make a direction, categorical
direction io the government that your orders be implemented and that tomorrow
Senator Ali Nawaz Shah should be present in the House and that the Senate
Secretariat should be asked as to why the production orders were not issued for

No.2, I have learnt that 160 members of Parliament from
Punjab have been sanctioned their development schemes and from Sindh there
are only 20 members. Sir, the height of discrimination, that you may kindly notice
that, even in grant of the development schemes, there are 19 Senators from Sindh

and 36 MNAs, out of that only 20 belonging to the Treasury benches, have been



granted schemes and 160 members of Parliament from Punjab have been granted.
You, please, look at the annexure sir which is with you.

Now, this height of discrimination sir that even in development schemes
when Sindh required more development, there are more under developed areas

and also Balochistan sir and also Frontier.
Mr. Chairman: OK.
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If they cannot do their function, what are the Minisfers sitting here for. They
invited us to give them the programme, we gave it to them.

Mian Raza Rabbani: Mr. Chairman! I am grateful to you that you
have given me this opportunity to take, through you, the House and the Nation
into confidence as to the manner in which the political , economic, and cultural
rights of the people of the Province of Sindh are usurped. That province which
was instrumental in the creation of Pakistan, that Province which has spared no
effort, at the cost of its economics, at the cost of its political rights and at the
cost of its political leadership to the extent that it allowed its Prime Minister to
be murdered.

But yet it stood fast to the principles of federalism . Today that
Province bleeds, today that province is being crushed under the boot of a
political minority i the province which' takes its strength from the coterie in
Raiwind.

How it has led to
a feeling of deprivation. How the smaller provinces don't feel a part and parcél of
the federation. How they feel that governance is not for them that they and their
own counfry, a country for which they fought. a country for which they
struggled, a counﬁy for which their forefathers gave their lives are today being
treated as second class citizens. Where it seems that the order of the day isvthat
the burden to rule rests only, solely and exclusively at Raiwind. |

Sir, today in that province we took governors rule with the binch of
sorrow. We were told that the law and order situation in Sindh is deteriorated,
that the law and order situation in Sindh is bad but when this regime came out
with figures, the law and order situation in Punjab was worst. Rapes, murders,
terrorism, killings were far greater in t.he province of the Punjab but yet this
province continues to have its Assembly, continues to have its Chief Minister
but my province, the province of Sindh on this very argument of law and order
was denied its Assembly. Governor's rule was imposed and that too under
Atticle 232 with the single purpose that it should be perpetuated till such time
that Muslim League can make a government, that it should continue without
parliament, without the resolution having to go before parliament. If théy were
democrates, if their intentions were clear, if they had no monkey business in
mind for the province of Sindh, they would have gone in for governor's rule under
234 but no, that was not to be, that was not enough. Then came“ andfher
constitutional illéga]ity whereby the provincial assembly which under Article
232 remains intact was suspended but that was also not enough for them,A for
their thirst to be quenched, then they went forward to curtail the powers of tﬁe |

Speaker of the Sindh Assembly. That again was ﬁot sufficient, that again was not
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sufficient for them, they closed the gates of the Provincial Assembly of Sindh on
its legislators. People duly elected by the people of Sindh to represent them, to
govem. them, to give them their voice, they were denied entry into that building.
But that again was not enough, that again was not enough, they had to declare
the precincts of the Provincial Assembly of Sindh as the prohibited area, a tlung
which is never happened in the Parliamentary history either here or abroad or in
the United Kingdom. A thing that has been totaily unheard of , as that was agair_l
not sufficient, they went ahead and appointed an Advisor in total violation of
the‘ Constitution, in total violation of the principles of Governor's Rule and the
Governor of Sindh was stripped of his powers and the powers which otherwise
should have been exercised by the Federal Government, namely, the Cabinet ,
were entrusted to a single individual and the individuai who does not have
representation in the Provincial Assembly of Sindh he today acts as the defacto
Chief Minister of the Province of Sindh.

But that again, sir, was not enough, the Provincial Assembly of Sindh
1s alive, the Supreme Court has said that the Provincial Assembly of Sindh exists.
But yet look at the unfortunate face of my province that I am given a budget,
my resources, my taxation, my expenditure over which I have no control, ‘th.e
budget is given to me as if I am a colony by way of a royal decrée, by way of a
notification. This is the way, this is the manner in which the Province of Sindh
is being dealt with and if again that was not sufficient and again if that was not
sufficient, the Constitution which according to them is like a plasticene, it can
be turned and twisted and rolled into a ball, tossed from one's hand to the other's
according to their own whims and dicta. As if that was not sufficient, municipal

taxes, octroi, was again, by royal decree, take it away without allowing the
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provinces io have a say in, but now, sir, the icing to the cake comes and can you
imagine, sir, that the Assembly of Sindh is alive. Elected representatives of the
Province are there, the Deputy Speaker (Acting Speaker) is there, the Assembly
meets, the Assembly does business. but who is to rule my province? Unelected
people, people who do not have a mandate, people who have not gone to the
polls, today, they are installed as Advisory Counsel to the Chief Adviser in total
violation of the Constitution and of the rules. What moral and political right
leave alone the legal aspect of it, what moral right do they have, when they are
not members of the Assembly? When the provincial Assemly is alive, what
moral right do they have to come and rule the people of Sindh? Simply because
the minority Government of the Muslim League could not function, simply
because the "Raiw-ind" wants it that Sindh should be governed by the Muslim
league, regardless of the mandate to if or .not. Therefore, we, the Combined
Opposition, today. fotally reject the advisory council that has been formed in
Sindh. It is a farce, it is a slur on the democratic institutions and it is the slap on
the face of the Provincial Assembly of Sindh and subsequently a slap on the
face of electorates of Sindh, to which we in the Senate, who represent the
federation, who represent the province of Sindh, who represent the smaller
provinces, take an offence, take an excc'ption and we shall not permit this high
handedness to continue.

That is not the end of the story of Sindh. Today, Sindh's assets are
being sold to feed the fantacies and caprice of the ruling junta of "Raiwind". We
-said it at the off set that the Motorway is a. project which is not economically
viable, it is not beneficial for the people of _the Punjab, either to the common man.

The common Punjabi gains nothing out of it. It is only the elite of Punjabi, the
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one who owns mercedeze and BMW, who wants to make it a dictona beach for
their speed and thrill, it is only they who will benefit by it.

Today, who is having to pay for tﬁose expensive and extravagant. habits
of the ruling junta, they are the poor, oppressed, -deprived people of Sindh.
KESC is being sold to DAEWOO so that it can meet the six year loan aé,reement
in which they have defaulted to make payment. So that the assets of Sindh or
KESC which are roughly to the tune of 2.5 billion US dollars, can be thrown
away for the Lord Masters playing arena -at a paltry 600 million. Is this the plight
of the province of Sindh? Is this what Sindh is there for, to be looted and
plundered? So that the appetite of "Raiwind" can be fulfilled.

But that is not the end of the story. The National Highway, the Super
Highway from Karachi to Hyderabad an arbitrary order, without taking the Sindh
Government , without taking their own Governor into confidence. The former
Govemnor is on record, Moin-ud-Din Haider, to have said that we have opposed
the handing over of the Super Highway to the Fauji Foundation because the 200
million that we get from tolls, particularly after the going of octroi is going to
have a telling affect on the economy of Sindh. Their Governor recommended that
the money you want to spend on the Motorway, do not spend it there.
