As did I, when I was informed vb_\_' competent people on
behalt of the .US Government because I said that our position is very
clear. we are a responsible country. we donot believe in a proliferation, we
are sensitive to the needs of United States. Europan Union, Japan and
other friends of Pakistan who are all sensitive to Nuclear prolliferation. So
our point sir, I would like to inform the honourable Senato% apd other
colleagues of mine thmugh you is that we do not indulge in pro.li‘feration.
-We have asked the. Government of the United States. we ha(vev told £hem

that there is nothing that we know that has happened . it has not




happened . during the period of -the President who is in power. his
government or since our government has been in power, which is barely
five months sir and we have expressed our disappointment with the
American government on this issue and no answer in terms. 1 would also
like to inform the honourable Senator sir “that the Government of Pakistan
1s not really disturbed on accouni of any actions of the flow of technical
information that may be affected by this ban. We are objecting to it on a
diplomaticbasis . As far as the Kahuta Research Laboratory is concerned
and not just the Kahuta Research Laboratory . our entire nuclear
progra;lime . and our entire missile programme is indigenous, we are
selfsufficient and the members of this House would be happy to know
that the Pakistani people through their hard efforts, toil and labour and
backing of their scientists have acheived certain level in both nuclear and
missile technology that is self sustaining. We are not dependent on any
outsider. Thank you sir. '

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The Security Council still has a central tole The government and the
people of Pakistan have reacted with deep anguish and dismay on the
current situtation i Iraqg. We have deplored the use of force and the
initiation of military action against Iraq.
2 We hope that the limits mmposed under the humanitarian law in a
situation of warfare as pomted out by the ICRC are observed to avoid
suffering to the civilian population i Iraq and all necessarv steps  are
taken to protect civilians.
3 The Charter of the United Nations confers on the Security
Council primary responsibility for the maintenance of international peace
and seccurity . That responsibility has never weighted more heavily on  the
members of the Council than now. In view of the emerging and pressing
problems which the intermational community faces . 1t is imperative that
the Security Council should play its central role so that the sufferings .
pains and museries of the people of Iraq are brought to an carlv end and
Iraq issue is brought back to its diplomatic track for a peaceful resolution .
There is a clear need for a comprehensive approach that permils peace .
security ;and  stability  In this connection Pakistan is m touch with the
mternational community and is plaving a constructive role in the Security
Council.
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4 . Pakistan has been concentrating in providing humanitarian
assistance and relief to the Iraqi people. The modalities of sending aid
are being worked out with- the UN. We are gﬂanning to send relief goods
to provide shelter. food. and medicines to the affected population of Iraq.
A group of Pakistani Parliamentarians . sir vou will be very happv to know.
there are 19 doctor member in the National Assembly and 4 in the Senate .
they have formed a committee and I would like to take this opportunity to
congratulatc them . Thev have formed the committee to help the people of
Irag in the humzinitarian aspects and some of them are volunteered to go
themselves and teat the people who have been injured as a result of the
fighung and the war that is taking place in Traq. A group of Pakistani
Parliamentarians who also happened to be doctors are finalizing
arrangements for scnding a team (0 provide medical and humanitarian aid
to the sick and wounded people in Iraq. The Minmistry of Forcign Affairs
will do all that it can to help them in that noble endeavour.

5 The President, the Prime Minister and I have tried our best to
reduce differences in the international community on this issue . The
President andrthe Prime Minister have been interacting at their level with
world leaders.

6. The Foreign Ministers and other high level rcpresentatives of
USA . France. China, Russia. UK. Germany. Saudi Arabia, Canada. Mexico,
Bangladesh and many other countries have spoken to me on telephone
personally oﬁ the subject. This is indicati\f.e of the fact that Pakistan has

adopted 'a mature and constructive position on this issue and that other
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world leaders recognise it 1 be so. Pakistan made its best efforts to
reduce differences between the divergent view pomts and to promote a
common ground.

7= Before the outbreak of hostilities. Pakistan's principled stand on
this issue had been consistentlv based on three main elements. First. that
Iraq must comply with the Resolution 1441 . Secondly . that Iraq's
disarmament should be secured by peacefui means through a credible
inspection process.

Pakistan also strongly teels for the innocent people of Iraq with whom we
have historically enjoyed fraternai relations enshrined in a common faith.
We have also actively participated in the Iraq: oil for food programme and
supplied some 40.000 tons of rice and 100.000 tons of wheat to our Iraqi
brethren . Pakistan has also actively cooperated with Iraq in the Joint
Economic Committee and under the bilateral Cultural Agreement which
provides for scholarships to Iraqi students .at the postgraduate and Ph.D
levels and training in the fields of Agriculture , Industry , Nursing .
Medicines , Diplomacy, Railways. Banking, and Public Health in Pakistan.
While , rejecting the doctrine of pre-emption, Pakistan firmly believes in
preserving the centrality of the United Nations. observance of Charter
principles by all states, and the implementation of the resolutions of the
Security Council without selectivity or discrimination be they on Iraq,
Palestine or Kashmir. Priority now is given to civilians. We agree that the
people of Iraq must come first. Pakistan was the first to call on the
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Security  Council -to -address - the welfare of the Iraqi people. We jom in
mourning for -those.:-specially innocent men., women and children, who
have lost their lives in these early days of the war. Let me refer to the
statement by Prime - Minister Mir Zafarullah Khan Jamali on March 28 on
immediate humanitarnian assistance by Pakistan for the people of [raq.

And T quote Sir from the Prime Minister's statement. " .The people and the
Government of Pakistan are deeply concemed about plight of the Iraqg:
people and the emerging humanitarian crisis 1 Iraqg. " While our prime
objective 1s the restoration of peace in Irag. Pakistan has also m all its
bilateral contacts as well as in the discussions in the Security Council
stressed on the need to address the humamitarian dimensions of the Iraqi
-people . The Government of Pakistan. m an expression of solidarity with
the people of Iraq. itends to provide assistance for the ITraqi people. this
15 sir the Prnime Mimster's statement. as soon as possible which will
include rice . wheat . tents . ground tarpaulin. blankets. medicines and
surgical equipments . Also medical teams may be sent to Iraq to assist m
addressing immediate medical necds.

Sir. [ have pointed out. to the offer made by parliamentanians
this respect and given a promuse that we will do whatever we can to
i'ugililzite that . The *modalities for the prm*ision of this assistance are being
worked out. The decision to send relief assistance 1s an expression -of the
solidarity of the people and Government of Pakistan with the Iraqi - people
in these difficult times in their historv. And I now quotc the end of the

Prime Minister's statement. Pakistan continues to play its role in restoring
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peace. in comainmng the conflict. mn supporting rule of law in international
relations at the Security Council.

Focus now on humanitarian aspects: Now that military action has

unfortunately broken out. the focus of our efforts is on the following.

One . vivilian casualtics . infrastructure damage . particularly to the civic
services and the Holv places. must be prohibited: two. priority must be
given to avert a humanitarian disaster for the Iraqi people . Pakistan
government is itsclf takmg the mitiatves. three . the territonial  tegnty
and sovereigntv of Iraq must be preserved. as well as the right of the Iraq
people over Iraq's natural resources

ngistan joned Sir. in co-sponsoring Resolution No. 1472 dated March 28.
2003 . at the Security Council to provide humanitarian relief to the Iraqi
people because we helieve that the mte. pational  community  needed 1o
respond rapidi_\ and appropriatelv to the nceds of the Iraqi people. We
would . however . wish to underline once agamn that there are certain
principles which will guide our position with regard to dealing with  the -
rights and conditions of the Iraqi people. We would consistently demand
respect for the inalicnable rights of the people of Iraq including over their
natural resources . We have consistently taken a firm stand ‘in support of
the territorial integritv of Iraq and solidarity of its people. As regards
taking advantage of multi-polar world, there are elements of change and
continuity in foreign policy , which is only a matter of nuisance and
emphasis . We are regularly reviewing our options in the foreign policy. I

would like to inform the distinguished members that Pakistan enjoys
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close relations with the FEuropean Union which 1s Pakistan's principal
trading and economic partner and the largest source of direct investment .
foreign investment and development assistance. France in particular is an
important partner of Pakistan in Europe. The itwo countries share close
and cordial relations in diverse fields  Pakistan and France enjoy
mportant commercial and defence coopt;rauon We plan to further
enhance our cooperation As regards. our relations with Germany . thev
have gamed roots. because Sir I am pointing out. ponts raised by the
members regarding improvement of relations with France , Germanv and
Russia. As regards,our relations with Germany. they have gained roots in
various fields. We have substantial trade relations with Germany which
also supports a number of development projects in Pakistan. We are keen
to augment our cooperation with Germany in various areas . And in this
connection, it is fair to say that the Government of Germanv invited me on
a bilateral visit to Berlin and .I was very much overwhelmed by the
enthusiasm that they showed to me as Foreign Minister of Pakistan. That
shows also a desire on part of the Government of Germany to cement its
relation with the Government of Pakistan. Srengthening our abiding and
deep friendship with China contnues to remain a fundamental goal of our
policy. China has assisted Pakistan in a number of projects. During the
recent successful -visit of the Prime Minister . the two sides signed a
number of MOUs on collaboration in different fields. We are satisfied

with the overall cooperation in various fields with China.

With Russia , the recent visit of the President was highly
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successful as the members alreadv know. Tt was an important step in the
enhancement of  bilateral relations . We vconsider it an important
development in the history of our relations.

Sir, I would like to just point out one little point to vou ,which
will make the members feel. how much relationship has been improved
with Russia. The Foreign Minmister of Russia rang me three times. Once
before he was going to Kabul. He wanted to find out what particular
priority  we aftach and I assured him that we are fully commited to the
Bonn process as far as Afghanistan is concerned . But it shows the
degree of trust that has developed that before going to Kabul. he rang me
and said I am going to Kabul and tell me what are your particular
concerns . I pointed out those concems. it is not appropriate for me to
disclose them at the floor of this House but thev had nothing to do with
the = Government of Afganistan with whom our relations have been
improved immensely.

With China and Iran, it will be the policy of this government to
further increase the warmth and vitality of our relations. In short, we have
reasons to be satisfied with the direction of our policies with the
counfries mentioned by distinguished Member of the Senate. The world
Is going through a difficult process of change. The new democratic
government of Prime Minister Mir Zafarullah Khan Jamali has been
pro-active in its foreign policy.

While there are many elements of continuity in the foreign policy,
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there is also a change of emphasis. Accordingly. our priorities mn the field
of foreign affairs are to promote peace and stability in the region and a
just resolution of the Kashmir dispute. .backing the Bonn process in
Afghanistan and strengthening brotherly tes with all Islamic countries .
reinforcing the tme-tested fricndship with China and promoting relations
with other major powers. meluding the US. EU and Japan.

Pakistan believes that time and space for democracy never ends.
We continue to urge all concerned to consider all options to endeavour
to bring about a peaceful solution of this problem.

Ensuring the territorial mtegrity and sovereignty of Iraq. its 1ight
fo its natural resources. and the need to avert a humanitarian crisis. will
also continue to guide Pakistan's policy on Iraq.

Mr. Chairman . before [ end. the last page. if we take the overall
sense of the House. it would be seen ‘that there has been a general
support for the position that the Government of Pakistan has taken on
this issue. 1 know sir. there is some difference of language . that various
members have used. but I think the consensus that reflected in the House.
bear out my statement. The government has tricd to follow a policy of
principle, based on national interests.

Mr . Chairman. to conclude. the policy that we have adopted has
been proactive. We have played an active role in the Security Council on
this issue. We continue to do so. We believe that the Security Council
not only has a role to maintain peace and sccurity but also to restore

peace and security in the world.
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An important objective for the Security Council . the ~United
Nations and the international community is to contain the conflict. to
arrest the spread of instability in the region. and to restore the rule of law
in mternational relations.

The honourable members of the House would appreciate the
position that Pakistan has taken in recent months We have listened to
the advice coming from the Parliament. both the Nationai Assembly and
the Senate and we give our ideas and suggestions the careful
consideration they deserve m meeting the challenges that we face today
and 1n crafting our response to them.

I thank vou once again Mr. Chairman. for allowing me tc make a
speech.

Mr. Wasim Sajjad: Mr. Chairman. with vour permission, I just
want to say a few words. I think, 1t is a matter of great satisfaction that
this honourable House has passed the wunanimous resolution on the
matter which is of a great importance to this region. to Pakistan and to the
world . This' unanimous resolution 1s the culmination of several davs of
debates in which the honourable members participated and expressed
their points of views. And we are greatful to vou, Sirb. for allowing every
shade of opinion of this House. every partv . every person to express his
opinion with all candour and sincerity and vou allowed ample time for

doing so. Mr. Chairman! the Resolution of the Senate reflects fully the



sentiments expressed bv all shades of opinion mn this House. The House
expresses the view that they were against the war mn Iraq. They said, it
was a violation of the UN charter. Thev felt that there was no justification
for this. The UN mspectors. who visited Iraq and were there for many
many weeks, were unable t¢ find any cvidence. to suppori the charge that
there were weapons of mass . destruction in that counuy. Therefore. for
that reason also. the House expresses this opinion that there was no
justification for it. The members also said that they wamt an immediate end
to the hostilities in Iraq They feel that the destruction of hife and
property  can't be jusufied by any means whatsoever. [t 1s not jusufied
under any principle of intertnational law. .

Now . is the timc, as expressed mn the resolution that Pakistan
should use its influence. as a member of the Securitv Council . with other
countries . peacc loving countries. o ensure that peace 15 brought to Iraq
and the people of Iraq are able to Iiwe like ordmarv people. withom the
fear of bombings that go on evervday.dav and night These arc few
words [ wanted to express and | just want to say thatit is a very good
development  that the THouse has shown on maters of national
importance . thev can risec above party considerations ‘a_nd adopt a umtied
stand. This 1s a very welcome development indeed sir ‘and 1 am very
grateiul 1o vou. 1hank vou.

Mr. Chairman: Once again, I also compliment the House on this

unified stand and the conduct of the proceedings and now.
