Miss . Anisa Zaib Tahirkheli: - Thank you Mr. Chairman. I
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believe most of the things that I was going to say, have already been said
by the honourable speakers but T just wanted to request the honoura;ble
members of the Opposition that this p;actice of their's is not in favour or
in the interest of democracy in the countrv. We know that in the past,
how many of them have been serving under the uniformed president and
history is witness to it that none of the worthy 1'nembers, at that time had
objected to the wearing of the umiform by the past presidents but this is
one thing that they just want to agitate an issue in the House and 1t has
_already been a practice Mr. Chairman that one of the leadegs is entrusted
with the responsibility to deliver a speech before the normal: agenda of
the session is taken up and one says just go out from here. They simply
walkout of the House like a member in the House from the treasury
benches had pointed out earlier just now . that had they : been here
vesterday when the public interest points were raised under the agenda.
thev could have raised many issues pertaining to their respective
constituencies  as well as to the general public of Pakistan . But
unfortunately , they do not think that is required and they have just taken
the lame excuse of so-called LFO. We have been several times repeated
this thing and I am sure that the members of the press sitting over there,
they have noted down our point of view and they have seen the
contradictions in the ideas expressed by the honorable members of the
Opposition. That this is not the way, they have already availed the fruits
of LFO and now they ‘just want to raise this question to prolong this

dispute . I believe this is not in the interest of democracy,1 will just simply
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: request them if they are hearing my voice under your auspicies , Mr .
Chairman . That they should just shun away this practics and just trv to
help the treasury benches to run this House smoothly . Thank you Mr.

Mr. Ahmed Ali: (a) Gwadar Port Project Phase-1 is scheduled to be
completed by March. 2005.
(b) The Contract for Gwadar Port is with the Chinese firm. For supervision
the work. Gwadar Port Authority has employed 4 officers on contract basis. 5
officers on secondment basis from Pakistan Navy and obtained services of 12 skilled
personnel from Pak. Navy and KPT on temporary basis.

created at various stages when the project goes into operation by March 2005 are
as under:

Mr. Justice (R) Abdul Razzaq Thahim: I want to ask the
question to the government because the Opposition is asking the
question that there is no university in Makran, Turbat and Loralai.
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Mr . Nisar Ahmed Memon: What plans do they have if we

have in the Federal Area. in' the public sector 11 universities and what

plan do they have to increase the universities in public sector in Sindh

tfrom 10 to more and in Punjab 17 to more because of the population ol the

two provinces . There must be a focus bv the Federal Government to

mcrease the universities in the public sector to match it in line with the
Federal Area. Thank vou.

Mr. Chairman; Minister for Education.

Mrs . Zubaida Jalal: Sir, with vour permission, there are two
questions  simultaneously asked by my hoﬁoufable colleague . First is
regarding  Balochistan. Yes, we do have three universities. two in Quetta
and one in Khuzdar but keeping the population and the vast distance is
involved , there was a polic_v. decision-no more setting up of public
fulfledged university . In the sense that in partnership , yes with the
provincial government and as we know that the education is a concurrent
issue , it is not only Federal Government but also the provincial
government . You will have seen that in Punjab, in Sindh and also in
NWEFP, big numbers of public universities were set up by the respective
provincial governments . But to help out Balochistan , because of its
economical and financial and balso geograph\ically the distance is involved

we are going to set up campuses in different regions . not fulfledged




university but campuses of the Balochistan university , campus of the
university of information and techuol'ogjf and m that connection itvis going
to be Gawadar Institute of Technology which may also one day become a
university in the sense that the departments that we are thinking of
setting up initially are three but once we have more than four departments
then it is not an institute but becomes a university Insha Allah. So these
are the future plans and we would be implementing them soon. On the
other hand . on the question of when will be increase in number of
universities happen as  happened n the Federal Directorate , let our
Islamabad capital territory again, it depends on the provinces as (o the
number of universities they would want to come up because it 1S upto
them to provide the charter not only to the public universities but even
private universities . The .Higher Education Commission under the ministry .
normally support in providing recurrent cost and development fund to the
provincial or public universities but not to private while the increase has
been mostly in tﬁe private sector. -

Mr . Chairman: [ think probably also relevant would be rather
than, just a total number of the students in the universities and the way
thev spread out because that may give an idea there may be university but
the students may be less. So I think that data may help it.
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Dr. Khalid Ranja: As Agha Sahib said there is one important
subject, no doubt Education is a concurrent subject. I would apprise the
House that the Provincial Governments have been issuing charters to
private universities , private institutions . Charter means an enactment of _
the Parliament. So every university, every institution has its own charter
issued by the respective Parliament. We also have an Institution called
Higher Education Commission . Today we find that Higher Education
Commission is ‘issuing all the manners of directives to the instituions to
say that we would supervise your work. I would like to the Minister {o

- look into it that under what authority, under what law 1s the Higher
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Education Commission meddling over the affairs of the Provincial
Institution.  To my mind, this act of the Higher Education Commission
amounts to interference with the law . interference with the : provincial
aﬁtonomy. I \\"0111d request the House and,of course, the Minister of
Education , please look into this mtwr. There is a lot of rez;ction to this
unnecessary meddling by this autl-léritg' into the affairs of the Provinces.

" The secoﬁdr point, I would like to add is that whereas we talk of
regulations; we arc sctting up ‘pri\-'atc institutions, we are giving charters,
left, right and centre but where is the mechanism to control the quantum of
fees, which these institutions are charging and I am going to questioning
right now watch the TV . what is happening across the borders. The
student population i§ on the roﬁ& throught out the country protesting
against the higher fees being charéed by the private universities. Private
universities if thev are operating their charters then they are appendage.
Please, ] would request to the House and the Minister for Education to see
to it that what mechanism can be adopted for the purpose of keeping a
check on the raise in the fees. Thank you very much.

Mr. Chairman: Mr. Nisar Memon.

Mr. Nisar Ahmad Memon: Mr. Chairman, I would like the
honourable Minister to respond mj' question, she was apprising of the
fact that there are campuses, they are planiing in the Baluchistan. What

campuses are being planned in Punjab and Sindh.Thank you.
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Mrs . Zubaida Jalal: Yes. anyway . Sir, ome of my colleagues
Agha Sahib, in fact. mentioned that there were students outside the
Parliament House agitating for being into Universities over vears but not
being allowed to sit in for the examinations. Yes, there is one University
where this issue has come up but as it is a Medical University, and then
again there are these anomalies I would say, in fact , - that Medical
Universities come directly under the Ministry of Health and not under the
Education Ministry.
Mr. Chairman: Is it a Federal Charter”

Mrs. Zubaida Jala,l; No no all over, whether it is federal charter
or provincial medical colleges, they all come under the Ministry of Health.

Mr, Chairman: If they are under the respective  provincial
governments also that give them affiliation with the universities that they

have. Which medical college is this?
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Mrs. Zubaida Jalal: This one is in Sindh Sir.
Mr. Chairman: Which one?

Mrs. Zubaida Jalal: 1 don't exactly know the name but I know
that. this issue has come up and the Federal Ministry of Health n
partnership with the Sindh Government is going to> resolve this issue
Insha' Allah. We are followin;g it up. In fact, the Federal Ministry of Health
s looking into it.

On the other hand, the Charter for provision of Private Sector
Universities . V€S there has been a Charter or a criterion which has been
put into place. The last Cabinet had approved it. Wc are also now trving
to follow up the same criterion for the Public Sector Universities. As 1
have meqtioned carlier that less than four departments would be called
"Institutes” but more than four departments ‘would actually be called full
fledged University. Then there are certain criteria of the number of Ph.Ds
in each department, number of books, research facilities. If my colleague
wants 1 can put it up in detail the actual criteria to set up. universities but
again the provincial governments as Ranjha Sahib just mentioned. are not
following it because they feel that this is a concurrent issue whether thev
like to or don't like, it is up to them whether to accept this paradigm as a
criterion for setting up Private Sector Universities or not. So the provinces
are not actually implementing the strict criteria that has been set up by the
Federal Govermment.

Mr. Chairman: Are they bound to follow this?




Mrs. Zubaida Jalal: Sir, as a National Policy there is no law
that they are bound to follow the Federal Government . you knO\\", quality
assurance, or criteria. They are not bound. The ‘law doeé not bound them,
but we set this up as a paradigm fér the provinces to follow also. Now,
that is the way, the whole controvercies started sir.

Then again if yvou look at it wijhin the Higher Education
Commission, ves that is why it is all coming up because when we set up
this criterion for the new Universities that are to be set up, it was also very
clearly said that all Universities who are already in place within five years
will have to come up to this criterion. Now that is' why the follow up is
being done by the Higher Education Commission . It may be reminding
them. may be telling them that this is what you should be in five vears
time whether it is faéuhy, whether it is research facilities, books, premises
whatever, and if you do not do this then the charter will be dismissed and
accreditation would be withdrawn. So that is what the Higher Education
Commission is doing.

Again the issue is that the provinces say who is the Federal
Government to interfere in our affairs.

Mr. Chairman: But in the case that you are mentioning that five
vear period there, are they authorized by the rules to check on that?

Mrs . Zubaida Jalal: Within this charter , this criterion or
ordinance they are authorized because all these universities have been set

up since years. It's not that they came up just last year or the year before.




Mr. Chairman: Are the HEC queries in that context under the

rules and regulations?
Mrs. Zubaida Jalal: Yes sir.
Mr. Chairman: Ranjha Sahib is that all right.

Dr. Khalid Ranjha: What I was referring to is that no policy
can go against the statute. Private universities set up under a statute and
that statute has got its own in builtin mechanism which operates at the
provincial level . The Governor of the province is its Chancellor. Now
imagine a situation where the by laws are framed by the Higher Education
Commission says that since [ have these by laws myself . - These
notifications are sufficient for me to interfere with the realm of another
statute . It can only be done through a regular statute passed. and
secondly that Ifigher Education Commission has got no authority over the
Governor of a province who is ex-officio, the vice-chancellor of a
univeristy . This matter requires serious discussion. I would request the
House to place this matter as a regular business and that because it 1s
creating lot of hardships, lot of misgivings.

Mr. Chairman; Why don't you move it. then we can, I think,
discuss . because in the formation of the Higher Education Commission
this issue came up either there should be a blanket amendment in all the
statute or they will have to be amended individually as Dr. Ranjha 1s

saving. I do recollect that. I think may be if you can move, it should be

discussed and clarified.




Dr. Khalid Ranjha : Sir, probably in the public preception, we
reckon charter in it just a piece of paper or a notification. This is not the
casc. Charter means a statute or act passed by the Parliament. So'. there
are cases where this act is passed bv the provincial assemblies and the
provincial hierarchy is there by virtue of the official position. For instance.
the President of Pakistan is the Chancellor for univeristies who have been
given charter by the Federal Government. Now imagine, somebody in the
province is trying to say, you do this, you does the. other . As a matter of
policy if vou tum over to something then through private communication
vou can do it through the mechanism which is given in the provincial
govemnment within the parameters of the statute which operates and every
universty has a separate statute. Every university has a seprate law for it.
Punjab  University is operated und_gr the Univeristies Act 1974 . So i
Imagine somebody sitting over here and saying since I am the Chairman of
Higher Education Commission , thereforé, I direct the Chancellor of Punjab
University to do that, if this act would not be countenanced by, the
statute.

Justice (Retd.) Abdul Razzaq Thahim: Sir, previously there
was  University Grants Commission. That used to give grant to the
universities . Without that grant from the central government . university
can not run for a single day. I do not know what were the Rules and

Regulations  and  supervision  allowed  to the  University  Grants




Commission. Now that has been abolished and now it has become Higher
Education Commission . Therfore Federal Government has got a full
economic control otherwise no university can run for a single day.

C ., from the Ministry of Education Budget. But on the other hand_, SiT,
again there is an any and which' I think may be, we shouldA look into this
question more in detail , is that the Ministry of Education or Higher
Education Commission can only look into the affairs of public general
universities and no medical colleges I mean they have their separate and
then even the qua, accreditation, it all comes under the Pakistan medical
and Dental Council.

So, vou see there is another anomaly there. Even if we would like

to look into the quality assurance of the private medical colleges coming
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up, we have no say into it. The law does not permit us to do it. So sir,
these are the things that have to be looked into.

Dr. Khalid Ranjha: Also in the case of engineering, it will be
also in case of the law. For the law, we have bar councils, Bar Councils
regulate as to which college graduate can opf for getting a licence. So I
think, this matter is not all that simple. Tt requires to be looked into.

Mr. Chairman: For that you can move a separate motion, then
we can do that. Tahirkheli.

Ms. Aneesa Zeb Tahirkheli: Sir, my question relates to the
same question. You can call it a supplementary question. I would . like to
ask the honourable minister that just recently , the NW'FP government  has
announced the opening of two universities, a women university and a
medical university. What is going to be the legal position on that vis a
vis the Higher Education Commission and the powers that rest with the
provincial government.

Ch. Muhammad Anwar Bhinder: Sir. with your permission [
bring to your honour's notice and to the notice of the House that there are
about 100 questions today and this is perhaps , the 4th or 6th question
and Rule 65 says  that ordinarily , not more than 3 supplementary
questions shall be asked in respect of any question. [ don't want to raise
this question, simply on the ground ., if it is important thai is you.r
discretion but I would very humbly submit that the other questions would

remain unanswered and so we should ury to conclude the supplementary
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by putting 3 or 4 questions under vour discretion and power.

“"Mr. Chairman: You are very comrect. [ think, the opportunity
has just come after waiting a long period for the members to discuss
issucs . We are accommodating the members but we have one  hour
constraint on the question hour also. 1 would sccond what Mr. Bhinder
has said. members should trv o put 3 or 4 questions and be relevant.
Other questions can be asked independently.

Mrs. Zubaida Jalal: Sir. with vour permission | would like to
answer  the  supplementary  question  of  Tahir  Kheli . The pro\'inciql
governments have set up these universities and it was very clear that the
more public universities are going to come up. it would not be possible for
the Federal Government o keep on supporting them.  You know. it means
a huge increase in the budget. But sull if the provincial governments are
setting up then. they should have some part to play in that by financmg
them with their human and financial resowces.  We can help out in the
development part of it but otherwise recurrent human resource that s very
clear that provinees should be domng that.

In the past, Ministry of Education undertook a number of activities to

enhance the literacy rate of the country, particularly in the rural areas: bome of
the Projects carried out are briefly described below:

HUNDRED*® PERCENT LITERATE ISLAMBAD PRbJECT
(1983-84)

This Project was undertaken with the propose of achieving 100% literacy
rate in the federal capital city of Islamabad. For this purpose 103 literacy .
centers were set-up during the period from Nomber, 1983 to April 1984 in
Federal Area. According to an estimate 2060 illiterates were made literate
under this experimental programme.

THE NATIONAL LITERACY PLAN (1983-88)

National Literacy Plan was developed by LAMEC in accordance with the

' objectives and targets of Sixth Five Year Plan. National Standing

Committee of Adult Education developed a “10 Year National Literacy
Plan”. The plan aimed at making 15 million persons (age 10+) literate
within a period of Five Years (1983-88) at the cost of Rs.750 million.

The National Literacy Plan (1983-88) was re-designed and modified by

. LAMEC in 1984. Implementation of NLP started at two levels viz. thej
- national lcvcl zmd district level. The NLP was abruptly stopped ini
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September 1986 as a result of a change of policy and leadership at higher

‘levels. In total 4712 literacy centers with the enrolment of 99,955 students

were functioning in June 1986 when NLP was discontinued. The
achievements were that 96,115 illiterate persons were made literate under
NLP. :

TELEVISION LITERACY OR COMMUNITY VIEWING CENTERS
(1983-84) :

It was basically a television litcracy programume. Community Viewing
Centers (CVC’s ) were provided with television sets for viewing tele-

lessons and services of a teacher to supplement the T.V. lessons with face
to face instruction. Under this programme 1024 CVC with an enrolment of

20480 lcarners remained in operation from November 1983 to May 1984.

PRESIDENT’S TEN POINTS PROGRAMME FOR THE
PR_OMOTION OF LITERACY

On 12® May, 1983 the President of Pakistan announced a Ten Points
Programme for the promotion of literacy in the country. It included
involvement of all section of the society in the literacy drive, offering of
incentives for literacy work and compulsions for illiterates, use of electronic
media for motivational drives and organization of literacy classes for

illiterate employees.’

A nation-wide Student Literacy Drive was launched in Summer 1984 under
the President’s Ten Point Programme. In this project students of
schools/colleges and universities made 116,775 illiterate persons literate by
following the “Each One Teach One” approach. A total of 157,004
illiterates were made literate through various drives during 1984-85. The
progress of the programme is given below:

a. Students Literacy Drive (1984) 116,775
b. Students Literacy Drive (1985) 4,229
c.  Literacy Centrres Organized by various Govt/

‘Sernin Govt Organization for illiterate

employees : 42,229

IQRA PILOT PROJECT (1987)
The Igra Pilot Project '(1987) was launched in the twin districts of

Rawalpindi and Islamabad in October 1986 on experimental basis. The
project provided economic incentives to volunteer teachers for the time and
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efforts put in to make a person literate. Under this project any volunteer
who could make one or more illiterate persons literats was given a
remuneration at the rtate of Rs.1,000 per neo-literate. Out of a total of
60,095 adult iiliterates registered under this- project, 18,842 pcrsons
qualified the literacy test conducted bv the examination teams. The
remaining 41,253 persons although received varied degree of literacy, but
could not take the examination bccause of the termination of the project in
Apnl, 1988.

NAI ROSHANI SCHOOLS PROJECT (1987-89)

The Nai Roshani Schools Project was launched in March 1987. The Project
aimed at providing non-formal Primary education (grade I-V) Opporlumucs
ta 1.65 milljon children of 10-14 years of age at a cost of Rs.3153.213
million over a period of 4 vears.(1986-50).

Against the stipulated digure of 44,000 Nai Roshani Schools, only 13688 °
schools upto 30® April, 1988 could be established with an enrolment of
349767 students According to an independent evaluation survey carried out
by third agency in 1987-88 under the directions of National Evaluation
Committce, more than 95% Nai Roshani Schools were functioning
satisfactorily. However, as a result of political changes at the top, the
project was abandoned w.e.f. 30.6.1989. A total'of 242690 learncrs passcd
the primary level Nai Roshani course, whereas another 24927 acquired the
level of literacy during the project period. :

EXPERIMENTAL LITERACY PROJECT (1 989)

.This was a pilot project and 20 literacy centers were opened in the districts

of Rawalpindi, Islamabad, Attock, Abottabad and Lahore. The project was
started in Jan. 989 and was terminated in June 1989. Under this project 249
illitcratcs were made literatce.

TRAINING OF UNEMPLOYED EDUCATED YOUTH IN
SKILL DEVELOPMENT AND TEACHER EDUCATION
(1990)

According to this project 20,000 persons were to be imparted teacher -
education, and 40,000 persons employable skilis. The project was split into-
two phases and launched in May 1990. In Phase 1,18353 persons were
trained by AIOU in teacher education and 8618 in vocational skills.
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ERADICATION OF ILLITERACY FROM SELECTED AREV.Q\JS OF -
PAKISTAN

The Project was for 10-30 years of age group. The centers were estabiished
at Islamabad, Hafizabad, Karachi, Qyeuta, Tehkal Bala (Peshawar). Under
this project 268,400 illiterates were enrolled and 174,460 were declared
passed.

QURANIC LITERACY PROJECT

The project was to impart literacy to 18000 females who were only Quranic
Literates. 600 centers were established under this project in arcas.
Islamabad, Rawalpindi, Haripur, Attock and Abbottabad.

CRASH LITERACY PROGRAMME

The Ministry of Education planned 2 Crash Literacy Programme in May
1998.The purpose of the programme was 10 increase participation rate by
making maximum use of the availabie resources like school buildings and
teachers during summer vacations and evening hours. This programme was
aimed at promoting literacy and basi¢ education in the country.

Various rules and regulations have so far been drafted and notified under
the provision of section 31 and 33 to operationalize the Pakistan Environmental
Protection Act 1997. To date a total of eight (08) rules/regulation have been
formulated/notiﬁed; whereas three (03) NOs. rules are at the draft stage.

With the collaboration of Ministry of Petroleum and Natural Resources. the
unleaded gasoline has been marketed through out the country. This will help reduce
lead contamination particularly among children and masses.

The Ministry is promoting use of alternative fules like CNG & LPG. About
350.000 vehicles have so far been converted to CNG.

Implementation of National Environmental Quality Standards has been
initiated by Industry ata limited scale. Efforts are being made to ensure compliance
of NEQS ata larger scale. Self Monitoring Programme coupled with Environmental
Improvement Plan is being carried out by the Federal and Provincial EPA’s. This is
being done at the association level.

Mr. Ahmed Ali: (2) The requisite information is annexed. All these
contracts were based on internationally established conditions of contract and as
per the cuidelines ot Pakistan Engineering Council.
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During execution of these contruct, many factors came across thut led to
raising of claims. Many of these cluims were then turned into disputes due to
difference of opinion between both the puities 112 NHA and the Contractors.

These disputes were then referred to Arbitration by the Contractors under
the relevant provisions of the Contract agreenrents. Most of the arbitration cases
were decided in favour oi the Contractors by the Arbitrators comprising retired
Judges of Supreme Court such as Justice (R) Shafi-ur-Rehman, Saeed uz Zaman
Siddiqui and Nasir Aslam Zahid and others.

Some of the Contractors even went for execution of decreed amounts against
NHA, and in one case. NHA’s accounts were going to be attached.

: This situation resulted in piling up of huge liabilities upon NHA, which required
: immediate rectification measures. NHA then prepared the strategy of resolution of
: disputes on fair. equitable and reasonable grounds wherever possible, by adopting
Alternate Dispute Resolution Method permissible under the applicable law and agreed
* terms and conditions of the Contract Agreements. Accordingly. Standard Operating
procedures (SOPs) with the approval of Executive Board were formulated and a
number of cases were amicably decided strictly in line with the laid down SOPs.

{(b) The question of holding anv inquiry does not arise as no irregularity
has occurred and no ultra vires situation has arisen.
