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Opposition, or Minister may speak for
twenty minutes.”

(iv) in Rule 227, in sub-rule (1), for the proviso,
the following shall be substituted, namely:-

“Provided that a member with
disability, illness, or any other condition
affecting mobility may be permitted to
speak while sitting:

Provided further that, notwithstanding
anything contained in these rules, the Leader of
House, or the Leader of Opposition, or Minister
concerned may speak for twenty minutes:

Provided further that the speech of
any other member shall not exceed ten
minutes.”
