Iran.

Israel’s attack is a blatant
violation of the fundamental
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principles of the UN and all
international norms. It has put
peace and security in the region
and beyond in grave danger.
Over the years, Israel has been
the source of countless deaths
of Muslims around the world,
particularly in Occupied
Palestine.

The world and Muslim
Ummah are witnessing
slaughter of children and
civilians in Gaza for the last 2
years on an unimaginable scale.
The inaction of the Muslim
world against this genocide is
especially troubling as it has
now led Israel to attack another
sovereign Muslim State, Iran.

This House jointly and
unequivocally condemns Israel
and its heinous crimes against
Muslim  Ummah, especially
against brotherly nations of
Palestine and Iran.

This House stands
resolute with our Iranian
brothers and sisters and
supports their right to defend
themselves against this
aggression.”
