move to the left divide. Accordingly, as they wish to vote,
members will then proceed to the AYEs and the NOEs
lobby. There they will pass in single file before the tellers.
On reaching the desk of the teller, each member will, in
turn, call out the division number which has been
allotted to him for this purpose.

The tellers will then mark off their number in
division list simultaneously calling out the name of the
member, in order to ensure that vote has been properly
recorded. The member should not move off until he has
clearly heard the teller thus call out his name. The
division number allotted to each member has been
communicated separately which is marked on the seat
card of each member. When the voting process will be
completed in the division lobbies, the teller will present
divisions list to the Secretary, who will count the votes
recorded thereon and then present the total of the Ayes
and Noes to me.

| will then announce the result to the House. The
division will not be at an end until the result is so
announced. So the division bells be rung for two minutes
to enable the members not present in the Chamber to
return to their places.

(The bells were rung for two minutes)
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Mr. Chairman: The Senate staff may lock all the
entrances to the lobbies.

| will now put the motion before the House. The
question is that the Bill further to amend the Constitution
of Islamic Republic of Pakistan [The Constitution (Twenty-
seventh Amendment) Bill, 2025] be passed. The
members along with their division numbers may please
move either to Ayes to my right or Noes to my left as
they wish. Now everybody can move.

(At this moment the members proceeded to the
respective galleries to vote)

Mr. Chairman: Voting has been completed and |
request the Secretary to collect the record and count the
votes. The results of the division has been received,
therefore, all the entrances be unlocked. All members
are requested to be seated.

(At this moment, the members returned to their
respective seats)

Mr. Chairman: Please take your seats. | have to
announce the results. | now announce the result of
voting. Sixty four (64) members are in favour of the
motion regarding passage of the Bill and none against it.
So, the motion is carried by the votes of not less than
2/3@ of the total membership of the Senate and
consequently, the Bill stands passed. Yes, Leader of the

House.
