Mr. Chairman! | have termed this budget, although the Minister has not, but
| have termed this, a war budget. You have brought a budget during a war situation
in the region which has affected the world and specially Pakistan, because we are
an oil dependent country. The Finance Bill supports Pakistan’s on-going macro-
economic stabilization, helps maintain compliance with IMF commitments, which
is critical for economic credibility an investor confidence. The Government has
maintained a commitment to primary budget surplus, helping improve fiscal
discipline and economic resilience. The Committee welcomes the shift towards

enforcement based revenue collection, instead of excessive taxation. The income
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tax slabs revised proved relief to the low income class. Digitalization and faceless
audits are positive reforms, reduction of human interaction and discretion with
FBR can improve transparency and reduce harassment. Relief for the solar sector;
Pakistan must incentivize clean and affordable energy. Removal of taxes on air
tickets; which has been an issue on along. Removal of taxes on credit cards, which
generally people have been complaining, and ATM cards.

Mr. Chairman! While the Senate Standing Committee has proposed a
number of important amendments and reliefs, it is equally important to
acknowledge that the Finance Bill, 2026-27 contains several positive reforms. The
Senate recommendations are intended not to oppose these reforms but to
improve their fairness, effectiveness and public acceptability. The Finance
Committee has made 108 recommendations and Planning Committee has made 15
recommendations. In total 123 recommendations have been made to the National
Assembly for consideration.

Mr. Chairman! The greatest concern of the Committee is not any particular
tax measure, rather it is the absence of continuity an institutional memory in
economic policy making. We move from one policy to the another and from one
regime to another without learning lessons from the previous experiences. Failed

experiments are abandoned and then revived after few years.

Accordingly, the Committee has directed the Ministry of Finance and FBR to

conduct a comprehensive study of the budgets of the last ten years to determine



which policies worked, which failed, how often policy reversals occurred and why
mistakes are reportedly reproduced. Pakistan cannot afford annual experiments.

Now | will come to the sectors for which we saw no relief. There is no relief
for health and education sectors in the budget. Unrealistic revenue expectations,
the Committee notes revenue projections must be grounded in economic realities
rather than optimism alone. Burden on documented tax payers. The salaried class
remains the easiest and most compliant tax segment of Pakistan. Meanwhile,
agriculture, retail trade, real estate, speculation and large segments of professional
services continue to remain under taxed or not taxed.

The Committee therefore, recommended relief for salaried classes, at least
15% increase in salaries, broadening the tax base rather than increasing burden on
existing tax payers. Defreeze medical allowance for Federal Employees and
pensioners. Withdrawal of additional taxes and surcharges on electricity bills,
including fixed charges on electricity bills. Reduce GST on food items, medicines,
educational materials and agriculture inputs. Avoid imposing new taxes on basic
necessities.

Climate sector; ensure climate support levy proceeds or used exclusively for
climate and environmental purposes. The Committee advocated rig fencing,
climate levies and increasing investments in climate resilience. Followed by (T-03)

Senator Saleem Mandviwalla: (Continued.....) Climate Sector, ensure climate
support levy proceeds are used exclusively for climate and environmental
purposes. The committee advocated rig fencing, climate levy and increasing

investments in climate resilience, food protection and disaster. Education should

not be taxed, the committee strongly opposed taxation in education, stationery
and recommended restoration of zero rating. In a country struggling with literacy
and human development, note books and pencils should not be treated as luxury
items.

In support for Industry and exports, the committee recommended to
reinstate 1% final tax regime for exporters to maintain export competitiveness.
Increase super tax threshold to rupees one billion. Clear all outstanding tax refunds
through one time settlement of mechanism. Ensure refunds for digitally integrated
tax payers within one month, maximum tax compliance easier for exporters and
manufacturers. Relief in electricity and gas tariffs, support for SMEs, incentives for
IT exports and freelancers, promotion f digital transformation.

Agriculture and Food Security the committee recommended reducing taxes
on fertilizers, seeds, agricultural machinery and irrigation technology, avoiding
indirect and direct burdens that ultimately affect farmers and food prices.

Mr. Chairman! the committee believes in a business friendly economy, a
common man friendly budget, stable and predictable policies, evidence based
decision making, environmental sustainability, support for education and
innovation broadening the tax base instead of squeezing compliant tax payers.
Learning from mistakes instead of repeating them every year. Budget should not
become annual exercise in changing direction, policy inconsistency is itself a within
tax on investment. We should stop repeating failed experiments as | mentioned
before and expecting different results. Budget making should be guided by
evidence not by annual impulses. The salaried class cannot remain the easiest

target, stability is necessary but stability without growth is nearly stagnation. The

nation cannot borrow its way to prosperity we need continuity of economic
policies not annual changes of direction.

Statement over the course of four consecutive days. Members from across the
political spectrum participated actively in the debate and put forward valuable
recommendations and proposals aimed at improving the budgetary measures.
